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Introduction & Objectives: Sexual pain can be defined
as persistent pain that affects many women in their
sexual activity. Although research shows that this is a
phenomenon influenced by biological and psychosocial
factors, many health professionals continue to present
a reduced and medicalized view of it. More and more
arguments that argue that sexual pain is best explained
through a biopsychosocial perspective. This study aims
to explore different biopsychosocial variables such as
sociodemographic and medical variables, variables
related to the phenomenon of pain, sexual activity,
pregnancy and contraception in women with and with-
out sexual pain.

Method & Sample: The sample will be collected
through online questionnaires, nationally and inter-
nationally. It is intended to collect a sample with a
total of 400 women over the age of 18: 200 women

with sexual pain and 200 women who do not present
this difficulty.

Findings & Discussion: The results of this study
may contribute to a deeper exploration of different
biopsychosocial variables associated with sexual pain,
allowing and reinforcing the need for a broader under-
standing and evaluation of this difficulty. As the collec-
tion of data is still in progress, results will be available
in the Congress.

Conclusion & Recommendations: With this study,
it is intended to contribute to the improvement of
intervention protocols and the change of attitudes and
procedures from the different health professionals.
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Introduccion & objetivos: Los seres humanos con-
struyen su realidad desde coordenadas historico-
sociales, para Kelly (1955) la realidad no se manifiesta
directamente sino a través de nuestros Constructos
Personales, lo cual anticipa que una situacién pueda
ser vivida de formas muy distintas, idiosincraticas, por
distintas personas, el presente trabajo busca acercarse a
la experiencia de los ofensores o delincuentes sexuales,
vinculando la narracién del delito a los Constructos
Personales que describen y anticipan la subjetivacion
de la experiencia de reclusion.

Método(s) & muestra: Se realizd entrevista a pro-
fundidad, el inventario de exploracién clinica (Caballo
y Salazar, 2005) y la rejilla de constructos personales

de Kelly (Feixas G.; y Cornejo J. M. 1996) a ocho
hombres privados de su libertad sentenciados por
violacién, que firmaron consentimiento y aceptan el
delito. Realizandose la triangulaciéon como técnica de
validacién.

Hallazgos & discusion: A partir del andlisis de los
once corolarios de la rejilla los participantes canalizan
psicolégicamente la narraciéon del delito en la
anticipaciéon de acontecimientos, donde la reclusion es
determinante en la creacion de nuevos constructos
para organizar su mundo, desde las funciones integra-
tiva y predictiva, los constructos que cambian significa-
tivamente son: yo antes de la reclusion, hombres, sexo

y victima. Desde la codificacién abierta, axial y
