Incidindo exclusivamente numa estratégia de reabi-
litagdo de edificios preexistentes, mantendo os ter-
ritérios de implantacio, assim como parte significa-
tiva do edificado original, permitiu-se que a moder-
nizacdo, dos edificios escolares nacionais garantisse
a relagio social, civica, cultural e econémica entrs 2
comunidade, os utilizadores, o tecido empresarial e,
sobretudo, o enquadramento urbano no qual caca
uma das escolas se insere.

uma escola disponivel para responder e acolher os
maltiplos desafios que se colocam igualmente en-
quantc programa arquiteténico. Desde a estreita
relacio com a comunidade, 3 incorporagao de pa-
drdes qualificados de habitabilidade e de seguran-
ca, & criagio de condicdes de atratividade, as novas
arquiteturas desenhadas sobre e com os edificios
preexistentes incorporaram a responsabilidade de
declarar a contemporaneidade, sustentando uma
condicio operativa do passado. Mantendo-se o lo-
cal, a identidade, a meméria e a referenciacdo cul-
tural que o parque escolar disponibiliza enquanto
legado, as intervengbes arquiteténicas consideram
as condicdes das preexisténcias, avaliam as suas
disponibilidades, moldando ¢ programa funcional
nessa medida, possibilitando elevar as escolas
originais a protagonistas maiores no seu proces-
so de transformacao.

A universalizacio desta metodologia & totalidade
das escolas intervencionadas, praticada indepen-
dentemente do valor patrimonial e arquiteténico ab-
soluto de cada um dos edfficios, permitiu ampliar a
dimensio pedagdgica da operacdo, afirmando po-
sitivamente a oportunidade de atuar sobre a matéria
prima das preexisténcias. Reconhecendo, conve-
cando e enaltecendo o sentido plblico da institui-
30 escolar, com o PMEES vé-se reforgado o signi-
ficado das escolas e o simbolismo da arquitetura
escolar. Ao assumir as diferengas qualitativas dos
diversos edificios intervencionados, contribui-se
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community to the incorporated qualified patterns of fiv-
ability and safety, to the creation of attractive condftions,
the latest drawn architectures about and with the pre-ex-
istent buildings embuody the responsibility to assert the
contemporaneity, sustaining an operative condition of
the past. Keeping the place, the identity, the memory
and the cultural reference that the school park makes
available as a legacy, the architectural interventions
consider the conditions of the pre-existences, evaluate
their availzhility, shaping the functional program to that
extent, meking it possible to elevate the original schools
to greater protagonists in their transformation process.
The universalization of this methodology to all schools
which suffered an intervention, independently practiced
of the absolute patrimonial and architectural value of
each one of the buildings, allowed to expand the ped-
agogical dimension of the operation, positively affirming
the opportunity to act on the raw material of the pre-ex-
istences. Recognizing, summoning and enhancing the
public meaning of the school institution, with PMEES,
the meaning of schools and the symbcalism of school
architecture are reinforced. By assuming the qualitative
differences of the various intervened buildings, it con-
tributes to shaping a sense that, expanding latitude and
the understanding of heritage value, it socially projects
the strategic and pedagogical dimension beyond the
primary nature of being a school.
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Itis inthis context that we admit to confronting examples

that, by affirming intrinsic conditions of antagonistic her-
itage value, have allowed themselves to be commonly
consiclered similar in their ability to renew themselves, re-
discover and redefine as valid examples in rehabilitation
strateqy and practices.

The former high school D. Manuel I3, by architect José
Marques da Silva, and recently intervened by architect
Manuel Fernandes de S3, represents a paradigmatic
example of a remarkable architectural artefact, wheth-
er in the responsibility assumed before the city or for
the morphological, cormpositional and imagistic value,
and the programmatic and functional organization that
structures it. The intervention, maintaining, in essence,
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arquitetdnico notavel, seja na responsabilidade
assumnida perante a cidade, seja pelo valor mor-
folégico, compositivo e imagético, e ainda pela
organizagio programética e Ao contrério, uma
escola pavilhonar da tipologia "3x3", como a es-
cola secundéria de Castélo da Maia, construida
no inicio dos anos noventa, segundo um projeto-
-tipo, apresenta valores manifestamente diferen-
tes, sendo notéric o descomprometimento pe-
rante o tecido urbano, a indiferenciagio espacial,
a obsolescéncia censtrutiva e infraestrutural, e a
desqualificacio da imagem, contribuindo para a
desconsideracio arquitetdnica. No entanto, a au-
séncia de valor ndo inibiu a consideracao positiva
de uma atitude de reabilitacdo, cuja intervencgao
da autoria do arq.® Carvalho Aradjo, alcanca um
resultade t3o surpreendente quanto inovador na
verificagéo de valores dignificadores da instituicio
escolar, que a arquitetura se responsabilizou em
protagonizar, assumindo o designio de urna ima-

gem Unica, coerente e contemporanea.

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those qualities, reinforces the urban culture previously
transmitted by Marques da Silva and cormesponds to the
programmatic diversification (Music Conservatory and
Multifunctional Pavilion) the multiplicity, either by incor-
porating different morphologies or by the tectonics that
contrasts them. Thus, the addition of the two new build-
ings, in recognition and respect for the values of the orig-
inal architecture, does not require, in dialogue with the
traclitional image of high school, to affirm the conclition
of contemporaneity that ensures a dear identification of
the two intervention times.

On the other hand, a pavilion school of the *3x3" typol-
ogy, such as the Castélo da Maia secondary school built
in the early nineties, according to a standard project, has
manifestly different values, being noticeable the fack
of commitment to the urban fabric, the uncommitted
eonstructive and infrastructural obsolescence, and the
disqualification of the image, contributing to the archi-
tectural disregard. However; the lack of value did not
inhibit the positive consideration of a rehabilitation atti-
tude, whose intervention by architect Carvalho Aradjo,
achieves a surprising, as well as innovative resuft in the
verification of dignified values of the school institution,
that the architecture was responsible for in staming, as-
suming the purpose of a single, coherent and contem-

porary image.
