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O momento presente enfrenta desafios sem
precedentes: com a certeza de uma nova

crise econdmica a assombrar esta decada,

as politicas de habitagéo publica tornam-se uma
emergéncia nacional. Enquanto o problema

da habitagao cresce, novas estratégias e
fundos publicos estéo a ser desenhados para

o corrigir. E crucial assegurar a implementacéao
apropriada, evitando erros do passado e promo-
vendo solugdes flexiveis, adaptadas ao mosaico
contraditorio do territério. E um desafio bem co-
nhecido, mas ainda n&o existe uma bala de prata.
Public Housing - No Silver Bullet levou a debate
esta visdo prospetiva, como complemento

dos dados histéricos e criticos em exibicéo

do projeto In Conflict. Este evento juntou cinco
participantes. Dois arquitetos irdo conduzir a
discusséo, ao questionar (e provocar) trés peritos
de diferentes areas - geografia, sociologia e
politica - de forma a esbocar principios orienta-
dores para uma nova e imperativa abordagem
a habitacao publica nacional.

108 Public Housing - No Silver Bullet

This is a moment of an unprecedented chal-
lenge: with the certainty of a new economic
crisis haunting this decade, the public hous-
ing policy becomes a national emergency.
While the housing problem grows, new strat-
egies and public funds are being drafted to
tackle it. It is crucial to ensure their proper
implementation, avoiding errors from the
past, and fostering flexible solutions, adapted
to the territory’s contradictory mosaic. It is
a long-known challenge, but there isn’t still
a silver bullet.
Public Housing — No Silver Bullet debated
this view, to complement the historical and
critical data on display at the /n Conflict ex-
hibition. This event brought together five
participants. Two architects will drive the
discussion, by questioning (and provoking)
three experts in different fields — geography,
sociology and politics — in order to outline a
new national public housing approach.
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In Conflict, a par da exposigéo retrospectiva da arquitectura
portuguesa do periodo democratico, apoiou-se também num ciclo
internacional de debates de sentido livre e acgéo prospectiva para
responder & pergunta langada por Hashim Sarkis, curador-geral
da Biennale Architettura 2021: ‘How will we live together?.

Este livro, o segundo tomo de um catélogo pensado a duas
partes, retrata os nove debates distribuidos entre o Palazzo Giustinian
Lolin, em Veneza, o Palécio Sinel de Cordes, sede da Trienal de
Arquitectura de Lisboa, o0 espago Mira Forum, no Porto, e online.
Os eventos que sentaram a4 mesa meia centena de participantes
e reuniram um publico vasto coligem-se agora nestas paginas:
880 nove assembleias cujo coro diverso amplia as respostas a
como viver em conjunto, e apontam novos futuros partilhados
a partir das problematicas trazidas 4 mesa.

A pluralidade de contributos cumpriu o sujeito colectivo
subentendido na premissa que deu o mote a esta edigio da Bienal,
para pensar o papel da arquitectura enquanto disciplina publica,
politica e ética, na expectativa de cumprir um futuro em comum.

In Conflict, alongside the retrospective exhibition on Portuguese
architecture from the democratic period, was also based on an
international cycle of free and forward-looking debates to answer
the question set by Hashim Sarkis, curator-general of Biennale
Architettura 2021: ‘How will we live together?.

This book, the second volume of a two-part catalogue,
covers the cycle of debates held at Palazzo Giustinian Lolin, in
Venice, Paldcio Sinel de Cordes, home of the Lisbon Architecture
Triennale, Espago Mira Forum in Porto, and online. The events
that brought together some fifty participants and gathered a vast
audience are now linked together on these pages: there are nine
assemblies whose diverse voices extend the responses to how
to live together and point to new shared futures based on the
problems brought to the table.

The variety of contributions fulfilled the collective subject
understood in the premise that was the theme of this edition of the
Biennale, to consider the role of architecture as a public, political
and ethical discipline, expecting to fulfil a common future.
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
