CALL FOR PAPERS:

Dear colleagues,

Still recovering from the pandemic crisis, our increasingly globalised world has been immersed in a war with far-reaching
repercussions. Despite the threats and destruction to which our planet has been subjected, a multiplicity of ecosystems persists
even though they are suffering a critical loss of biodiversity. It is very common to find a combination of dynamic, multifunctional
territories in these ecosystems neighboured by others in decline, where development and sustainability are at stake. These
spaces show the indelible effects of climate change and particularly of human intervention, further aggravated by the ongoing
war in Europe. However, awareness of these critical issues is growing and their impact on the environmental, economic, and
social levels has fostered the need for intervention at multiple different scales. Thus, strategies are being drafted that focus on
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inclusive development based not only on the conservation of landscapes and heritage but also on the revitalisation of social
frameworks. To achieve these aims, the 17 Sustainable Development Goals established by the UN and embodied in the "Agenda
2030" are of mandatory reference, representing imperative challenges in the current context of warfare in the European area
which aggravates social inequalities and environmental problems.

The aim is to eradicate poverty while promoting equal access to energy, education, and quality health services. Another area of
focus is the creation of jobs and energy efficiency, in addition to the conservation and management of endogenous resources.
The intention is also to promote effective institutions and stable societies where justice, peace, health care, and gender equality
are unequivocal and inclusive. Policy convergence is required to achieve these goals, where environmental and social strategies
gain priority over strictly economic motives. They should be clearly guided by innovation and ethics, sustained by digital resources,
and dedicated to increasing literacy and technical training. These principles pave the way towards greater territorial cohesion as
the most effective means of overcoming the systemic and multifaceted crisis we have experienced in recent times.

It is, therefore, necessary to continue to reflect on these topics without ignoring their complexity and territorial diversity. The
European space should be compared with others, highlighting interconnections, particularly with the Brazilian space from which
several innovative projects have emerged. This collaborative link is further strengthened through the XVIII International
Seminars of the Overarching Issues of the European Area. The main objective, evident in the previous editions of this event,
also persists: the approach to current problems in a scientific, creative, multidisciplinary, and inter-university setting, highlighting
the search for strategies to mitigate these problems within a framework of sustainability and resilience.

This event, organised by the University of Porto with several national and international partners, is increasingly acknowledged as
a research network that seeks to provide answers to emerging challenges. In 2024, the XVIII International Seminars of the
Overarching Issues of the European Area will feature a scientific committee made up of renowned national and international
scholars from more than a dozen countries, centred on the theme of “Building Resilient and Sustainable Territories”.

Michael Woods is Professor of Human Geography and Co-director of the Centre for Welsh
Politics and Society at Aberystwyth University and Co-Director of the Wales Institute of Social
and Economic Research, Data and Methods (WISERD). His research interests include: (1)
globalisation and rural change in the 'global countryside', the focus of his ERC GLOBAL-
RURAL project (2014-19); (2) civil society and polarisation, as Co-Director and Theme Leader
for the ESRC WISERD/Civil Society Research Centre (2014-19); and (3) spatial justice,
investigated in the Horizon 2020 IMAJINE project (2017-22). These interests come together
in his new ERC/UKRI project 'Rural Spatial Justice' on rural support for disruptive political
movements in the UK, USA and Europe. Michael Woods is a former editor of the Journal of
Rural Studies and the author of several books, including Rural (Routledge, 2011) and An
Introduction to Political Geography (Routledge, 2015).

Abstract: The many crises of the present are raising questions as to how and whether the
sustainability goals that have been pursued since the UN Conference in Rio de Janeiro in
1992 can actually (still) be achieved. They are fuelling new thinking about sustainable future
development. In the context of socio-ecological transformation, sustainability is being
reinterpreted as a key objective for future-proof system changes. For the necessary
adaptation and development processes, paths towards this "new sustainability” must be
found in social, economic and ultimately political action. Questions about problem-adapted,
i.e. sustainable management of spatial development are gaining new significance.
Governance offers opportunities to make an effective contribution to this sustainable
transformation. However, the changed framework conditions require a critical examination of
established practices and further perspectives. This concerns

OP.93 THE ADAPTATION OF CSDP MISSIONS AND OPERATIONS TO
UNEXPECTED CRISIS: THE CIVILIAN-MILITARY NEXUS

Abstract: The CSDP (military) operations and (civilian) missions operate in an increasingly
complex world in which crises are the “new normal”’. The paper focuses on the EU civilian-
military nexus applied to mitigating the effects of two unexpected crises, COVID-19 and the
war in Ukraine, by ongoing CSDP missions and operations. The traditional threat of a military
attack against a Member-State territory having been set aside, the European leaders rebuilt
the security narratives based on multidimensional, transboundary problems that blur the
traditional (Realistic) divides (external/internal security; military/civilian security; public/private
security). In an unpredictable environment, security problems are defined as complex,
multifaceted, and cross-border phenomena to be tackled by cross-sectorial and multilevel
approaches. In this context, the narrative and the practices on the security nexuses sustain
the evolving EU security actorness. Using the combined theoretical frameworks of
international actorness and securitization, the paper aims to answer the central research
guestion: How have CSDP missions and operations in the field been adapted to mitigate the
effects of unexpected crises? Based on the convergence of opportunity, the EU’s capacity
and (ambition to have a global) presence, the narrative and the practice of the civilian-military
linkage demonstrate co-constitutive adequacy: “more security” — the appropriation of policies
and instruments of a multifunctional actor for security purposes; “more actorness” — the
securitization of crisis to promote the actor and its policies.

Abstract: In the last decade, the nature-based solutions (NBS) are positioned as important
approach toward building healthier urban ecosystem and safer, resilient cities and urban
communities. Strategic communication plays a multifaceted role in establishing, promoting,
and sustaining nature-based solutions. Therefor the multifunctional concept of NBS has been
identified by the European Commission as crucial for building sustainable and resilient
societies.

Via a short literature, projects, and best practices review we gathered a matrix of common
aspects in the communication that can be cross reference analysed with the goal to display
the key fundaments of creating and successfully establishing NBS. In the study, five key
communications aspects and topics stood out as essential regarding the NBS: |I.
Communication and co-designing the NBS with the local community, 1l. Communicating the
NBS with adopting the local cultural context, Ill.

NBS projects. By engaging with various stakeholders and communicating the benefits and
potential impacts of NBS, it becomes easier to garner support and cooperation for
implementing these solutions.

Abstract: The European Union employs the largest number of interpreters globally,
surpassing even the United Nations. This analysis delves into the interpreted world of
international politics and works towards appreciating sonic politics in conference and
diplomatic interpreting. Drawing on testimonies of Portuguese interpreters of the European
Union, the present paper examines the everyday practicality of institutional operations, what
happens on the ground and what constitutes everyday diplomatic life — in other words, in
other voices — so as to locate new sites of political activation, meaningful enactment of power
and ideological encounters. The research shows that interpreters supply affective foundation
to multilingual negotiations and that their emotive rendition gives form to inter-state
understanding. As such, interpretation is politics emerging from visual and audible
performance of the interpreters.

Abstract: Introducdo: Os Estados e Nagbes de todo o mundo terdo de cooperar em breve
num projeto de governanca ambiental global que responda as exigéncias das alteractes
climaticas e dos restantes limites planetarios. O projeto, idealmente liderado pela Europa,
exigira a criacdo de uma hierarquia de instituicGes que reporte a uma organizacdo mundial
com responsabilidades de primeiro nivel, capaz de enfrentar com sucesso alteracdes
bruscas e ndo-lineares do funcionamento do planeta. Esse complexo empreendimento
dependera de negociacdes multilaterais que poderédo ser mais ou menos bem-sucedidas em
funcdo do regime politico em vigor nos diferentes paises do mundo. Num estudo recente
que inquiriu mais de 36 mil cidad&os de 42 democracias, 38% dos respondentes concordou
gue a epistocracia seria uma boa alternativa a democracia.

Objetivos e Metodologia: Investigar se a epistocracia estd mais bem-preparada do que a
democracia para acomodar o projeto de governangca ambiental global, usando o método da
pesquisa bibliografica através da leitura, interpretacado, reflexdo e critica de livros e artigos
cientificos dos principais autores dos assuntos tratados.

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Abstract: This article conducts a comparative case study analysis to investigate how
commons-based initiatives (CBIs) in Belgium and lItaly, specifically Energy Communities and
Alternative Food Networks, forge to challenge the sociopolitical metabolism of food and
energy systems. By merging the integrative approach of the Food-Energy nexus within a CBI
perspective, the article provokes reflections that extend beyond the European Union (EU)
‘green economy agenda’ towards a more inclusive, just and democratic transition. While the
existing literature primarily concentrates on the technical facets of the Food-Energy nexus,
this article delves into its social and political aspects at both community and local governance
levels. Through fieldwork observation, in-depth interviews, and policy analysis, this research
explores how the political strategies of CBIls engage with both local and EU institutional
frameworks, recognizing their constraints and enabling conditions to promote innovative
developments. Moreover, it calls for a holistic policy-making approach that encompasses the
synergy between the FE nexus and CBIs’ translocal networks, aiming to enhance
collaboration between grassroots organizations and EU/local policies. This study contributes
to the broader academic discourse on commons and the FE nexus, offering valuable insights
for policymakers, practitioners, and communities committed to driving transformative
changes in social and institutional frameworks.

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Abstract: O presente trabalho é um estudo de caso relacionado a recuperacdo ambiental de
uma antiga area de extracao de areia, localizada no municipio de Itaborai, estado do Rio de
Janeiro, Brasil, da empresa JJG ITABORAI AREAL LTDA, com extens&o de 49,79 hectares.
As crescentes preocupacdes com questdes relacionadas ao meio ambiente e a preservacao
ambiental, levaram os 6rgaos brasileiros gestores da mineracdo, e do meio ambiente, a
impor, ao setor de Mineracgdo, a obrigatoriedade a todo empreendimento minerario no Brasil,
realizar a recuperacdo ambiental da area minerada. A &rea em questdo € uma jazida de
extracdo a céu aberto em cavas rebaixadas, com profundidades médias de 1,70m, néo
atingindo o lencol freético e em equilibrio com o ecossistema. Os trabalhos se encerraram
em 2020, e em 2024 a area encontra-se totalmente recuperada. Em parte dos locais
recuperados, a paisagem voltou a ser idéntica ao que era antes do empreendimento
minerario. Foram tomados todos os devidos controles ambientais pertinentes, realizando o
replantio da lavoura de laranja, banana, capineira, e retorno das areas de pasto. Por fim,

Iniciando-se no ano de 1999, com a Norma NBR 13.030 da Associacdo Brasileira de

Recuperacédo de Area Degradada (PRAD). Ja no ano de 2000, a Lei federal n® 9.985, define
a diferenca entre um ecossistema “recuperado” e um “restaurado”. Mais recentemente, o
Regulamento do Cdédigo de Mineracdo, Decreto n° 9.406, de 12 de junho de 2018 traz a
obrigacéo de recuperar o meio ambiente como uma consequéncia do exercicio da atividade
de mineracdo. A Resolugcdo da Agencia Nacional de Mineracdo do Brasil - ANM n°68 de
2021, regulamenta o Plano de Fechamento de Mina — PFM, que traz uma série de
exigéncias ambientais minuciosas a serem observadas pelas mineradoras. Para o Ministério
de Meio Ambiente - MMA, a recuperagdo ambiental esta diretamente ligada a ciéncia da
restauracdo ecologica, que € o processo no qual auxilia o restabelecimento de um
ecossistema degradado, destruido ou danificado. Quando um ecossistema contém recursos
abidticos e bidticos suficientes para continuar seu desenvolvimento sem auxilio ou subsidios
adicionais, ele é considerado recuperado. Desse modo é possivel demonstrar como a
legislagcéo Brasileira € rigorosa com antigas areas lavradas afim de que sejam devolvidas a
sociedade adequadamente recuperadas.

Além dos preceitos contidos em documentos internacionais como o Nosso Futuro Comum, a
Agenda 21 e a Agenda 2030, com os 17 Objetivos do Desenvolvimento Sustentavel (17
ODS), ha na sustentabilidade corporativa uma miriade de principios e orientacdes
empresariais a serem combinados as questfes ecoldgico-sociais.

A sustentabilidade em sua forma corporativa ndo exatamente adequa o desenvolvimento
sustentavel aos interesses empresariais, uma vez que o préprio modelo delineado no
relatério Nosso Futuro Comum é resultado de uma articulagdo global geopolitica e
geoecondmica. A rigor, com base no trabalho de stakeholders, conselhos empresariais
globais, empresas de certificacdo verde e de associacdes globais de empresas, cria-se um
modelo de atuacdo da empresa nho espacgo, em particular, no entorno imediato, sem maiores
dialogos com a populacao local.

Abstract: Em 2014, o Municipio de Lousada iniciou um processo transformador que
ambicionava travar a perda de biodiversidade local, fomentar a literacia ecoldgica e envolver
a comunidade numa agenda ambiental que alavancasse o desenvolvimento territorial
sustentavel. Em resposta a estes designios, foi estruturada uma Estratégia Municipal de
Sustentabilidade, um documento orientador que definiu a postura municipal em todas as
matérias de indole ambiental, sensu lato. Baseada em cinco principais eixos de intervencao,
desde a investigacao cientifica a educacdo ambiental, passando pelo envolvimento social e
pela eficiéncia infraestrutural e interna, a estratégia desenhada estabeleceu campos de acao
e areas sociais e territoriais de intervencédo, designando publicos-alvo primordiais e metas-
guia que nortearam a operacionalizacdo concreta de cada projeto especifico. Por outro lado,
numa légica colaborativa e civilmente participada, a autarquia regeu a sua atuagao por um
modelo plural, aberto ao contributo da sociedade civil, em que as parcerias colaborativas
sdo essenciais e a voz dos cidaddos é auscultada. Dez anos volvidos, os resultados
alcancados e o0 reconhecimento nacional e internacional demonstram o potencial
transformador da acgéo local como resposta aos mais diversos desafios ambientais, como a
descarbonizacdo, a economia circular, a governanca verde, a capacitacdo para a acao
ambiental e a conservagao do patriménio natural.

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OP.141 THE CONTRIBUTION OF AGRICULTURAL HOLDINGS LOCATED IN THE
MOUNTAIN AREAS TO THE ENERGY TRANSITION: REFLECTIONS FROM
ITALY

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Abstract: The European Union has set ambitious targets for carbon neutrality through the
Green Deal and subsequent measures. Consequently, the pressing need to dedicate new
surface area to energy transition necessitates reflection on how best to integrate energy
targets with a landscape moulded by traditional economic activities. Even mountain
territories, which are often considered exceptional for their high natural and cultural value,
are increasingly becoming the location of intermittent renewable energy infrastructure.
However, geographical factors in mountain areas may not incentivise the presence of
renewable energy projects. This poses a challenge for instance in southern Europe where a
considerable percentage of territory is not flat.

This research explores whether geographical constraints can influence the spatial distribution
of investment in renewable energy production. The Italian Agriculture census provides
municipal data on agricultural holdings engaged in remunerative activities linked to the
production of renewable energy. These data enable detailed analysis of the integration of
decarbonisation targets with the agricultural sector. After characterising the Italian territory
according to orographic elements, statistical tests and analyses were conducted to
investigate potential differences between municipalities in the mountains and those on the
plains. Preliminary findings reveal significant disparities, with mountainous municipalities
exhibiting lower levels of investments in profit-driven renewable energy production activities
within agricultural holdings than their counterparts on the plains. These results show the
unequal contribution of different territories within the same country to the energy transition.
However, the structural characteristics of the agricultural sector should also be also
considered in order to interpret these findings.

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OP.163 CHALLENGES FOR TERRITORIAL SUSTAINABILITY AFTER FOREST
FIRES: THE CASE STUDY OF GUARDA DISTRICT
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Abstract: Forest fires have far-reaching implications for territorial sustainability, affecting
ecological, economic, and social systems profoundly. They contribute to climate change,
releasing substantial amounts of carbon dioxide and other greenhouse gases, intensifying
temperature rises and humidity decreases, leading to more frequent and intense fires.
Vegetation and soil are crucial carbon reservoirs, with forests alone absorbing a significant
portion of carbon dioxide emissions, contributing to the global carbon cycle. For instance, EU
forests absorb nearly 10% of the EU's annual greenhouse gas emissions, highlighting their
role in mitigating climate change. The resultant decline in Portugal's forest area from fires
could jeopardize the EU's 2030 goal to increase carbon sinks by 15%. Portugal accounts for
1.8% of EU greenhouse gas emissions. The Land-Use, Land-Use Change, and Forestry
strategy are instrumental in the EU's overarching objective to reduce net emissions by 55%
to 57% compared to 1990 levels and achieving carbon neutrality by 2050. It's estimated that
a hectare of trees can contain around 50 tons of carbon, equivalent to approximately 180
tons of CO2 in the atmosphere, with each hectare sequestering 1 to 2 tons of CO2 annually.
Furthermore, beyond environmental concerns forest fires have substantial economic
repercussions. This study aims to analyse both the economic impacts and CO2 emissions
resulting from forest fires in the Guarda district in 2022. By conducting a thorough literature
review and utilizing data on burned areas and their corresponding land uses, this study
seeks to provide insights into the consequences of forest fires in the region.

Moreover, they will facilitate an understanding of leverage points tailored to
local contexts, crucial for driving desired changes and advancing social and spatial justice,
thereby aligning with the EU's vision and the implementation of the Rural Pact closer to
citizens. Rural communities will be empowered and provided with methodological tools
tailored to their needs, increasing access to local knowledge management and
communication of their context, also enhancing the attractiveness of their rural areas.
Through the application of Human Ecology principles, it addresses complex ecological and
socioeconomic challenges, contributing to a more interdisciplinary discourse on rural
development, social innovation, and sustainable entrepreneurship at the European level.

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Abstract: Globalization has gradually introduced changes to the international system,
materialized in the increasing fluidity of borders between countries, greater
interdependence between economies, the emergence of new actors with the capacity to
rival States (international organizations, companies, industrial groups, non-governmental
organizations) Government, etc.) and the emergence of information and knowledge as one
of the main economic assets (Murteira, 2004). It is in this policy context that, on the one
hand, the action of economic intelligence emerges as a vector of the State's strategic action
and, on the other, the territorialization of public policies as a way of maximizing their
efficiency and effectiveness (Folgado 2022), highlighting in this reference the process of
smart specialization at the regional level.The European Commission (2012) and the
Northern Regional Coordination and Development Commission (2015) highlight that
national/regional research and innovation strategies for smart specialization (RIS3) are
integrated, place-based economic transformation agendas, and underline the agreement
that they are a political instrument based on the existence of a dynamic construction of
competitive advantages anchored in territorial idiosyncrasies and in the possibilities offered
by new competitive positions in each EU region. This communication aims to explain the

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OP. 208 A INSTALACAO DE JOVENS AGRICULTORES NO AMBITO DO
PROGRAMA DE DESENVOLVIMENTO RURAL (2014-2020) NO NORTE DE
PORTUGAL
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Abstract: A renovagdo geracional na agricultura é crucial para a vitalidade do setor e dos
territérios rurais. Nesse contexto, a acdo 3.1 "Jovens Agricultores" do Programa de
Desenvolvimento Rural (PDR 2020) assume um papel fundamental. O principal objetivo
deste estudo consistiu na formulacdo de propostas direcionadas para otimizar o alcance
dos objetivos desta acdo. Para tal desiderato, foi recolhida informacdo com base num
guestionario junto de 203 Jovens Agricultores (JA's), os quais estavam envolvidos em 44
atividades distintas.

A maioria dos inquiridos demonstrou-se "insatisfeita" ou "muito insatisfeita® com as
producdes obtidas e com a rentabilidade das suas atividades. Apesar disso, depois de
atingida a data do termo da operacédo, grande parte dos beneficiarios tenciona manter a
atividade da exploragdo, embora com menor &rea ou efetivo animal. A bovinicultura, tanto
para producgéo leiteira como para carne, e a produgdo de castanhas foram as atividades
gue geraram mais satisfagdo, ao contrario do que sucedeu com 0s espargos, cogumelos,
helicicultura, apicultura e maracuja. Todos os JA's envolvidos na producdao de maracuja
revelaram estar "muito insatisfeitos" com os resultados da sua atividade.

O acompanhamento técnico e a certificacdo dos consultores foram as melhorias mais
solicitadas pelos JA's. A antecipacdo da formacdo obrigatoria foi outra sugestédo
frequentemente mencionada.

O estudo apresenta varias propostas para aprimorar a acdo 3.1 "Jovens Agricultores”,
contribuindo para o dinamismo do setor agrario e a fixacdo de jovens na agricultura.

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OP. 177 INNOVATION AND TRANSFORMATION OF PERIPHERAL REGIONS IN
THE EUROPEAN AREA. SOME EVIDENCE FROM PORTUGAL
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Abstract: The term Left-behind places has gained a lot of popularity in European economic
geography. It's a fashionable term, to be sure, but it does correspond to a real problem that
is difficult to resolve. Places or regions left behind is a term that covers a wide range of
situations and conditions, which are also the result of different factors but which share the
common characteristics of a declining economic base and living conditions for their
populations. In addition to a poor economic base or one affected by deindustrialisation, lack
of employment and lack of infrastructure, the people who live there are faced with all sorts
of disadvantages. Ageing, emigration, the flight of young people, a high risk of poverty and
poor access to public facilities and services are some of the most obvious problems in large
sections of Europe's most peripheral regions.

This study presents some evidence for Portugal, of migratory flows of young students to
small towns in peripheral regions in Portugal, with the aim of getting in higher education.
This is a common phenomenon in other countries. For Portugal, we have a unique,
universal and particularly complex database for a very long time series that allows us to
analyse the phenomenon more comprehensively.

These migratory flows towards peripheral regions can become important drivers of
innovation and economic and social transformation if they are properly framed in local
policies or in national regional policy. They can also contribute to the effectiveness of digital
transformation programmes in peripheral regions.

Despite their small magnitude, flows of young students to the peripheries can foster
transformation and change and prevent further decline.

MULTIPLE CRITERIA DECISION ANALYSIS FOR TRADE-OFF ANALYSIS OF
AGROECOLOGICAL TRANSITIONS

Abstract: Agroecological transitions involve shifting agricultural systems and practices towards
more sustainable approaches. This includes reducing dependency on chemical inputs such as
pesticides and synthetic fertilizers, minimizing environmental impacts, promoting biodiversity,
improving soil health, conserving water resources, and enhancing resilience to climate change.
Additionally, agroecological transitions often prioritize local food systems, community
engagement, and knowledge sharing among farmers to promote a more holistic and
regenerative approach to agriculture. These transitions hinge on the choice of an alternative,
which is influenced by various factors like resource availability, knowledge, goals, preferences,
and values. Decision-making in this process requires critical thinking, problem-solving skills,
and sometimes creativity. When decision-makers make a choice, they must consider the
associated risks and uncertainties. Therefore, the use of tools such as Cognitive Mapping (CM)
and Multiple Criteria Decision Analysis (MCDA) can be valuable in decision-making. The
growing interest in MCDA has led to a greater emphasis on precise and effective problem
structuring. In our study, we conducted a literature review that explored the integration of CM
and MCDA methods. Our investigation encompassed 75 articles published between 2011 and
2024, focusing on the analysis of 60 articles that explored all conceivable combinations of CM
and MCDA methodologies. Through this analysis, we sought to gain a holistic understanding of
the intricate processes involved and to uncover the benefits and challenges inherent in this
integration. The amalgamation of CM with MCDA provides a broader and refined perspective
on decision scenarios, thus enabling more robust support across various stages of the
decision-making continuum. Notable combinations of methods with CM include the
Measurement of Attractiveness by a Categorical Evaluation Method - MACBETH, Fuzzy
Cognitive Maps (FCM), and Decision Making Trial and Evaluation Laboratory (DEMATEL). The
field of knowledge that most applies the combination of Cognitive Mapping (CM) with Multiple
Criteria Decision Analysis (MCDA) is related to business. We observed that the majority of
articles used this combination for evaluating banks and credit. Furthermore, we found that the
primary methodology used in the analyzed articles was the combination of CM with
MACBETH, preferred in 32% of cases. Finally, we highlight the potential of this methodology to
comprehensively assist in the analysis of decision scenarios applied to agroecological
transitions involving complex trade-offs at the economic, sociocultural, and socio-ecological
levels.

Abstract: Nos ultimos anos, Portugal tem investido em novas estratégias para garantir o
direito a uma educacdo de qualidade e ao sucesso escolar de todas as criangas e jovens,
independente da sua condicdo fisica, social ou cultural. No entanto, os dados de 2022 da
Monitorizacdo da Educacgdo e Formagcao mostram que Portugal esta ainda longe de atingir as
metas tracadas para 2030 para 0 aproveitamento em competéncias digitais e aprendizagens
de leitura, matematica e ciéncias, uma situacdo que tem vindo a piorar nos ultimos anos.
Estes resultados evidenciam também que alunos/as mais desfavorecidos/as mostram um
desempenho médio abaixo dos/as de classes favorecidas. Adicionalmente, verifica-se uma
elevada assimetria entre escolas no que respeita ao agrupamento de alunos/as por estrato
socioecondémico, o que contribui para o fraco desempenho escolar de criangas e jovens em
situacdo de maior vulnerabilidade socioecondmica. Nesta comunicacdo pretendemos
contextualizar este cendrio a luz de uma proposta inovadora que pretende contribuir para
resolver o problema social do fraco desempenho e abandono escolar, o programa ATHENE.
ATHENE baseia-se na inclusdo de estratégias de investigacéo colaborativa numa perspectiva
critica das Ciéncias Sociais e Humanidades, promovendo o desenvolvimento de um conjunto
de competéncias essenciais para a aprendizagem e para preparar os/as alunos/as para 0s
novos desafios sociais, a luz das recentes propostas da OCDE e da CNE para a inovacao
pedagdgica.

APPROACH IN HEALTH: THE IPB TEACHERS UNDERSTANDING

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Abstract:

Introduction: Complexity theory investigates complex systems consisting of parts interacting, in
a non-linear way, producing unpredictable results. ECOLAH Erasmus project comprises 9
partners, Hanze University of Applied Sciences Groningen(NL) as leader and Polytechnic
University of Braganga IPB(PT) as a partner. ECOALH’s mission is to develop a better
understanding of how the complex social challenge of a healthy society can be
(betten)influenced and co-driven by higher education. Providing health educator training as a
holistic learning journey based on a complexity-oriented learning approach is one of the
outcomes.

Objectives: Understand how IPB teachers perceive complexity after the ECOLAH training.
Methods: In-depth exploration and qualitative assessment of fundamental concepts involving
complexity theory and education, specifically in the context of the ECOLAH initiative by
applying a semi-structured interview with teachers who received ECOLAH training.

Results: 9 of 10 teachers were interviewed and their perception revealed a variety of
interpretations, however, the main concept was interconnected multifactor. For some teachers,
the influence of complexity lies on patients, where there is a range of interconnected elements,
including patient context and perception, that shape their choices and behavior in a network of
complex relationships. For others, complexity is considered an often neglected and
underestimated paradigm, despite its intrinsic importance. Participants also spoke about
challenges such as managing COVID-19, climate change, secure food access to all, and
personal food choices as complex situation examples.

Conclusion: Although IPB teachers are at different points of understanding what complexity is,
the ECOLAH training drew attention to this paradigm, understood as a process of continuous
personal development.

THE RIVER MOY, IRELAND: AN ACTOR-CENTRED ANALYSIS

Abstract: This paper draws on actor-network theory (Latour, 2005) as a lens to help
understand the management and conservation of salmon and their environment in the River
Moy basin, Ireland. Inland Fisheries Ireland (IFl) is the national environmental agency
responsible for protecting, managing and conserving Ireland's inland fisheries and sea angling
resources. In that role, it pursues measures to help maintain the stocks of salmon and pursues
measures to protect the habitat for salmon and other species of fish. Nevertheless, the habitat
has become increasingly subject to a range of threats in recent years arising from
environmental change, including the impacts of climate change, with negative implications for
the salmon stocks. The reported research adopts an actor-focused approach in order to
explore the threats to the salmon and the measures pursued in the management and
conservation of the fish stocks and the habitat. The research is based on analysis of
documents and interviews with key stakeholders involved in the management of the river as an
angling resource and representatives of organizations whose activities impinge on the physical
environment in both positive and negative ways. The findings reveal the networks of
relationships between humans and nature on which the sustainability of the stocks of salmon
and their conservation depend.

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OP. 138 WHAT ROLE OF TEMPORARY WETLANDS ON CLIMATE CHANGE
MITIGATION IN WESTERN MOROCCO?

Abstract: Wetlands provide numerous services to society, notably hydrological, biological and
climatic. They make a major contribution to climate change mitigation through their high carbon
sequestration capacity. The carbon sequestration potential of small wetlands, such as
temporary ponds, has been little studied. In Morocco, although temporary ponds provide many
services, they are undergoing rapid and increasing decline as a result of anthropogenic
pressures.

The aim of this study was to quantify the current carbon stocks in temporary ponds in the
province of Benslimane (NW of Morocco). To achieve this, nine temporary ponds with different
management practices (Agricultural, Forest, and Reserve) were selected. In these ponds, 81
soil samples were collected along three belts (Peripheral, Intermediate and Central) and three
soil depths (0-15 cm; 15-30 cm; 30-45 cm).

The results of the statistical analyses show that the different management practices had
significant effect on the carbon stock sequestered in the soil of the ponds. Reserve ponds and
agricultural ponds sequester significantly more carbon than forest ponds. In contrast no
significant effect of belt, depth or their interaction was found on the carbon stock in ponds.
Knowledge of the current stock of carbon in the soils of temporary ponds constitutes a baseline
that can help to initiate monitoring of these stocks in order to respond to concerns relating to
climate change and Morocco's international commitments.

EXPLORING PUBLIC ACTIONS AND PERCEIVED RISK

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Abstract: In Portugal, wildfires often threaten the safety of communities. In October 2017,
Carregal do Sal was significantly affected, revealing the vulnerabilities of a population poorly
equipped to deal with intense fires. Preparation is crucial to mitigate fire impacts and should be
actively pursued by organizations and individuals. To enhance readiness, people require skills
and tools for planning and action. Hence, initiatives like the "Safe Village" and "Safe People"
(ASPS) programs were introduced to prepare populations and promote self-protection
measures. This study assesses Carregal do Sal's residents' perceptions of preparedness and
evaluates whether ASPS programs can improve readiness for wildfire fires. A questionnaire
was distributed online to residents, yielding 123 responses.

Additionally, decision-makers responsible for municipal civil protection were surveyed to
understand their perspectives and potential challenges in the preparation process. Findings
reveal that nearly 40% of respondents were unaware of the ASPS programs and lacked
knowledge about them, a sentiment echoed by decision-makers citing people's
unpreparedness for fires. This research underscores the need to tailor existing programs to
local realities and needs to garner community support and emphasize the importance of
preparation.

Shaft is one of the counties of the Gilan
province, which had a population of about 54,226 in 2016, of which 43,914 people live in 97
villages in this county. The present study examines traditional indigenous sports and their role
in rural tourism in Shaft county. The statistical population of all villages, the independent
variable of Shaft county, and the dependent variable of rural tourism. The purpose of the study
is to review and revive traditional, indigenous and local sports and to develop rural tourism.
The research method is descriptive and analytical, and for collecting information, field survey
and library methods have been used. The findings of the study show that its economy is based
on agriculture and animal husbandry. In addition to tourism attractions, historical, natural,
waterfalls, natural pools, tourism model areas and pilgrimage attractions can be mentioned.
Given that 80% of the population of the county are rural, it is considered an exceptional
opportunity for attracting rural tourists. The results show that the most important indigenous
sports and rituals that have the attractions of rural tourism are Nowruz festival, Gileh-mard
wrestling Gole puppet show, Lafand game, rabachera, Aine Tekem (Tekem Chi), Qish game,
Lepe game, Arous game.

CASTROS DO NOROESTE DE PORTUGAL

Abstract: O patriménio cultural € um dos recursos importantes da atividade turistica. Nos
Gltimos anos, o Turismo de Portugal tem destacado nos seus planos turisticos a relevancia
estratégica do produto touring cultural e paisagistico na oferta turistica nacional. Todavia,
existem varios elementos patrimoniais singulares e importantes que se encontram esquecidos
por agueles que planeiam o turismo e pela prépria comunidade local. O patriménio castrejo do
noroeste portugués é um desses exemplos, encontrando-se na sua maioria abandonado e
degradado.

A presente investigacdo foi elaborada tendo como foco a analise do potencial turistico do
patrimoénio castrejo do noroeste de Portugal. Deste modo, foi pertinente entender o seu peso
histérico e a sua importancia, bem como, perceber as condicbes que levaram a uma elevada
fixacdo dos castros nesta regido. Foi, também, significativo analisar o trabalho que tem vindo
a ser efetuado para valorizar e dinamizar este patriménio, em termos turisticos, quer em
Portugal quer na Galiza — o Unico destino concorrente que também possui este recurso. A
pesquisa empirica utilizou duas técnicas de recolha de informacdo: observacéo direta a 54
castros, citAnias e cividades portugueses, tendo sido elaboradas fichas de inventario
individuais; entrevistas dirigidas a representantes de entidades, publicas e privadas, que
gerem e dinamizam o produto turistico - patriménio castrejo, tanto em Portugal como na
Galiza. A observacéo in loco dos 54 assentamentos castrejos portugueses permitiu analisar o
atual estado de cada um, possibilitou aferir detalhes e caracteristicas que possuem, para que
fosse avaliado o seu potencial turistico. Por outro lado, as trés entrevistas facilitaram a
compreensdo sobre o trabalho e projetos, em termos turisticos e de preservagdo, que tém
vindo a ser ou ndo efetuados no territério portugués e galegos relativos ao patrimonio castrejo.
Os resultados da investigacdo comprovam que, apesar do atual estado de abandono e
degradacdo em que a maioria do patrimoénio castrejo do noroeste portugués se encontra, este
possui, de facto, um elevado potencial turistico, capaz de se assumir como estratégico para
toda a regido do Entre-Douro-e-Minho.

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Abstract: The exponential growth of global tourism in recent decades has introduced a
concerning and complex phenomenon: overtourism [1]. The drivers of overtourism are diverse
across destinations, encompassing factors like economic travel options such as low-cost
airlines and online booking platforms, increased international connectivity through social media
channels, cultural events and festivals, and the overarching expansion of the tourism industry
[2]. Summer festivals, integral to cultural events, are significant components of destination
branding strategies [3,4]. They foster social cohesion, safeguard cultural identity, and stimulate
economic growth [5,6,7]. However, the growing popularity of these events can overload local
infrastructures by overtourism and environmental challenges [8,9]. The aim is, therefore, to (i)
analyze the consequences of overtourism on summer festivals in Portugal in terms of
sustainability, and (i) propose mitigation strategies to reconcile tourism with cultural and
environmental preservation. To achieve this, a bibliographical review, quantitative methods,
such as analysis of tourism data and its statistical treatment, and case studies, were used. The
results obtained underscore the detrimental effects of overcrowding on local infrastructure,
compromising the quality of life for resident communities, and the overexploitation of
resources, leading to environmental degradation and cultural erosion. The proposed measures
aim to harmonize tourist attractiveness with local preservation, promoting responsible and
sustainable tourism. In conclusion, effective management of overtourism at summer festivals
requires a holistic approach, ensuring these celebrations endure as cultural inspirations and
catalysts for long-term sustainable development. This study contributes to the discourse on the
impacts of tourism in shaping resilient and sustainable territories.

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Abstract: A cidade de Barcelos foi certificada como Cidade Criativa da UNESCO, em 2017,
na categoria do Artesanato e Artes Populares. Antes da sua certificacdo, o municipio tinha
como foco o segmento do Turismo Criativo, mas até ao momento ainda néao foi realizada uma
analise aprofundada sobre a sua associacdo com a Cidade Criativa. Neste sentido, a nossa
investigacao teve subjacente trés objetivos e foi, sobretudo, de cariz qualitativo: 1- aferir o tipo
de experiéncias criativas que existem no municipio de Barcelos; 2- analisar a ligacdo das
experiéncias criativas ao segmento do turismo criativo; e, por fim, 3- propor novas atividades
criativas ligadas ao Turismo Criativo. Para atingir estes objetivos foram analisados os sites da
Cidade Criativa de Barcelos, da Camara Municipal de Barcelos e da Creative Tourism
Network, usando uma grelha em Excel com 18 variaveis.

A andlise realizada possibilitou-nos concluir que existe uma vasta oferta de experiéncias
criativas que podem ser realizadas em Barcelos, e.g., a olaria, o figurado, os bordados, a
tecelagem, a cestaria e vime, a madeira, o ferro, a danga, a gastronomia, o chocolate, a arte
vinicola e o turismo de natureza. Apesar da oferta ser diversificada é necessario que nos sites
exista informagd@o noutros idiomas. Outro aspeto positivo € que existem atividades para um
publico alargado (e.g., desde criancas no pré-escolar aos mais idosos) e com precos
acessiveis. O site da Cidade Criativa e do municipio estdo bem estruturados, possuindo um
conjunto vasto de informacéo, contudo, os flyers de divulgacao de experiéncias, os videos, as
reportagens e os documentos que existem ndo estdo direcionados para publicos que nao
falam o portugués.

QUALITY OF LIFE? IN SEARCH OF WELL-BEING WITH TERRITORIAL
INTELLIGENCE

Abstract: For a long time, the wealth of cities drew the poor from the countryside, giving rise to
a so-called rural exodus. Over the centuries, the division of space has become more complex,
mainly due to urban expansion. The suburbs of cities expanded, in part due to the growth of
suburban housing. The debate on the standard of living of the suburbs is not new.
Disadvantaged suburbs are often presented as the areas where hardship accumulates: it is
now far from the city, in suburban and rural areas, that poverty is to be found. However,
according to official statistics, the peri-urban area, although far from reaching the living
standards of affluent inner-city neighbourhoods, remains on average largely advantaged. This
paper aims to examine the quality of life in cities, suburbs and rural areas.

This work presents long-term trends in socio-economic development in different regions in the
world, focusing on the effects of the 2008 financial crisis and the consequences of the COVID-
19 crisis and current wars.

The analysis is based on data from social surveys conducted by European and wordwide
statistical institutes. It will examine the relationships between environment, life expectancy,
education, employment and poverty in the urban and rural context The paper concludes with a
discussion of the role of skills and human capital, internet connectivity and innovation as
enablers of regional development. With the help of ad-hoc statistical indicators, it will also
reveal where people are more satisfied with their quality of life.

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OP. 217 PLANNING A HIGH-SPEED LINE
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Abstract: The need to build a high-performance railway corridor in the north of Portugal raises
several questions, namely regarding its location north or south of the Douro Valley. However,
the existence of a technical solution through the south — the Aveiro-Viseu-Salamanca axis —
conditioned for many years the study of other alternatives to this layout solution.

Considering the socio-economic and territorial differences, the complexity of the railway
corridor crossing the Porto metropolitan area - which presents important congestion difficulties,
the existence of the Leixdes seaport as well as the location of the international airport
Francisco Sa Carneiro on the north side of the Douro Valley, it is not obvious that the best
solution for the north international railway corridor is thought the south of the Douro Valley. On
the contrary, a corridor located in the center of the area of most significant economic activity of
the Atlantic coast of central and northern Portugal connecting to the Spanish high-speed
network and crossing the Portuguese region of Tras-os-Montes, i.e. the Oporto-Vila Real-
Braganca-Zamora axis, presents itself linking more territory — meaning socio-economic more
efficient — and therefore as a natural option that can and should be studied.

This study aims to compare the regions crossed by both corridors and define the assumptions
of a high-performance railway corridor located north of the Douro River including the service
concept. It is also intended as a contribution to the decision-making regarding the final
positioning of the Northern International Corridor, which should be chosen in the location that
will create the most significant value for the national economy and which, through inter-regional
and international rail passenger and freight flows, will provide the greatest potential for socio-
economic development and territorial cohesion.

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OP. 62 ACHIEVEMENTS AND CHALLENGES IN THE QUEST TO REDUCE FW IN
THE EUROPEAN UNION

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Abstract: Food waste (FW) is a multi-dimensional phenomenon; its reduction interacts with
many other social and ecological governance processes under the umbrella of sustainable
development. According to global estimations at least one third of the food produced is lost or
wasted per year in the World in the food supply chain. Reduction of food waste is enhancing
food security, saving resources, and supporting the sustainability transformation of food
systems.

Due to its economic, environmental, ethical, and social impacts the EU is engaged in reducing
FW and committed to meet the Sustainable Development Goal Target 12.3 to halve per capita
global food waste at the retail and consumer level by 2030 and reduce food losses along the
food production and supply chains. At the policy level FW reduction was included in the
Circular Economy Package (2015) as one of the priority areas for action. That commitment
was reinforced in the Farm to Fork Strategy that includes tackling food loss and waste as key
to achieving sustainability with benefits for both the economy, the society, and the
environment. Further steps forward were the revision of the Waste Directive, the creation of a
EU Platform on Food Losses and Food Waste, the mandatory reporting of FW volumes and
the proposal to set legally binding food waste reduction targets to be achieved by Member
States by 2030.

The aim of this paper is to discuss what has been done in the EU to combat FW, what has
been achieved and the challenges that remain to fulfil the target of SDG 12.3.

At the same time, German federal governments, especially since the beginning of the 21st
century, have, on the one hand, issued legislation and, on the other hand, fostered and
guaranteed, through constant clarification and ample financing, that, in each of the 16 states
that make up the FRG, the respective governments build and implement transition measures to
forms of clean energy.

But not only at the governmental level, also in the non-governmental domain do we witness
systematic innovation in the energy field. Economic and social agents create and/or implement
new technologies, leading, on the one hand, to the use of renewable energy, and
guaranteeing, on the other hand, the sustainability of environmental resources.

Therefore, along with the increasing use of wind, solar, water, geothermal, and biomass
energy, the objective of energy efficiency gains importance. Political, economic, and social
agents in FRG are increasingly investing in the efficient use of energy in the diverse sectors of
human life.

In my communication, | will present the current legislative framework and successive energy
efficiency practices in the German housing sector. Methodologically, | will carry out
bibliographical research and documentary analysis. In general conclusion, | will highlight the
FRG's exemplary contribution to this important topic of energy policy.

Abstract: Environmental dynamics, including technological advancements and environmental
policies, have significantly evolved, thereby enhancing organizational procedures and
practices. Although the significance of green supply chain integration has received
considerable attention, there remains a scarcity of research on its impact on enhancing
companies' green innovation performance, specifically in the realm of green technology
innovation. This study is grounded on two theories: the natural resource-based view and
dynamic capability theory, and it builds upon the "resource-capability-performance" concept to
investigate the missing link between green supply chain integration, green innovation
performance, and green technology innovation.

This study delves into the crucial question of how green technology innovation can strengthen
green supply chain integration and boost green innovation performance. By collecting data
from Western Europe’s manufacturing sector and analyzing it using Structural Equation
Modeling (SEM) and Artificial Neural Network (ANN) techniques this study will provide a
foundation for analysis of this relation. Preliminary key findings suggest that the adoption and
implementation of green technologies not only enhance green supply chain integration but also
significantly boost green innovation performance. Furthermore, the outputs of such analysis
will feed actionable insights for managers and decision makers, encouraging the adoption of
these technologies to benefit the organization sustainable performance and extend it to its
network of suppliers and customers. This approach promotes green product and green
process innovation, aligned with sustainable development goals.

OP. 160 EXPLORING THE RISE OF GREEN INNOVATION IN AGRICULTURE: A
BIBIOMETRIC ANALYSIS AND SCIENTIFIC MAPPING

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Abstract: The concern about the impacts of climate change has intensified enormously.
Although these effects are noticeable in various contexts, the present study aims to analyse
how the scientific literature has addressed the role of green innovations in agriculture. For this
purpose, we conducted a bibliometric analysis using data from the Scopus database. The
bibliometric survey resulted in the identification of 569 articles published between 1976 and
2024. To examine the selected sample, we carried out scientific mapping to understand the
structure and evolution of the topic over time. The results confirmed the recent increase in
scientific production on the subject. In particular, over the past three years, the main topics
guiding scientific research on green innovations in the context of agriculture have been
grouped into four central clusters: (1) climate change, environmental performance, and
bioenergy; (2) sustainable development, circular economy, and biotechnology; (3) precision
agriculture, technology, and digitisation; and (4) sustainable agriculture, sustainability-oriented
innovations, and the environment. The geography of scientific production on green innovations
in agriculture also revealed exciting aspects such as the strong participation of Chinese and
Italian researchers, the involvement of 1,800 institutions in the production of knowledge about
green innovations and agriculture, and the formation of an intense network of scientific
collaboration, with groups of diverse countries and the Netherlands being the nations with the
most collaborations with other countries. The results of this exploratory study also point to new
research directions, such as identifying the agricultural subsectors most favoured by green
innovations.

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OP. 103 CERTAIN CONCERNS THAT ROMANIA IS CURRENTLY FACING
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Abstract: Romania, a country of the European Union since 2007, is currently facing two major
problems: the very large external debt that is to say, of 170 billion euros, of which 44 billion of
euros is the short-term external debt under conditions in which the country's foreign currency
reserves are 54 billion euros.

The second big concern is school dropouts, especially in rural areas in Romania, and the fact
that 41% of children face the risk of poverty.

Confronting this situation, Romania is obliged to take fiscal and budgetary measures, on the
one hand, and, on the other hand, to develop and maintain day centres where children can
stay and have lunch if they come from poor families so as not to drop out of school.

These day centres represent an investment in human capital and 10% of the National
Recovery and Resilience Program must be directed in Romania towards education where we
have a pylon for children and young people.

But, in Romania we need 850 day centres and we are faced with a shortage of 79% of people
who work in these centres, that is to say social workers.

SECTORIAIS E TERRITORIAIS NA LOCALIZACAO DAS RESPOSTAS SOCIAIS
DE ATENDIMENTO DAS PESSOAS COM DEMENCIA (PCD) EM PORTUGAL
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Abstract: O referido trabalho tem a finalidade de caracterizar as necessidades e dinamicas
sécio-territoriais das pessoas com deméncia (PcD) e de seus cuidadores informais (Cl) em
Portugal, como forma de compreender o papel das politicas publicas, em diferentes setores da
sociedade, para a analise do retorno e da atuacao destes agentes. Conforme Santana et. al.
(2015), a deméncia constitui a expressao clinica de varias entidades patolégicas, e a titulo de
exemplo, o tipo mais comum se da pela doenca de Alzheimer reconhecida como a mais
prevalente, sendo responséavel por 50% a 70% dos casos. Ainda segundo Santana et. al.
(2015), tanto a incidéncia como a prevaléncia da deméncia aumentam quase
exponencialmente com a idade, duplicando aproximadamente a cada 5 anos, sendo assim,
consequentemente uma doenca que se manifesta de forma mais agressiva nos idosos. Para
Clarck et. al., (2020), embora o envelhecimento e deméncia ndo sejam sinbnimos, a Optica
acerca do envelhecimento numa dada localidade ajuda a compreender qual a relevancia dos
lugares para as pessoas que vivem com deméncia. Desse modo foram realizados
levantamentos bibliograficos acerca da tematica sobre envelhecimento, deméncia e
financeirizacdo dos servigos de saude de apoio as PcD. Além disso, foram recolhidos dados
do Instituto Nacional de Estatistica (INE), para a andlise de variaveis que levem em
consideracdo o numero de individuos afetados pela sindrome e a sua localizacdo a nivel
regional distribuidas por sexo.

Modifications in
hydrological patterns due to Climatic Change, including altered precipitation regimes and more
frequent extreme weather events such as floods and droughts, disrupt the delicate balance of
river ecosystems. These disruptions lead to changes in flow dynamics and water quality,
ultimately affecting the ecology of rivers and the livelihoods of people dependent on them.

The Northwest Iberian Peninsula, characterized by numerous rivers and human settlements
along their banks, is particularly vulnerable to these changes. Climatic Change will probably
increase the hazard occurrence associated with rivers, threatening the populations residing in
these areas and increasing the frequency and severity of related disasters.

Addressing the complex interplay between Climatic Change and river environments is crucial
for effective policy-making and implementing adaptive strategies. By understanding these
interactions, policymakers can develop measures to safeguard river ecosystems and mitigate
the impacts on human populations. Understanding the complex interactions between Climatic
Change and river environments is imperative for informing policy decisions and implementing
adaptive measures to safeguard these vital ecosystems for future generations and ensure the
resilience and sustainability of river environments and their characteristics.

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OP. 112 POST-FIRE VEGETATION REGROWTH IN GULLIES OF
MEDITERRANEAN EUROPE (CENTRE OF PORTUGAL)
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Abstract: Mediterranean forests have been exploited for a long time and some of them are
very degraded, especially due to wildfires. This loss of vegetation wildfire contributes to soil
erosion, especially when gullies form. The objective of this study is to determine the factors
that control vegetation regrowth in gullies of a Mediterranean environment after fire in Centre of
Portugal. Based on the 2018 orthophotograph, 38 gullies were identified after the great fire of
October 2017 that affected the entire study area, located in Oliveira do Hospital. The
Spearman-Rho correlation coefficient was selected to estimate the correlation between gullies
characteristics and vegetation regrowth and stepwise multiple regression was conducted to
identifying the independent variable that possesses a strong relationship with vegetation
regrowth. The vegetation in the gully channel recovered mainly in the first year after the
wildfire. In the following years there was growth at a slower rate until it reached similar values
of NDVI in 2021, four years after the fire. Multiple regression produced a solution with 3
models. The three derived dimensions covered 63.4% of the variance. Model 1 considers the
flow accumulation variable and shows a partial R-Square value of 44.6%, model 2, considers
the flow accumulation and burn severity after fire, with an increase in R-Square of 11.4%, and
finally, model 3, considers the flow accumulation, burn severity after fire and plan area. The
results can contribute to more effective management strategies of burnt areas with gully
erosion hazards, aiming for a more resilient and sustainable territory.

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OP. 19 ENVIRONMENTAL RISK ISSUES AT A COAL WASTE SPOIL HEAP -
CLIMATE CHANGE CONCERN
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Abstract: The environmental risks associated with coal waste spoil heaps are multifaceted
and interconnected. Spoil heaps resulting from coal mining activities have been the subject of
extensive research, particularly in ecological restoration, climate change and future weather
events impacts. The combustion of fossil fuels, including coal, contributes significantly to
environmental impacts such as air pollution, groundwater contamination, and greenhouse gas
emissions, which in turn affects climate change. In light of expected climate changes, the first
step of this study was to identify potential factors related to weather changes and their impact
on the coal waste spoil heap. Then, risk analysis was performed for the selected site using “if—
then” method to construct future scenarios for three components of environment: air, soil and
water. As the next step, the risk evaluation matrix for each predicted scenario was determined.
The results showed that some of the factors may have a dual effect. For example, expected
more intense rainfall may, on the one hand, cool the material in the landfill and reduce the fire
risk. On the other hand, intense rain can lead to surface erosion and thus facilitate access of
oxygen to the material, which may increase the fire risk.

Abstract: A resiliéncia € essencial para lidar com as varias ameacas que 0 nosso planeta
enfrenta, especialmente num mundo marcado por uma pandemia e conflitos bélicos. Os
profissionais de salde sdo essenciais hdo apenas para fornecer cuidados, mas também para
informar sobre os beneficios e riscos da adaptacéo as alteragfes climéticas. O objetivo deste
estudo é o de compreender de que forma os médicos entendem, explicam e vivenciam, na
sua pratica clinica, os impactos das alteragBes climéaticas na saude, bem como conhecer o
seu nivel de conhecimento sobre este tema e a necessidade de formagéo. Foi aplicada uma
metodologia qualitativa, tendo sido realizadas treze entrevistas a médicos/as de varias
especialidades em Portugal, com idades compreendidas entre os 28 e os 73 anos, utilizando
um guido de entrevista semiestruturado. Os resultados revelam que os/as médicos/as estao
cientes das causas e efeitos das alteragc6es climaticas na saude, mas enfrentam desafios ao
relacionar com doencas especificas, sobretudo na préatica clinica. Manifesta-se uma
necessidade clara de formacao adicional sobre os efeitos das altera¢ées climaticas na saude,
pois a sua compreensao é crucial para promover intervencdes eficazes e mitigar os riscos
para a saude publica. A falta de conhecimento e formacao pode limitar a capacidade destes
em identificar e lidar com esses impactos, ressaltando a importancia de uma abordagem mais
sistemética na formacdo médica. A integracdo desses conhecimentos pode fortalecer a
capacidade dos profissionais de saude para enfrentar os desafios emergentes decorrentes
das alteracdes climaticas, contribuindo assim para a construcdo de territérios resilientes e
sustentaveis.

Abstract: Nurseries are educational establishments for children aged 3 months to 3 years. In
these social and educational spaces, children are looked after if their parents cannot do so,
promoting a more holistic development that respects children's rights. This study highlights the
importance of the role of educational teams in the teaching-learning process in the nursery
setting in terms of development, meeting children's needs and well-being, and particularly the
contribution of educational teams to cultural education in daycare. The aim is also to reflect on
the cultural differences in nurseries, given the need to promote equal access to quality
schooling. To collect data were used: a sociodemographic questionnaire; a Multicultural
Ideology Scale; an Ethnic Tolerance Scale; a Group Job Satisfaction Scale (ESAG); and a
Marlow-Crowne Social Desirability Scale. The study sample consisted of 20 childcare
professionals, 5 of whom were childcare teachers and 15 childcare assistants, from 2 childcare
centers belonging to the Santa Casa da Misericordia in Lisbon, Portugal. The results obtained
show that the educational team is sensitive to cultural differences. Also relieved that it is
essential to invest in the quality of daycare education, valuing and respecting different cultures
and their varied manifestations, with particular attention to cultural diversity, because despite
being the initial stage of the school journey and a first space for socialization with peers and
adults, it still needs more attention from the Portuguese education system.

Abstract: A importancia da tradicdo e do patriménio cultural e turistico no desenvolvimento
socioecondmico sustentavel de um territorio, pode resultar da valorizacdo dos recursos
territoriais (artesanato, comércio local, servigos, etc.). O objetivo deste trabalho ¢é
compreender as prioridades socioecondmicas e 0s instrumentos de revitalizagdo utilizados
para reforcar a atratividade e fruicdo cultural e turistica, através dos recursos endégenos do
territério, como é o caso do barco de trés tabuas (abrangel), construido em Dornes, Ferreira
de Zézere na regido centro de Portugal.

Em termos de
discusséo, este estudo, permitiu compreender o territorio em termos da valorizacdo do
artesanato baseada na sua diferenciacdo territorial através do barco de trés tabuas. As
conclusdes, remetem para 1) os impactos sociais, pois sdo percebidos pela propria
comunidade e, portanto, acabam por ser integrados na estratégia de todo o processo de
desenvolvimento territorial rural, e 2) o barco de trés tabuas (abrangel), além de retratar uma

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Abstract: The main aim of this paper is to comprehensively investigate the evolving
landscapes of industrial estates in Lodz (Poland) by exploring their dynamic socio-spatial
transformation and contemporary social perception. Focusing on the social perception of these
industrial spaces, our research employs a novel approach by integrating digital stories as a tool
to capture the multifaceted narratives embedded in the places.

This study is a part of the European Commission Project (CERV Programme) entitled
.FaceUp: Factory Cities of Europe United in Partnership”, which focuses on establishing a
collaborative European network of towns to enhance citizens' awareness of European
historical-industrial heritage. todz, as part of this network with a rich industrial history, has
witnessed significant changes in recent years transitioning from a former industrial empire to a
modern city that is currently undergoing a large-scale revitalization process.

This paper presents a collection of digital stories developed by participants of FACE UP local
workshops, illustrating transformation trajectories of major industrial estates in Lodz. Due to the
results of this study digital storytelling has been proven to be a successful tool in urban
research with particular potential in preserving intangible local heritage and identity. Moreover,
digital storytelling can be used as a medium to bridge the gap between academic research and
public engagement, fostering a deeper understanding of social and spatial dynamics.
Narratives collected within this study offer unique insights into the diverse perspectives
shaping the social perception of Lodz's industrial heritage.

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OP. 61 ANALISE BIBLIOMETRICA DO CAMINHO DE SANTIAGO (1997-2023)
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Abstract: O presente estudo tem como principal objetivo analisar a evolu¢ao dos estudos
sobre 0 Caminho de Santiago através de uma andlise bibliométrica de publicacbes
indexadas na base de dados Scopus no periodo entre 1997 e 2023. E a primeira vez que
este tipo de estudo é realizado para o periodo considerado. A informacao recolhida nesta
base de dados foi analisada através da ferramenta VOsviewer. Esta ferramenta permitiu
gerar um conjunto de mapas tematicos de redes, usando sete palavras-chave tendo sido
possivel analisar a evolucdo do numero de publicac6es no periodo considerado, assim
como 0s autores e 0s paises onde se realiza mais investigacdo sobre a tematica
selecionada. Apds a filtragem da informacdo, foram analisadas 153 publicacbes
relacionadas com o Caminho de Santiago.

Constatou-se que ainda sdo poucos os estudos relacionados com este tipo de temética,
sendo que o primeiro estudo indexado na Scopus remonta ao ano de 1997. Entre 1998 e
2005, ndo foram indexados artigos relacionados com o Caminho de Santiago,
provavelmente, porque ainda era pouco percorrido neste periodo. S6 a partir de 2011 é
que houve um aumento de artigos indexados na Scopus, passando a ser significativo
entre 2019 e 2023 (n=123). Este facto parece estar relacionado com o aumento do
numero de peregrinos nos ultimos 10 anos registados pela “Oficina del Peregrino” (2023 -
108.868.083 peregrinos).

Entre 1997 e 2015, os estudos indexados séo de caracter tedrico, tais como, histérias do
Caminho de Santiago e a sua evolucdo desde a Idade Média até ao século XXI. A partir
do ano 2016 passaram a ser realizados também estudos mais empiricos e debrucando-
se sobre as motivacdes dos peregrinos e o efeito da COVID-19.

Abstract: A agricultura familiar (AF) é um garante da seguranca alimentar em todo o
mundo e reconhece-se, hoje, que confere maior resiliéncia aos sistemas agricolas. Em
Portugal, reconheceu-se o valor da AF, em 2018, através da criacdo do Estatuto da
Agricultura Familiar (EAF). Analisaram-se indicadores exigidos atualmente para a
atribuicdo do EAF e outros que o poderdo caracterizar, e que reflitam a interacdo entre as
dimensdes econdmica, social, fisica, ambiental e cultural, essenciais para assegurar 0
reconhecimento e a valorizagdo dos AF’s. O indicador ‘Rendimento da Atividade
Agricola’(rendimento coletavel<20.700€ em 2023) ¢ limitante a atribuicdo do EAF, ja que,
maioritariamente, os AF’s tém outra atividade e rendimento complementar. Estes
agricultores impedidos de obter o EAF, sdo na verdade AF’s quando se consideram
outros indicadores decorrentes das multiplas fungdes da AF. A exigéncia de um minimo
de 20% de rendimento agricola é demasiado alta, pois este rendimento nem sempre é
alcancado, devido por exemplo a irregularidade do clima e mercado. Também é limitativo
o AF apenas poder receber subsidios ao Regime da Pequena Agricultura e/ou
Pagamento Base<5.000,00 €, valor que nao é suficiente para apoiar, por exemplo, a
manutencdo de infraestruturas e equipamentos ou o cumprimento de obrigacdes legais e
fiscais agricolas. Outros indicadores que deveriam ser incluidos para a atribuicdo do
EAF, relacionam-se com as fungbes da AF, nomeadamente, a ocupacdo de SAU e
manutencdo da paisagem; participagcdo em circuitos curtos de comercializagéo,
manutencdo de sistemas produtivos tradicionais, preservacdo de espécies animais e
vegetais autéctones e manutencgéo da diversidade sociocultural.

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OP. 59 RETHINKING FOOD AND FARMING IN EUROPE

Jean-Francois Hulot !

Abstract: Food security in Europe remains assured, however at too high an
environmental cost. The old agro-chemical model proved inadequate to meet the multi-
faceted challenges of the 21st century. The most promising model must be sustainable
and simultaneously improve economic performance, environmental protection, and social
impact. Agroecology meets those goals.

The objective of the paper is to show that agroecology requires a complete rethinking of
agriculture and food systems. The EU Common Agricultural Policy has not succeeded in
reducing the GHG emissions neither restoring nor protecting the natural capital (soil,
water, biodiversity) despite recurrent reforms over the past 30 years. Our methodology will
build on statistics from the Eurostat and other reliable sources, as well as published
research and literature, so as to demonstrate the validity of our proposals.

The European Commission has already attempted to extricate agricultural policy from its
corporatist feature with the "Farm to Fork" strategy of 2020, which integrates the entire
food chain into the design of the policy. This strategy fixed targets which turned
controversial and eventually opposed by the farming sector. The approach reveals
ineffective even before a concrete implementation takes place.

In conclusion we argue that the CAP must radically change from quantitative to qualitative
support to get genuinely sustainable and provide more equitable support to EU farmers.
We are also in favour of a demand-led rather than a supply-led approach. This means
that consumers need must be taken on board not only in food pricing terms but also in
nutritional and health aspects.

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OP. 166 THE RESILIENCE OF PORTUGUESE REGIONS TO THE 2008 CRISIS
AND THE IMPACTS ON THEIR ECONOMIC STRUCTURES
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Abstract: In the context of regional development, territorial resilience has emerged as a
central concept for designing economic policies. Within the context of the Portuguese
regions, analysing transformative resilience makes it possible to identify structural
changes throughout time. Transformative resilience goes beyond simply recovering from
economic shocks. This transformative role is essential to ensure that regions are not just
about coping with economic crises but are able to promote and thrive in a constantly
evolving economic environment.

This study focuses on the transformative resilience of Portuguese regions and their
interrelation with the economic structure during three crucial periods: 2004-2007 (pre-
crisis), 2008-2013 (crisis) and 2014-2019 (economic recovery). The aim is to analyse the
behaviour of Portuguese regions and to identify how the dynamics that occurred
contributed to the change in the regional economic structures.

Identifying regional resilience during - pre-crisis, crisis and economic recovery - is
important because it allows us to analyse their behaviour, i.e. whether they maintained
their structural characteristics in terms of activities; whether they diversified their activities;
which sectors underwent the most changes; which regions led the economic recovery and
what structural changes occurred.

Methodologically we calculated indices of economic resistance and recovery in order to
identify the regions with the greatest and least resilience, and then we calculated indices
of specialisation and economic location. By intersecting these indices, it was possible to
establish various conclusions about the resilience capacities of regions and their
relationship with their economic structure. There is strong evidence that a more diversified
economic structure, in most cases, is a determining factor in greater resilience to the
impact of economic shocks and that there have indeed been different trajectories in terms
of regional diversification or specialisation.

This analysis is crucial for guiding informed and more effective regional policies, as it
identifies the regions that are most and least able to adapt to economic change. In this
way, it provides valuable information to support the development of policies that are better
adjusted to regional resilience capacities.

OP. 174 THE POTENTIAL OF THE BIOECONOMY IN PORTUGUESE
REGIONS: AN ANALYSIS OF THE ECONOMIC STRUCTURE
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Abstract: In recent years, the bioeconomy has become an emerging field of research and
policy, which focuses on the production, transformation, and use of renewable biological
resources, such as agricultural crops, forests, and marine resources. The bioeconomy
offers opportunities for innovation, contributes to a greener job creation, and promotes
more efficient environmental management. In fact, the focus on the biological resources
reduces the reliance on raw materials derived from fossil fuels and supports more
sustainable regional development. It also addresses significant societal challenges related
to climate change, food safety, and health issues.

Portugal is in a favourable position to lead the transition to the bioeconomy. Several
strategies have been implemented at the national level, such as the Action Plan for the
Sustainable Bioeconomy or Bioeconomy 2030 - Strategic Lines for the Primary Production
Sectors in the Context of the Development of the National Strategy for the Sustainable
Bioeconomy 2030.

The current question being asked is how these institutional opportunities have contributed
to the transformation of regional economies and sustainable growth. Initially, this research
aims to help answer this question by identifying and characterizing the economic activities
directly related to the bioeconomy and understanding their impact on the economic and
employment structure of the regions.

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OP. 142 SUSTAINABILITY IN ECONOMICS AND MANAGEMENT
UNDERGRADUATE DEGREES IN PUBLIC HEI IN PORTUGAL
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Abstract: In turbulent times like the ones we have been living in the past few years, future
business leaders must be change agents to create a positive impact in society and solve
global challenges such as poverty, migration, and climate change. To achieve that goal,
economics and management education must provide students with the required skills and
capabilities. It thus encompasses a set of interdisciplinary questions from both social,
economic, and environmental spheres.

This study (2021) aimed to analyze the current educational offer in Sustainable
Development (SD) in Public HEI in Portugal, specifically in Economics and Management
undergraduate degrees. Practical examples of integrating SD into the study plan were
sought.

Furthermore, an attempt was made to understand the perception of former and current
students at the School of Economics, University of Porto, on the importance attributed to
the inclusion of SD in the course structure.

The results show some units dedicated to SD, but still optional. However, there was a
wide range of examples of mandatory subjects with Sustainability themes incorporated in
the respective syllabus.

Concerning contacted students, and most likely derived from the pandemic context,
participation was below expectations. Even so, results demonstrate receptivity and
interest in the inclusion of these subjects in the degrees.

Advancing SD in business schools means engaging future leaders in the preservation of
the Planet, enabling informed decisions that will benefit society as a whole.

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OP. 173 OVERLAPPING FUNCTIONS AND DISCREPANCIES IN
TERRITORIAL DIVISIONS — THE PLACE OF EURO-REGIONS IN THE EU’S
PUBLIC POLICIES
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Abstract: The European Union (EU) has a web of divisions and levels of action in and
between its’ member-states. Intermediate level transnational institutions, like the Euro-
regions, are one of the ways designed to put in action the policies akin to cross-border
cooperation at a regional scale. Nevertheless, these institutions are hampered by two
major challenges: the prevalent overlapping and incompatibility in functions of the regions
or organisations of different member-states that are in the same Euro-region, that prevent
the Euro-regions from fully achieving their potential for policy implementation; and the lag
between territorial divisions of member-states, that even with the attempt of levelling
through the NUTS (Nomenclature of Territorial Units for Statistics), act as hurdles, since
the policies applied based on the NUTS division may not be adequate for the territories,
and Euro-regions may end up having disparate regions grouped, which can negatively
influence its’ results.

Indeed, the Euro-regions are in a very special position in what regards European policies,
since they are simultaneously an intermediate level body and a cross-border institution,
being able to reach territories that are too small for a national or European scale, but too
big for a local scale. They should be the privileged means to tackle transnational issues
that other levels fail to address appropriately, yet they seem to be systematically thwarted
in their works by administrative, bureaucratic and planning barriers. We will study these
regions and its’ obstacles, trying to understand what their place in the EU’s public policies
is.

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OP. 102 RURAL DISCONTENT, SPATIAL JUSTICE AND DISRUPTIVE
POLITICS IN EUROPE

Abstract: The winter of 2023/24 witnessed the mobilisation of protests by farmers across
many parts of Europe. While farmers' protests are not new, a novel feature of the 2023/24
protests has been efforts by far-right and populist groups to position themselves as
spokespeople for the cause. The efforts are part of a wider attempt by populist and other
disruptive political movements to capitalise on rural discontent, which has also been
reflected in elections in several countries including recently in France, ltaly, the
Netherlands and Portugal. This presentation draws on initial analysis in a new ERC/UKRI
project, Rural-Spatial-Justice, which aims to investigate the dynamics of rural support for
disruptive politics. The work reported here has analysed disruptive electoral events in
Europe since 2000 to evaluate the significance of rural votes in surges of support for
populist, far-right and other disruptive parties, and to discern patterns that, for example,
associate certain forms of disruptive politics with rural interests, or link disruptive politics
with certain types of rural region. The paper further draws on the concept of 'rural spatial
justice’, understood here as perceived fairness or unfairness in the treatment of rural
areas and interests, firstly to explore how the discursive framing of disruptive politics has
tapped into rural discontent and notions of rural/urban inequalities, and secondly to
consider 'spatial justice' as a normative idea that may point to alternative ways of
addressing rural grievances.

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OP. 34 AGEING IN RURAL AREAS. A STUDY CASE OF CARING FOR
ELDERLY PEOPLE IN AN ANDALUSIAN AREA UNDER THE PRISMA OF
SOCIAL INNOVATION AND NEO-ENDOGENOUS PRINCIPLES
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Abstract: Loneliness and ageing are relevant social issues in rural areas of Western
countries. Poverty, social and territorial isolation can increase these problems. These
factors create a vicious cycle.

Variables like gender, age and remoteness are critical in understanding loneliness. Thus,
remote rural areas see increased isolation and loneliness due to a higher percentage of
elderly individuals, consequences of out-migration on the remaining older population,
intensified by poor access to public transport and health. Therefore, it is crucial to adapt
services and policies for elderly people to the specific needs and conditions of rural
communities.

The model of Acci Asistencia serves as an innovative initiative demonstrating the potential
to provide first-care services in a rural area of the Andalusian region. An active
community, the presence of a company coming from the third sector, and the support
from national, regional and local authorities provoke a neo-endogenous model. Thus,
components such as capacity-building and autonomy in workers and beneficiaries and the
local embeddedness of this company provoke a virtuous circle, creating social innovation
processes.

Therefore, the objectives addressed in this research are: to determine if the Acci
Asistencia experience can be considered a social innovation initiative and a neo-
endogenous mechanism; if it is an effective tool and model to address social isolation and
poverty in rural areas; if it is a potential “hub” to engage hard-to-reach people; and if this
company is promoting new social relationships in this rural community.

SOCIETIES: THE PORTUGUESE PERSPECTIVE
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Abstract: NEST Project aims to revolutionize governance paradigms in societal
transitions toward healthier living through collaborative co-creation. Recognizing the
multifaceted nature of healthy living as a challenge demanding holistic solutions beyond
fragmented healthcare systems, NEST emphasizes the empowerment of local
communities to spearhead social innovation for improved societal well-being. At its core,
the project develops a comprehensive blueprint for a Social Innovation Ecosystem for
Healthy Living (SIEHL), integrating robust governance structures and sustainable
implementation strategies, alongside educational programs aimed at empowering change
agents. Notably, NEST's approach uniquely aligns learning within SIEHL with existing
social and educational frameworks.

This project addresses pivotal questions regarding the sustainable positioning and
organization of social innovation ecosystems within long-term societal transitions, while
also focusing on fostering knowledge exchange and collective agency among diverse
stakeholders.

PROGRESS, AND ENVIRONMENTAL SUSTAINABILITY IN THE EUROPEAN
UNION: IMPLICATIONS FOR SUSTAINABLE GROWTH
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Abstract: The pursuit of a sustainable growth development model in the European Union
(EV) is a multifaceted endeavor that requires a thorough examination of the interplay
between energy dynamics, economic progress, and environmental stewardship. This
study explores the intricate relationship among energy mix, economic development, and
carbon emissions reduction for the period spanning 1990-2021 within the EU region. As
the EU commits to achieving carbon neutrality by 2050, it faces the challenge of balancing
economic growth and further development with environmental sustainability and planetary
boundaries. This paper critically analyzes the implications of different energy sources on
economic prosperity and carbon emissions, aiming to provide actionable insights for
policymakers and stakeholders.

Methodologically, standard tests and techniques are employed, including descriptive
analysis, correlation, cross-sectional dependence, unit root, and co-integration tests. The
auto-regressive distributed lag model cross-sectional (ARDL-CS) is utilized to detect short
and long-run coefficients.

The study examines the energy mix in the EU, considering the contributions of
renewables, nuclear energy, and fossil fuels. Subsequently, the relationship between
energy choices and economic development is screened. Finally, strategies for carbon
emissions reduction, considering economic imperatives, are scrutinized.

By interrogating these complex dynamics in the EU region, this study aims to provide
scientific data to inform decision-making processes towards achieving sustainable growth
objectives while addressing the urgent challenges of climate change and the need for
energy-dependent economic development.

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Abstract: “Baido, vida natural” e “Tao perto e tdo longe” s&o dois slogans utilizados pelo
concelho de Baido no ambito ndo s6é da promocado turistica, mas também da sua
localizac@o geografica, ja que, simultaneamente, € um municipio que fica suficientemente
perto dos meios urbanos, tendo excelentes vias de comunicacdo, como fica também
suficientemente longe da poluicdo e confusdo do contexto urbano.

Baido, sendo o concelho mais verde do distrito do Porto, com 68% de area florestal, tem
como objetivo o equilibrio entre a natureza, as pessoas, as tradi¢cdes e o futuro, tendo em
vista um desenvolvimento sustentavel que permita promover uma vida de qualidade, nédo
s6 para quem nele vive, mas também para quem o visita, apostando num turismo de
qualidade.

Em 2018, assentando em quatro pilares principais — social, cultural, ambiental e
econdmico-, Baido iniciou o processo de certificacdo “Destino Turistico Sustentavel”’. Um
dos passos para a sua obtencéo foi o processo de benchmarking, que recebeu, em 2019,
a medalha de bronze num evento realizado nos Acores, primeiro arquipélago do mundo a
receber a certificagao de “Destino Turistico Sustentavel”.

Esta comunicacao pretende dar a conhecer todo o processo que levou a certificacao de
Baido como “Destino Turistico Sustentavel”, recebendo o “Galardao Prata”, concedido pela
entidade internacional EarthCheck, reconhecida e validada pela organizacéo internacional
Global Sustainable Tourism Council (GSTC), mas também dar a conhecer algum do
trabalho desenvolvido pela Biblioteca Municipal que vai ao encontro do ambito desta
certificacdo, relevando o papel das bibliotecas na sensibilizagdo da consciéncia ambiental
da comunidade.

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OP. 70 A VULNERABILIDADE DO TURISMO FRENTE AS MUDANCAS
CLIMATICAS EM CIDADES PORTUGUESAS E BRASILEIRAS
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Abstract: O turismo e as alteragbes climaticas expressam uma relacdo binomial. A
elevacao das temperaturas, o0 aumento do nivel do mar e 0s eventos extremos prejudicam
0 setor turistico, reduzindo o nimero de visitantes, alterando os fluxos, fragmentando a
duracdo da estadia e aumentando os custos operacionais (Grimm et al., 2012). N&o
obstante, o turismo é responsavel por aproximadamente 5% das emissdes globais de
gases com efeito estufa (GEE), com o transporte aéreo sendo uma grande fonte de
emissdes (Simpson et al., 2008; Gil, Marques & Andrade, 2023). Este estudo avalia as
vulnerabilidades do setor turistico diante das mudancas climaticas, focando em cidades de
Portugal e do Brasil, sendo vinculado a um projeto financiado pelo CNPq para promover a
resiliéncia climatica em cidades. Em Portugal, é expectavel uma reducao de turistas devido
ao aumento das temperaturas, sobretudo o Algarve (European Comission, 2023). Perch-
Nielsen (2010), Scott & Verkoeyen (2017) e Brandao et al., (2018) apontam que o turismo
de sol e praia é particularmente vulnerdvel as alteracdes climéticas, o que também
preocupa no Brasil, onde 69% dos turistas destinam-se as regides litorais (Brasil, 2019).
Observa-se tanto no caso portugués quanto brasileiro que os eventos pluviométricos
extremos promovem atrasos ou interrompem as deslocacfes e afetam as infraestruturas,
equipamentos e servigos aos turistas. Além disso, as ondas de calor e estiagens tém
causado desconforto térmico e escassez de agua para residentes e turistas. Portanto, sédo
urgentes estratégias de adaptacdo e mitigacdo para proteger as populagfes locais e 0s
setores turisticos.

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OP. 130 POLITICAS DE MOBILIDADE ATIVA E DE ENVELHECIMENTO ATIVO
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Abstract: O Acordo de Paris e o Pacto Ecolégico Europeu levaram a recente formulagéo
de politicas de mobilidade sustentavel, neutra e ativa, o que se reflete na construcéo de
ruas verdes. Coloca-se a duvida sobre se o planeamento da mobilidade ativa e das ruas
verdes como resposta as politicas de mitigacdo das altera¢des climaticas considerou o
contexto dos utilizadores de todas as idades e o postulado do envelhecimento ativo.

Dito isto, pretende-se analisar: i) como evoluiram as politicas de mobilidade ativa e de
envelhecimento ativo no mundo e em Portugal; e i) como o envelhecimento ativo e o
contexto das pessoas mais velhas enquanto utilizadoras foram considerados na concec¢ao
de politicas de mobilidade ativa e das respetivas ruas verdes em Portugal.
Metodologicamente, foi feita uma revisdo da literatura que cruzou a implementacdo de
politicas de mitigacdo das alteracdes climaticas, mobilidade ativa e envelhecimento ativo
em Portugal com énfase no municipio de Lisboa. Em segundo lugar, foi aplicado um
inquérito Delphi a especialistas nesta area de investigacdo para validar os principais
desafios, identificados através da revisdo da literatura, que se colocam a integracdo do
bem-estar das pessoas mais velhas no desenho de uma cidade verde.

Dos resultados, conclui-se que as politicas ativas de mobilidade em Portugal foram
impulsionadas pelas concordatas climaticas. Apesar disso, o contexto das pessoas mais
velhas foi, parcamente, tido em conta na concecdo destas iniciativas, razdo pela qual o
alinhamento das politicas de mobilidade ativa e de envelhecimento ativo em Portugal
continua a ser uma grande oportunidade.

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OP. 143 QUEERING URBAN PLANNING: FROM GENDER GEOGRAPHIES TO
INCLUSIVE URBAN PLANNING
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Abstract: This contribution, by adopting an intersectional lens, focuses on socio-spatial
justice issues particularly concerning gender and sexual minority communities by promoting
participatory trajectories for an inclusive urban planning. Indeed, despite decades of
feminist and queer geographic studies questioning the heteronormative assumptions
embedded in city planning and management, social inclusion in support of sexual minorities
has not yet been integrated into urban planning, policies and governance processes
despite some recent signs of interest. Therefore, as city planning defines, to a large extent,
the activities that take place within it and the actors that actively participate in them, the
lack of gender expertise in planning can lead to substantial disadvantages for these groups
of people of all ages and abilities, limiting their spatial and socio-economic opportunities. In
parallel, the acceleration of contemporary urban processes, the rise of neoliberal logic and
the erosion of the welfare state exacerbate the problem of already existing socio-spatial
inequalities by incentivising displacement and expulsion processes. Hence, this paper,
based on my ongoing PhD research, will analyse some place-making practices and
collaborative dwelling experiences observing how gender minority groups as subaltern
urban communities map, organise and co-design their living spaces and which imaginaries
of urban existence and reproduction they feed. Finally, drawing on queer theories and
ecologies, | will invite a critical reflection on how we could forge pathways of empowerment,
solidarity and engagement by breaking some analytical segregations of traditional urban
practice.

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OP. 159 A MATTER OF MINDSET(S)? EUROPEAN THOUGHT THROUGH
VALUE ADHERENCE

Abstract: The European Union emerged from a context of international co-operation to
solve common problems. Economic, mobility, defence, justice and environmental issues
are just some of the areas where this cooperation is taking place. However, for cooperation
to take place, different member States need to share a vision that is, if not univocal, at least
approximate. The problem here is: How can we guarantee a common policy among
European member States? Through sharing common values - European values. But, is it
reasonable to assume that these values can be shared when States differ in history,
religion, cultural practices, language, among other singularities? That is, when they hold a
diferent background? Based on the European Values Study outcomes, we will try to
ascertain the extent to which the inhabitants of different member states converge when it
comes to assessing different values such as democracy, echology and political adhesion.
Through some examples, we will also try to ascertain to what extent adherence to certain
values can be explained by Geert Hofstede's cultural profiles. It will be concluded that, in
spite of common policy programmes, European countries may not share the same attitudes
and values.

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OP. 90 FAMILY FARMING FACING GLOBAL AND EUROPEAN CHALLENGES:
ATTITUDES AND RESPONSES OF FARMERS IN MAINLAND PORTUGAL

Abstract: Similarly to the European and global context, Family Farming (FF) has been in
Portugal a reality in ‘differentiated decline’, despite the real importance and potential it
assumes facing the challenges of sustainability. The work presented is based on research
in mainland Portugal, under the AFAVEL project in 2020-21 (Moreno & Magalhéaes, 2021),
and continued since then under the "Civic Coalition - Participate in PEPAC" (CC-PEPAC,
being PEPAC the CAP Strategic Plan). To analyse relations between policies supporting FF
and the conditions of its implementation in the territory, we first used secondary and
primary sources, the latter meaning 130 structured interviews (applied in farms in the North,
Centre and Alentejo regions) and focus groups. Secondary data use corresponds to
bibliographic, documentary, and statistical analysis, but extended since 2021 and
complemented with privileged observation under the CC-PEPAC.

Abstract: Agriculture plays a pivotal role in ensuring food security and environmental
sustainability.

In light of
this dual role, experts, notably the EAT-Lancet Commission (2019), advocate for prioritizing
healthy diets and sustainable food production as fundamental planetary goals. Addressing
these imperatives demands a multifaceted approach encompassing social and
technological innovations in agricultural practices. Concurrently, recent agricultural protests
in Europe against specific environmental sustainability policies underscore the urgency of
understanding the underlying causes of discontent within the farming community. Drawing
upon the theoretical framework of hierarchical regional innovation systems (Tartaruga et
al., 2024), this study endeavours to elucidate these complexities through the lens of
economic geography and innovation studies. Our findings reveal a deepening rift
characterized by economic and technological exclusion, particularly among European
family farmers. This exclusionary trend exacerbates rural discontent and engenders
broader societal ramifications, including the proliferation of anti-environmental populism in
urban centres (Rodriguez-Pose and Bartalucci, 2023). In conclusion, we posit that
addressing these challenges necessitates the implementation of robust innovation policies
that prioritize both the sustainability of food production and social inclusivity.

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OP. 14 URBAN HEAT ISLANDS BY DAY AND NIGHT IN BRAGA AND
GUIMARAES (PORTUGAL): A MODIS-BASED ANALYSIS

Abstract: The inclusion of thermal infrared sensors into medium resolution satellites has
fostered a new pathway in Urban Climatology, focused on the urban thermal environment
analysis. The MODIS sensor, carried by both Terra and Aqua satellites, provides Land
Surface Temperature (LST) four times a day: 01:30 (dawn); 10:30 (mid-morning); 13:30
(early afternoon); and 22:30 (early evening), approximately. The main objective of this
work is to analyze the surface heating and cooling diurnal cycles and formation of urban
heat islands in Braga and Guimardes (Portugal) during summer, the hottest and dryest
period of the year. Using a pixel-by-pixel approach, the thermal amplitudes between
observation times were calculated, namely: 01:30-10:30, 10:30-13:30, 13:30-22:30,
22:30-01:30. In addition, LST values were normalized (LSTn) to understand the spatial
pattern of the thermal environment. Thus, LSTn was classified into five thermal zones:
very low temperature, low temperature, moderate temperature, high temperature, and
very high temperature. The results show that the urban center of Braga is always a critical
area (high temperature zone), while that of Guimardes appears relatively cooler
(moderate temperature zone). Moreover, while during the day it is the forested hills that
form the main cool islands in both municipalities, at night it is the valley floors that stand
out. This information is crucial for land management, especially regarding the preservation
of existing forest areas and the design of urban green spaces.

Abstract: When considering building a sustainable and resilient Europe, we must
recognise that the area is highly diverse regarding its natural, socio-economic, historical,
and cultural aspects. Central Europe, including Poland, is the best example that an
effective and just energy transition is a contextualised process, which requires place-
based policy and focusing on the local system. Therefore, we propose an analysis of the
situation in Poland, which is ranked fifth in the European Union in terms of population.
Creating a sustainable, resilient and just energy transition is currently a key challenge for
the country's development, both in the economic, social, political and spatial context,
especially in the era of numerous transformations and geopolitical uncertainties as well as
the growing demand for energy (only in the period 2015-2021 consumption electricity in
Poland increased by 10%). Is the development of renewable energy sources (RES) an
opportunity to build an independent, predictable, low-emission energy sector that meets
the current needs of the inhabitants of Poland and the national economy?

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Abstract: O trabalho pretende discutir a presenca das mulheres migrantes brasileiras em
Portugal a partir de um perspectiva teérico-metodolégica decolonial e através da analise
foucaultiana de “conhecimento-poder -subjetivagdo”, com base na observacao
participante e entrevistas com imigrantes sob a luz das clivagens de raca, classe e
género. O fluxo migratério de brasileiros para Portugal se intensificou a partir da década
de 1990 e, acompanhando o fen6meno global, feminizou-se. A feminizacdo da imigracao
significa o protagonismo de mulheres na construgdo das redes migratorias e em projetos
familiares de imigracdo. Ser mulher migrante significa estar em uma complexa
interseccdo entre diferentes demarcadores sociais. No que tange ao imaginario da
mulher brasileira em Portugal, sdo importantes as discussdes latino-americanas em torno
da racializagdo do género e da sua articulacdo com o colonialismo. A migracdo das
mulheres brasileiras, para além de um e deslocamento geografico, engloba também
continuas praticas e discursos de negociacao de posi¢ces em diferentes niveis das
matrizes de poder que moldam a experiéncia de atravessamento das fronteiras. O
colonialismo teve impacto na constru¢cdo de uma ordem global de género, reforgou as
assimetrias entre homens e mulheres nas col6nias, sendo refletido nos tempos hodiernos
pela perpetuacéo da colonialidade. O presente trabalho ndo propde uma concluséo, mas
abre um chamado para o cumprimento da igualdade de género no pais e abre espaco
para uma andlise das diferentes formas como as mulheres brasileiras resistem e
(re)existem a essa ordem discursiva.

Essas barreiras sdo
evidenciadas apesar das similaridades linguisticas, que frequentemente ndo sao
suficientes para garantir uma verdadeira sensacéo de pertencimento, tanto por parte dos
alunos quanto dos professores e do sistema educacional como um todo. Além disso,
identificou-se uma lacuna em termos de recursos educacionais especificos que atendam
adequadamente as necessidades particulares desses alunos. Nesse sentido, o0 artigo
sugere a urgente necessidade de adaptacdes nas estratégias de acolhimento e na
formulagcdo de politicas publicas que sejam mais inclusivas e sensiveis a diversidade
cultural. Estas adaptacdes sdo fundamentais para melhorar a aplicabilidade das politicas
ja existentes. O estudo contribui significativamente para um entendimento mais profundo
das experiéncias educacionais de jovens imigrantes e oferece diretrizes praticas com o
objetivo de promover uma integracdo mais eficaz e equitativa no sistema educacional
portugués.

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Abstract: With the awareness of the multiplicity of crises and disasters of an
environmental and social nature, with strong territorial consequences that hinder
sustainable development, educational initiatives are emerging that attempt to form society
in general towards the prevention, mitigation and resolution of these problems, with a
view to territorial sustainability. However, who are the key agents for promoting and
implementing these dynamics? What role do children and young people play?

We are facing an incisive theme, Environmental Education for Citizenship, with a history
that spans more than four decades, as it was launched at the end of the 1960s and the
beginning of the following (INCN, 1971). These roots have deepened through successive
international conferences, as it remains incisive and detectable at different scales of
analysis. By way of example, refer to the Intergovernmental Conference on Environmental
Education (Tiblisi, 1977), the Moscow International Congress (1987), the United Nations
Conference on Environment and Development (Rio de Janeiro, 1992) and the focus on
Sustainable Development (Rio de Janeiro, Rio +20, 2012).

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OP. 152 DROUGHTS AND WATER SCARCITY: PLANNING AS A
MANAGEMENT TOOL
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Abstract:

Droughts are a natural phenomenon, but its increasing severity and frequency can lead to
water scarcity situations, while overexploitation of available water resources to meet
several water needs can exacerbate its consequences (IPCC, 2022).

Despite extensive damages in the last decades all over the world, droughts have been
traditionally managed only as crisis situations, by implementing emergency procedures
and urgent measures. This approach fails to achieve the most sustainable solutions,
resulting in several shortcomings, both in monitoring and in response effectiveness
(Gregori¢, G., 2019).

The objective of the research is to discuss the main components that shall be considered
to design a drought and water scarcity plan, using the planning process as a tool to
achieve effective capabilities to deal with this European (and worldwide) overarching
issue.

The research is based on literature review, comparative analysis of different policies,
practices, legal and technical frameworks in different contexts and insights from current
droughts and water scarcity planning processes.

The research led to a consistent work basis for the establishment of a methodological
common ground and the proposal of a feasible drought planning framework, considering
components as territorial scale, drought type, impacts scope, monitoring tools, activation
levels and measures type.

The research provided meaningful insights for the design of a drought and water scarcity
plan, highlighting that drought planning is an asset to create suitable knowledge,
capabilities to timely foresee events and tools to implement effective measures.

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OP. 153 DISASTER ALERT SYSTEM BASED ON ZIP CODES IN BRAZILIAN
METROPOLISES: LIMITS AND POSSIBILITIES
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Abstract: The research evaluated the effectiveness of disaster alerts sent via SMS based
on ZIP codes, focusing on eight Brazilian cities: Florian6polis, Curitiba, Belo Horizonte,
Rio de Janeiro, Salvador, Recife, Manaus, and Belém. Between September 2017 and
December 2022, 1,514,041 cell phones were registered to receive these alerts, of which
1,465,352 were active as of December 31, 2022, representing 8.35% of the population.
Spearman's correlation showed a positive relationship between the number of registered
cell phones and occurrences of floods, inundations, and landslides (r = 0.73).

In Belo Horizonte, during January 2020, the city's rainiest month in history, 23.4% of
registered cell phones between 2017 and 2022 occurred between January 22 and 29.
However, the research identified that the proportion of people registered in
socioenvironmental risk areas and informal settlements is lower than the municipal
average. In Manaus and Belém, only 2.9% and 2% of the registered population are in
disaster risk areas, respectively.

The lack of registration in risk areas can be attributed to the informality of these locations,
where often there is no regularization of the areas, making it impossible to assign streets
and ZIP codes. This creates a gap in people's ability to receive SMS alerts, increasing
risks for the most vulnerable and contributing to climate injustices and environmental
racism. In Curitiba, about 45% of informal settlements do not have registered cell phones,
highlighting the importance of addressing regularization issues to improve the
effectiveness of disaster alerts.

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KNOWLEDGE OF THE ITALIAN SOCIETY ABOUT WILDFIRES
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Abstract: Since the latter half of the previous century, wildfires have increasingly
disrupted ecosystems, particularly in Mediterranean-climate countries. In Italy these
trends are attributed to the abandonment of agroforestry and grazing activities,
compounded by climate change, as highlighted by reports from the IPCC and Annual
Italian Fire reports. Despite the escalating risk of fires, Italian citizens appear largely
uninformed, requiring urgent education and awareness efforts.

In this context, education plays a crucial role in both preventing and preparing
communities for wildfires, shaping individuals' responses to fire hazards and long-term
changes. Recognizing the need to educate and prepare lItalian citizens, this study aims to
highlight the widening knowledge gap within Italian society by analysing data collected
through an exploratory survey developed within the ongoing European FIRE RES project.
A total of 152 responses were collected, primarily from northern regions of Italy, which
have experienced increased impacts from wildfires in recent decades.

The research explores traditional fire management practices, identifies knowledge gaps,
and proposes a program aimed at disseminating contents to enhance community
resilience against escalating wildfire occurrences. By bridging the gap between folklore
connections, traditional practices, and contemporary challenges, this study seeks to
empower communities with the necessary tools and knowledge to navigate an
increasingly wildfire-prone future. This will be achieved through the development of a
program proposing priority content for engaging the Italian community in wildfire
preparedness. Aligned with the objectives of the FIRE RES project, this research aims to
reduce extreme fire impacts by fostering preparedness and adaptation measures.

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OP. 155 FLOOD RISK PERCEPTION AND COMMUNICATION IN
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Abstract: The study aims to assess the perception of flood risk and communication in
vulnerable areas of Curitiba and Recife. Using the Delphi method with researchers from
Latin America, a questionnaire with 18 questions was administered to 1,344 residents,
addressing sociodemographic characteristics, risk perception, and modes of
communication. The analysis revealed that 52.7% of the respondents were affected by
flooding, predominantly women (55.9%), self-identified as brown or black (64.5%), aged
between 30 and 59 years, with a primary education level (51.7%), residing for over 4
years in the area (83.1%), and approximately 50 meters from a watercourse (55.7%).
The average perception of risk is moderate (0.497), varying between areas, with Recife
showing higher values. Confidence in authorities is high (67%), especially in Recife.
However, self-efficacy is low (29%), and preparedness is inadequate (26%). The
research also revealed that only 29.2% of respondents have knowledge about available
communication channels, while 26.5% actively seek information. Nonetheless, 41.7%
consider themselves to have adequate understanding of the information.

Audiovisual media are the most preferred (65%), followed by digital media (54%) and
printed materials (28%). Linear regression analysis identified that age, distance to the
river, number of vulnerable groups in the community, and education level influence both
risk perception and communication. These results highlight the importance of
communication strategies adapted to local characteristics, as well as the need for
education and institutional trust for effective preparedness and disaster response.

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OP. 86 GEOMATIC TECHNIQUES APPLIED “ERILLO” SEA CLIFF DYNAMIC
TO THE PERIOD 1955-2023
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Abstract: The Erillo is a cove with rock cliff located east of Laredo (tourist town in North
of Spain). The control of the cove and cliff geomorphological processes is focused on
the geomatic analysis of rockfalls and topple displacements. Orthophotos of the
photogrammetric flights between 1955 and 2023 have been used for the rockfalls
monitoring, identifying specific points on the best orthophotos of that period.
Furthermore, data collection has been carried out with a “reflectorless” total station
(RTS) annually (every August 2010-2023) at 10 permanent ground control points (GCP)
on the rockfalls. Rockfalls have a very active and variable dynamic depending on the
location of the GCP. For the photogrammetric survey period (1955-2023), the average
displacement of the central area of the cove was 11 cm-yr-1. The measurements made
with RTS during 2010-2023 period, which were 14 cm-yr-1 for that central area of the
cove.

Regarding the topple, its upper part has been scanned annually (August 2009-2023)
with RTS. The results of the topple dynamics with RTS for 2009-2023 period: 1.27 m
(0.09 cm-yr-1). However, an acceleration in its toppling is showed: displacement of 8
cm-yr-1 (2009-2010); displacement of 13 cm-yr-1 (2020-2021) and displacement of 16
cm-yr-1(2022-2023).

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OP. 214 ENHANCING REGIONAL TOURISM: MAPPING CULTURAL EVENTS
AND TRADE SHOWS IN ALTO TAMEGA AND BARROSO
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Abstract: Events play a crucial role in the development of territories, promoting
economic, cultural, and social dynamism. By attracting visitors and investment, events
contribute to the enhancement of local resources and the projection of regional identity.
Moreover, by fostering interaction between residents and visitors, events strengthen the
sense of belonging and community pride. The Alto Tamega and Barroso region is
inherently a tourism area based on events, aimed at enhancing tourism. Therefore, this
research aims to map existing cultural events and fairs in the Alto Tamega and Barroso
region. We observe that there are events of both types in the region every month. There
is a wide variety of offerings, mostly related to gastronomy and local culture. These
events are mainly of medium size and their scope is predominantly regional, so only a
few of them currently attract tourists. It would be interesting in the future to conduct a
survey to assess the impact on the local economy, as well as on cultural and social
impacts.

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Abstract: The facility of traveling and discovering new realities and landscapes has
made the search for uniqgueness and multisensory experiences a form of consumption
that has boosted tourism to the top of the most profitable and desirable economic
activities for the development of the economies.

A key aspect for the success of tourism is the landscapes and the experiences they
provide. However, for destinations to be successful, landscapes must have meanings
and signifiers that complement and sustain the tourist experience.

The landscape's ability to tell a story with meaning for visitors, valuing the populations
that frame the destinations, completes the regions' attraction. Landscapes are not only a
photo. They tell the story of a people and their relationship with the physical context.
When landscapes become identity for populations, they also acquire meaning for
tourists due to their authenticity.

We present two examples (Monument Valley and Alentejo), where the identity of the
populations, the physical context and their history and stories are crucial aspects for the
sustainable development of the tourist activity. It remains to be seen whether the future
is the massification of tourist activity or whether it will be keeping flows in balance with
the maintenance of the landscapes, the inhabitants and their identities. If the increase of
tourist transforms authentic destinations into landscapes without stories, the future of
these regions will only serve to place exotic images in social networks, disconnected
from the human identity that gives meaning to the geographical context.

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Abstract: Wind bands are ingrained in Portugal's musical, cultural, and ethnographic
landscape, playing an undeniable role in the dynamism of territories, especially in rural
areas. The COVID-19 pandemic tested how we live and greatly affected us, as
evidenced by the impact on Wind Bands, which experienced a total interruption during
the sanitary restrictions (for over a year). This halt caused financial sustainability issues
and disinterest among some musicians.

The main objective of this study is to understand the social, economic, and technical-
musical impacts that the COVID-19 pandemic had on Portuguese Wind Bands. For this
purpose, a semi-structured questionnaire was developed and directed to the
management boards of wind bands across the country to assess the Social, Musical,
and Economic impact. A total of 350 responses were obtained, covering the entire
country, both mainland and islands.

The results demonstrate that the COVID-19 pandemic had colossal impacts on wind
bands, not only from a financial perspective but also in terms of sociability, as the 'bond'
with the institution was broken.

It is advisable for cultural public policies to support these institutions, as wind bands
often represent the only cultural and social pillar in numerous inland localities,
revitalizing a lost dynamism. It is from local authorities that these institutions receive the
most support and recognition, notably from municipalities that seek to preserve local
culture. Creating financial support lines and community involvement in these institutions
is crucial for their survival and should be a national priority.

Education Institutions (HEIs) and world of work resulting in stronger learning ecosystems
and more robust economic and social development.

The main promise of Innovative and sustainable learning cocreation ecosystem,
involving HEIs and external stakeholders is to enable future oriented, complex challenge
skilled professors/ facilitators by equipping them with future proof competences.
However, research on these ecosystems often focuses on the problems of instructional
design and individual disciplines, rather than on the contest of developing: future
oriented; complex challenge based; and holistic skills and knowledge. These
competences are growingly required to ensure professors/ facilitators’ update and future
relevance for innovation with world of work and ability to promote graduates’ long-term
employability, readiness and attractiveness.

This paper, to address this gap, approaches EMBRACE methodology as a knowledge
dynamics field that consists of a set of hard and soft skills; rational and emotional
knowledge and proposes a related framework to serve as a guide for implementing
Innovative and sustainable learning cocreation ecosystems with world of work.

Then, it uses an online open-ended survey to understand the perspectives of HEI
managers (rectors, presidents, deans) and professors/ facilitators (needs, challenges,
opportunities, expected results) to iterate and validate the framework for Innovative and
sustainable learning cocreation ecosystems with world of work; and to co-design a
capacity building course.

These results will pave the direction for higher education institutions to use the
EMBRACE framework as a compass for learning innovation ecosystems with world of
work implementation worldwide.

The aim of training geography in the first high school degree (8th-10th grade) is for
students to be able to benefit from the already acquired knowledge and skills in the field
of geography by applying them in their daily life and unfamiliar tasks which are of an
unknown nature and character.

The updating of the educational content, the application of the methods to achieve the
goals, as well as the improvement of the system of results and the place of ICT have
been studied on a comparative basis. The idea is to help bridge educational gaps. The
methodological solutions as elements of the system are interconnected, there is a
certain dependence between them in terms of place, purpose of application, educational
content, in the mastery of which they are applied.

Abstract: In the midst of global challenges, this chapter delves into the shifting
geopolitical dynamics between China and the European Union (EU). After revisiting the
old tensions and obstacles that have rendered the EU-China Strategic Partnership a
non-effective multilateral platform, it provides evidence on how China skilfully replaces
the latter by a selective multilateralism that enables Beijing to shape in practice EU-
China relations. Nonetheless, given both the pandemic and the war in Ukraine, Brussels’
rhetoric present in Ursula von der Leyen’s words has urged EU member countries to
start de-risking from China. Not only this has undermined the relative success of
Chinese selective multilateralism in the EU, but has also shown several non-consensual
reactions within the EU toward China. Based on this literature gap, which is nonetheless
important for moulding the future of EU-China relations, we argue that de-risking may
prove at the end of the day somewhat risky. As a matter of fact, the will to deepen
separate relations with China not only discredits the role of the President of the EU
Commission as the speaking person of the collective, but also raises concerns about the
progress of EU cooperation.

We selected three schools, from different geographic locations. We asked the children to
freely draw a landscape. The drawings were analyzed through a grid, which provides a
guantitative and qualitative analysis. The parents' professional backgrounds were
considered, as well as other elements of the children's social and school context.

We realized that children preferably designed natural spaces. The choice of landscapes
is linked to positive moments. The realities portrayed demonstrate the mobility of
children, which is related to parental school degrees and professions; it is clear that the
spaces designed are related to trips abroad and holidays in places far from home.
Children whose parents have less specialized professions reveal everyday realities. All
drawings are representative of experiences of pleasant, enriching and rewarding
moments.

The drawings demonstrate that space gains meaning for children through remarkable
and positive experiences. They represent spaces that they consider their own and
establish a relationship with that same reality — my beach, my school or my city.

The space acquires meaning and symbolism of pleasure, proximity and experience; it
becomes part of our experience — It Becomes a Place.

It creates a feeling of TOPOPHILIA.

Abstract: Unesco's creative cities are a precious cultural management tool and vehicle
for global thinking and local action. The recognition of creative cities in Portugal has yet
to be ten years old. Still, their ability to enhance the quality of life and establish links
between political governance, local communities, and stakeholders, especially those
responsible for the intangible, cultural, and artistic offer, is fundamental to changing the
paradigms of municipal investment and participation. Since the networks they constitute
are capable of enabling a level of communication on a global scale, the competence
expressed in the actions and interventions of local agents gives coverage to existing
social identities. In this way, we may recover forgotten traditions, others that remain as
icons of community practices are revitalized, while creativity allows innovative offers to
emerge, establishing culture as a foundational element of sustainable development.

This communication aims to show how creative cities can play a role in promoting
development, primarily through Sustainable Development Goal 11 (Sustainable Cities
and Communities), focusing the analysis on the central region, the networks resulting
from their actions and their ability to achieve transformative experiences for both
residents and visitors.

Abstract: O turismo em comunidades indigenas desempenha um novo papel nas vidas
destes grupos, no qual se apresenta ndo apenas como uma fonte alternativa de renda,
mas também, como uma ferramenta para a preservacdo cultural e integracdo
comunitaria. Desta maneira, este estudo visa investigar a relacdo do turismo na
preservacdo da tradicdo e identidade das comunidades Pataxd, com foco na Reserva
Patax6 da Jaqueira, localizada no Extremo Sul da Bahia, Brasil. A metodologia adotada

Abstract: With tourism being one of the fastest-growing economic activities, it naturally
raises growing expectations of adopting sustainable practices because of environmental
concerns. At the same time, amidst the pandemic, there has been a renewed focus on
natural areas and domestic tourism, specifically targeting natural protected areas. In this
context, the objective of this study is to investigate the attitudes of accommodation units
representatives in Serra da Estrela Natural Park towards the role of sustainable
practices in their business development, considering also the territorial embedness in a
protected area. Research followed a multi-step approach, including identifying
accommodation units declaring sustainable practices on booking platforms, using GIS
techniques for the territorial representation, conducting semi-structured interviews with
representatives of these units to understand their views on sustainability and eco-
friendly practices, and analyzing the data collected. Results emphasize that some
respondents perceive sustainability exclusively in terms of their own accommaodation
and individual efforts, while most have a more comprehensive perspective that also
considers the external environment. In this respect, there is an awareness that tourists
choose this area for the natural attractions of the natural protected area that need to be
preserved. It is also noted that the largest majority of respondents relate to
sustainability, uni-sectorally, mainly in terms of the environmental dimension, probably
also linked to geographical location.

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OP. 29 PREPARING RESILIENT COMMUNITIES TO MITIGATE RISK -
BAIRRO DA LUZ (ODIVELAS) CASE STUDY

Abstract: Constantly changing global dynamics, marked by social and economic
transformations and the increase in natural disasters, fueled by climate change [1],
presents challenges to communities worldwide. As a result, building resilient
communities in the face of risk disasters become imperative on a global scale. Among
the strategies devised to mitigate those risks is the establishment of the "Resilient Cities"
program (RCP) [2,3]. By 2023, Portugal boasted 54 cities enrolled in the RCP. However,
does mere participation in the RCP prepare city's community to face the risks? Thus, to
gauge the awareness level within RCP communities regarding the risks they face, a
community (Bairro Encosta Luz) from a RCP city — Odivelas — was selected. In
September 2022, a survey was conducted, garnering 93 responses, which were
statistically analyzed with SPSS®. The results highlight a concerning lack of awareness
among respondents regarding the risks they face, as they only identified landslides,
fires, and security issues (such as vandalism, theft, drug trafficking, and abandoned
vehicles) as the most important risks. Regarding preparedness training initiatives, 56%
admitted have never had one, while 44% reported undergoing training, primarily in
professional settings. Additionally, other vulnerability factors were identified: advanced
average age (46.24% aged over 61 years), educational attainment level (67.74% holding
education qualifications till 3rd cycle), and presence of foreign population (11.83%).
Therefore, is crucial to implement policies and tools to address risks and social and
structural changes within the Bairro. Only through such proactive measures can the
community be adequately prepared and its resilience levels enhanced.

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OP. 63 WILDFIRE EXPOSURE ASSESSMENT FOR VILLAGES IN
DIFFERENT REGIONS IN PORTUGAL

Abstract: In Portugal, wildfires occupy a prominent position in the hierarchy of
environmental hazards, with the areas most affected by this risk corresponding to
locations of scattered settlement surrounded by extensive forest and scrubland areas
lacking management. The exposure of small villages to wildfires stems from the number
of residents and buildings in each village and the level of fire hazard. To identify priority
intervention areas, an expedited method was tested to assess fire exposure in two
different municipalities (Chaves and Gais). To verify the level of structural hazard in the
surrounding area of each small village — specifically the proportion of critical area (high
and very high hazard) —, buffers were defined around the built-up areas, representing
the constructed spaces in the villages at 100 meters.

The results show that, despite having more built-up areas, Chaves has fewer villages
surrounded by 50% of critical area (below 15%) compared to Gois, which has more than
50%. These values are due, on one hand, to the proportion of forests and scrublands
present in each municipality, where Chaves has 61% and Gois over 90%, and their
spatial combination with the built-up areas, more scattered and smaller in size, Chaves
at almost 5% and Goais at less than 2%.

Strategies to reduce villages' exposure to wildfires should be tailored to the
characteristics of each municipality, through controlling construction, or converting forest
and scrubland areas around villages into landcover less prone to fires, with the
methodology used being replicable in other municipalities.

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OP. 110 UNDERSTANDING THE ROLE OF THE COMMUNITY IN FIRE RISK
MANAGEMENT IN PORTUGAL: THE PERSPECTIVE OF MUNICIPAL
EXPERTS

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Abstract: In the context of climate change, we are witnessing a significant increase in
extreme fires globally, which is evident in size, duration, intensity, and impact. In
Portugal, the year 2017 was notorious for fires and constitutes a striking example of this
transformation due to the high social, economic, and environmental impact caused by
fires.

Given that fires represent a problem with substantial social and economic repercussions,
it is crucial to comprehend communities' role in mitigating rural fire risk. This research
aims to assess the level of community awareness regarding the risk of rural fires in
mainland Portugal from the perspective of local civil protection experts. The ultimate
objective is to contribute to developing more effective policies and strategies to prevent
and combat rural fires and identify the community's significant challenges in managing
the risk of rural fires.

A concise closed-ended questionnaire was distributed to all mainland Portugal
municipalities to collect information and data to pinpoint crucial aspects in preventing
and managing rural fire risks. The questionnaire was yielding 212 responses. This
sample represents 63% of the total municipalities in mainland Portugal, ensuring a
confidence level exceeding 95% with a margin of error of 5%. Furthermore, experts from
the national entities were consulted through the questionnaire to complement the
findings from the municipal survey and provide others' opinions and perceptions.

The results demonstrate divergences in perceptions were identified between
municipalities and experts. While 59.9% of municipalities consider the community to be
well or very well-informed about the risk of rural fires, only 33.4% of experts share this
opinion. The presented study aims to generate knowledge to develop more effective
national policies and strategies for preventing and tackling rural fires in mainland
Portugal.

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OP. 111 PERCEPTION AND ATTITUDE TOWARDS NATURAL AND HUMAN-
MADE RISKS IN PORTUGAL IN A SCHOOL CONTEXT
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Abstract: Perception is very important when analysing and managing risk as it is vital
for better preparing the individual and society. The aims of this study are to: (i) find out
about students’ perceptions of the spatial dimension of natural and environmental risks
affecting mainland Portugal; (ii) understand how students perceive risks, taking causal
attribution, level of knowledge, and future trends into account; (iii) relate students’
perceptions to behaviour, actions, and willingness to change attitudes to mitigating and
reducing risks. In this study, a questionnaire was administered to 786 ninth year
students between April and May 2022. Stepwise regression was applied to determine
the factors that control the change in risk behaviour. The results of this study indicate
levels of risk perception that are considered low to moderate. Female students tended to
develop a greater sense of fear in the face of risk manifestations.

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OP. 58 ITIl WATER AND LANDSCAPE ECOSYSTEMS - A COMMON
CHALLENGE FOR THE ALENTEJO AND ALGARVE REGIONS
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Abstract: The Alentejo and Algarve regions develop a integrated territorial development
strategy (ITI) with specific focus on Water and Landscape Ecosystems. This strategy is
a typical example of a functional area, where territorial integration is based on the idea
of bringing together several territorial administrative units that are functionally linked to
each other. The joint territory shares unique and closely interdependent characteristics
linked to orography, climate, landscape and biodiversity and faces significant shared and
joint challenges. In this context, water management, water scarcity and environmental
damage are key concerns for the region’s population, which is itself facing the
challenges of population loss, dispersed and low population density, isolation and
demographic aging.

Addressing these combined population and landscape/environmental issues requires an
integrated, wholistic approach in order to respond to the constraints and potentials the
territories share with each other, needing an intervention that looks at the whole,
regardless of the different regions and without borders.

This strategy involved wide public participation, with 7 engagement sessions that
brought together more than 300 participants, public and private, collectively or
individually. The discussions were facilitated and resulted in the signalling of almost 200
project intentions totalling almost 80 M€, that will form part of the Action Plan, supported
by regional programmes (ERDF). This innovative approach in the European context
poses enormous challenges, particularly at the territorial level, thematic focus, sectoral
integration, governance funding and monitoring.

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OP. 64 YOUTH, NETWORKING CAPITAL, AND ENTREPRENEURIAL
RESILIENCE IN AGRI-FOOD SYSTEMS
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Abstract: Social capital, often termed "networking capital,” is valued for its role in
facilitating connections between individuals, particularly within entrepreneurial contexts.
This connection is especially pertinent within discussions surrounding "entrepreneurial
resilience,” a concept emerging at the intersection of entrepreneurship and resilience
studies. Understanding this concept is crucial for comprehending how resilience and
entrepreneurship shape social-ecological systems toward sustainability. Resilience, with
its multifaceted meanings, is inherently linked to sustainability, representing the capacity
of socioecological systems to persist and adapt amidst change and uncertainty. In this
context, social capital serves as a conduit for constructing, managing, or dismantling
networks among entrepreneurs, fostering trust and collaboration. By enabling resource
exchange, social capital contributes to a relational appr oach to development,
encompassing economic activities, natural resource management, and social
interactions. Considering these dynamics, a critical question arises: How can we
effectively promote the formation of urban and rural youth networks, while engaging
stakeholders of all ages, to enhance their participation in intergenerational and cross-
sectoral dialogues aimed at strengthening the resilience of agri-food systems?

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Abstract: RURAL-SENSE study examines the intricate tapestry of social
entrepreneurship ventures flourishing within the rural communities in the Northeast
Portugal, aiming to translate both the hurdles and prospects inherent to the local
dynamics. RURAL-SENSE will perform a mapping of existing initiatives and the project
team will actively engage with local stakeholders, our research pretends to gather
insights into the multifaceted socio-economic dynamics and contribute to steering rural
developmental. To the best of our knowledge, this is the first project done in this region
with such aim.

Through a mixed-methods approach, including desk research, stakeholder interviews,
and mapping exercises, we seek to comprehensively explore the rural entrepreneurial
ecosystem. RURAL-SENSE objectives are to identify pivotal social entrepreneurship
projects, to elucidate the factors behind their inception and enduring viability, and to
study their context within the broader rural landscape, its’ challenges and opportunities.
The findings of this inquiry aspire to reveal the social entrepreneurship initiatives,
diligently catering to diverse rural community needs ranging from economic
empowerment to environmental stewardship and sustainability. Furthermore, our study
aims to spotlight the relationship between socio-economic determinants, institutional
scaffolding, and entrepreneurial activities in the realm of rural development.
RURAL-SENSE results and conclusion extend beyond academic inquiry, potentially
transcending into policy formulation, capacity-building initiatives, and collaborative
endeavours aimed at nurturing sustainable rural social and economic development.

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OP. 88 META-SYNTHESIS AND LITERATURE REVIEW: SMART VILLAGES
IN THE EUROPEAN CONTEXTO
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Abstract: Europe's rural landscape is marked by several shortcomings, especially those
relating to infrastructure, coupled with the decline, and ageing of its populations. In view
of these challenges, the concept of Smart Villages emerged in 2017. This concept
advocates the resolution of local problems through co-creative and participatory
methods combined with the use of communication and information technologies (ICT).
However, there are no standardized models for detecting local problems, co-creating,
and co-designing solutions, which actors should be mobilized and how to implement
these projects. Faced with these questions, this meta-synthesis seeks to provide an
overview of the methodologies used to develop Smart Village initiatives in the European
context, which actors have been mobilized, and the challenges encountered in their
development and implementation. To compose this work, case studies on the
development and implementation of Smart Villages initiatives in the European context
were analyzed - articles from Web of Science and Scopus databases and projects from
the Preparatory Action on Smart Rural Areas in the 21st Century. The main findings of
this work point to the need to involve actors in the processes, whether they are local or
non-local actors, the need to use public events as a catalyst for the involvement of these
actors and the absence of indicators in the studies regarding the monitoring of initiatives
during and after their implementation.

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Abstract: Building on the European Green Deal's (EGD) sustainability goals, the
ACCTING (AdvanCing behavioural Change Through an INclusive Green deal) project
aims to ensure a fair and inclusive transition that leaves no one behind. It examines the
effects of EGD policies on vulnerable groups to mitigate inequalities and foster knowledge
and innovations that encourage both individual and collective behavioural shifts towards a
more inclusive and equitable EGD. This is achieved through a gender+ intersectional
lens. Our study particularly highlights the initial phase of ACCTING's Research Line 5
(RL5), which aligns with the EGD's "Farm to Fork" strategy, delving into food security,
sustainable food systems, and vulnerability aspects (Abrantes et al., 2023).

Based on desk research and 50 narrative interviews across five countries (Austria,
Greece, Portugal, Sweden, and Turkey), we gathered diverse perspectives from
individuals facing varied vulnerabilities and captured a broad spectrum of experiences
and insights. The findings reveal key facilitators of behavioural change towards enhanced
food security and healthier diets, such as the support of family or community networks,
specific knowledge, and personal values and beliefs. Conversely, economic and
geographical constraints, alongside limited access to essential resources, emerge as
significant barriers.

These insights underscore the necessity for holistic approaches, which are currently being
explored in the project's subsequent phase and through various Pilot Projects. Our
research suggests that a synergistic blend of public policies and community-centric
initiatives could create a conducive environment to foster resilient, inclusive food systems
in alignment with the EGD's objectives.

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OP. 80 COMIDA TRADICIONAL E AUTENTICA NOS C,ENTROS'HISTORICOS
DE SANTA MARIA DA FEIRA (PORTUGAL) E BELEM (PARA, BRASIL)
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Abstract: A alimentacdo é um fendbmeno social, econdmico e cultural que atrai multiplos
olhares. Desse modo, desperta o interesse das familias em termos da preparacédo de
refeicdes econdmicas e rapidas, por exemplo. Em termos econdmicos, a alimentagéo é
objeto da exploragdo econdémica de hipermercados, restaurantes e outros
estabelecimentos similares. Em termos culturais, assistimos a promogao do “auténtico”,
do “tipico”, da patrimonializacdo e até da sua musealizacao. Hoje em dia, podemos
associar essas dimensdes ao turismo alimentar. Se este é muitas vezes complementar a
outros tipos de turismo como o de eventos, sol e praia ou religioso, € certo € que este se
tem autonomizado, havendo mesmo campanhas turisticas com o foco Unico na
alimentacdo.

A
investigacdao tem por base uma abordagem qualitativa e etnogréafica, apoiando-se nas
técnicas da observagdo participante, analise documental e aplicacdo de entrevistas
semiestruturadas a chefs e gerentes de restaurantes nos centros histéricos das duas
cidades. Concluimos que o turismo alimentar € responsavel pela gourmetizacdo da
comida tradicional e no aparecimento de novos pratos e nuances a partir da comida
tipica.

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OP. 104 THE FIRST 17 KM THAT EXTEND THE PORTUGUESE DUERO
RAILWAY LINE IN SPAIN
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Abstract: Metal structures and the railway have gone hand in hand since its beginnings.
The 17 km between La Fregeneda (Salamanca) and Barca de Alba (Portugal), known as
the “Camino de Hierro” (Iron Road), runs halfway up the slope following the course of the
Agueda River to the Vega de Terron quay, with a total of eleven metal structure bridges
and twenty tunnels. It was built in four years (1883-1887) and is one of the greatest civil
engineering works in 19th century Spain. In 2000, the Spanish Government declared the
railway to La Fregeneda an Asset of Cultural Interest.

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OP. 113 A EXPLORACAO DE ANTIMONIO NOS CONCELHOS DE

acabaram por ser pouco relevantes, ficando a exploracdo centrada essencialmente nos
concelhos de Valongo e Gondomar.

S0 na segunda metade de Oitocentos, o antiménio despertou o interesse dos mercados,
ocorrendo entdo inUmeras pesquisas de jazigos e, posteriormente, um grande namero de
pedidos de concessdo. Ao antimdnio estava associado o ouro também explorado de
forma mais reduzida. O periodo mais ativo desta exploracdo mineira, decorreu entre 1880
e 1890 e foi no concelho de Gondomar que se estabeleceram as minas mais
importantes. A sua instalacdo permitiu o desenvolvimento de varios ndcleos de
povoamento, pois empregavam centenas de operarios, promovendo um maior dinamismo
através desta atividade industrial.

A partir do momento em que o preco do antiménio comecou a decair e com 0
aparecimento deste minério em paises asiaticos, as minas de Valongo e Gondomar nao
resistiram a crise gerada. No inicio do século XX praticamente todas as minas tinham
encerrado e foram definitivamente abandonadas sem que a exploragdo se tenha
retomado.

Atualmente, o que resta da maioria das minas de antimonio sdo ruinas envolvidas por
uma densa vegetacdo. Estas unidades industriais que em outros tempos constituiram
uma grande riqueza, estdo agora esquecidas e abandonadas. A salvaguarda e
divulgacédo deste patrimonio junto da comunidade e do publico em geral é importante
para que a histéria ndo se perca de uma area que teve um enorme passado industrial.

OP. 115 SUSTAINABLE SMART TOURISM MANAGEMENT. CULTURAL,
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Abstract:

To design and propose a Sustainable and Smart Heritage Tourism Model SSHTM for
World Heritage Sites of Pakistan and Portugal in acquiescence to SDG’s 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development, and UNESCO’s manifesto. Promote comparison and
development of best practices on the practical and theoretical issues of enhancing WHS
as Smart and Sustainable Tourism Destinations Management, supported by the quintuple
helix of heritage, including academia, local community, public and private governance,
and environment, as reinforcement of tourism supply.

The Delphi technique has been adopted in this qualitative research. Rounds of questions
will be administered from the Units of Data Collection. UDCs include heritage managers
and tourism administrators (public/private), academic and civil society members, and
government representatives.

The results will unravel themes/dimensions. Based on these themes, a final layout of the
proposed model (SSHTM) will be sketched under the realm of World Heritage Sites
(WHS) of Pakistan and Portugal (benchmarking study), enabling the various sectors to
enhance their functionality procedures and enabling them to proactively participate in
achieving the best sustainability agenda. This model will be a blueprint to balance the
tourism activities and cultural heritage stake in a sustainably smart and integrated way.
Based on the two WHS of Portugal and Pakistan, the applicability of this study may be
limited due to the uniqueness and criteria of WHS worldwide and the respective societies.

MCDONALD'S COMO ESTUDO DE CASO

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Abstract: Este estudo visa enriquecer as atividades de aprendizagem ativa na disciplina
de Geografia do oitavo ano de escolaridade, promovendo a integracdo de um jogo online
de acesso livre como ferramenta educativa. Ao explorar este recurso, os estudantes tém
a oportunidade de aprofundar determinados conceitos considerados fundamentais pelas
Aprendizagens Essenciais.

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Abstract: The traditional approach to higher education is based on a theoretical learning
strategy, where students are subjected to a context of being mere recipients of
information, with a low interaction and motivation, without experiencing practical
experiences in real-world settings. Students are shaped as if they were machines by an
educational system based on a backward structure that pays little attention to creating
professional skills attractive to the market, such as innovation, critical thinking, and
creativity, limiting itself to teaching theoretical competencies. To bridge this gap between
theory and practice, higher education institutions have adopted various strategies,
including internships. In this domain, the present article aims to analyse the experience of
the Polytechnic Institute of Bragancga (IPB) in implementing its Innovation Internship pilot
programme, co-funded under the Plano de Recuperacéo e Resiliéncia (PRR). The study
explores the perspective of around 50 trainees who had the opportunity to undertake an
internship, as well as the perspective of the companies that hosted the interns. Through
semi-structured interviews and a focus group, we hope to analyse the interns' perception
of the benefits of their experience in the initiative, as well as the relevance of the
internship for the development of technical and transversal skills. Furthermore, we also
aim to identify the main challenges experienced to contribute to the creation of similar
initiatives in other contexts. From the companies' perspective, we hope to observe
whether the presence of interns contributes to the ecosystem of new projects
development and whether the internship is a means of obtaining qualified human
resources.

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P. 84 DIAGNOSIS OF PATHOLOGIES IN THE CATHEDRAL OF CORIA (CACERES-
SPAIN) THROUGH THE APPLICATION OF GEOMATIC TECHNIQUES
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Abstract: The conservation of cultural heritage must encompass different disciplines for
optimal management. The structural behavior of a historic building depends on many
factors, including its actual geometry, the typology of the materials with which it was built,
the type of foundation and characteristics of the ground on which it stands, and the
modifications or pathologies suffered throughout its useful life. For a correct management,
conservation or restoration of these heritage entities, therefore, different techniques are
required that must complement each other to address the problem in a comprehensive
way our cultural heritage. The Cathedral of Coria (Caceres-Spain) is an example of a
singular building that at present, as well as throughout its history, has manifested secular
pathologies. This study evaluates the cause of the main structural pathologies of the
Cathedral by combining modern techniques of analysis, description and calculation.
Geomatics techniques (Terrestrial Laser Scanner-TLS-, Global Navigation Satellite
System -GNSS-, classical topography), geophysical prospecting methods (electrical
tomography), geotechnical descriptive methods, three-dimensional modeling and
structural systems calculation were used. The results obtained were used as a basis to
determine and locate the pathologies of the original building and to elaborate a structural
consolidation project.

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Abstract: The origin of the Virgin Sanctuary of La Montafia (the patroness saint of the city
of Céaceres) dates back to the early years of the 17th century. The Sanctuary's founder,
Francisco Paniagua, arrived with an image of the virgin and settled in a cave near
Caceres. The environment of the original cave (first chapel) has undergone several
extensions (second chapel or chapel of 1630, third chapel or main nave of the Church of
1715, chapel that hosts the Christ of 1760) and in the twentieth century, a lodging house
was built next to the sanctuary. For the geometric study of the Sanctuary, the following
geometric techniques have been used: Terrestrial Laser Scanner (TLS), Unmanned Aerial
Vehicle- UAV and the Global Navigation Satellite System -GNSS-. The TLS was used to
measure the interior and exterior dimensions of the Sanctuary, and photogrammetry was
used to map the exterior roofs of the buildings. The GNSS was used to georeference the
entire architectural survey in the official Spanish coordinate system (UTM ETRS89, Huso
29). The information obtained in 3D (X,Y,Z) has been integrated into the HBIM
methodology (Heritage Building Information Modelling), modeling the building with the
"Edificius" tool based on the point clouds obtained. From this model, a study of the
construction systems is carried out, where the use of traditional techniques typical of the
region of Extremadura is analyzed, such as the construction of the brick vault without
formwork, characteristic of both the Extremadura region and the Alentejo region
(Portugal).

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P.125 A EDUCACAO NA ITALIA E AS SUAS DISPARIDADES//EDUCATION IN
ITALY AND ITS DISPARITIES

Abstract: O sistema educacional italiano, apesar da sua rica historia e tradicao, enfrenta
diversos desafios que afetam a qualidade da educac¢do e o futuro dos jovens do pais.
Este estudo, com base na pesquisa e andlise de dados estatisticos e literatura cientifica,
examina os principais desafios que a educacao italiana enfrenta e as assimetrias
regionais existentes.

Primeiramente, a taxa de abandono escolar na Italia, sobretudo no sul do pais, é muito
superior a média da OCDE. Cerca de 13.8% dos jovens italianos, com 18 e 24 anos nao
completaram o ensino médio em 2022. Fatores como a pobreza e a imigracdo
impossibilitaram a conclusdo deste nivel de ensino, embora a situacdo seja mais
preocupante no sul. Existe uma grande disparidade no desempenho educacional entre as
diferentes regides, escolas e grupos socioeconémicos.

A segregacdo escolar e a falta de acesso a educacdo de qualidade para alunos de
origens desfavorecidas, perpetuam também as desigualdades sociais.

No que diz respeito a qualidade do ensino, h4 preocupac¢des em algumas escolas,
nomeadamente em relacdo a falta de inovacdo pedagdgica e a sobrecarga de trabalho
dos professores. A necessidade de investir na formagdo e no desenvolvimento
profissional dos professores é crucial para melhorar o ensino.

Muitas escolas italianas enfrentam problemas de infraestruturas, como a falta de espaco
e a existéncia de instalagdes precérias.

E, pois, necessario investir na educagdo dos jovens para garantir que todos os italianos
tenham acesso a uma educacédo de qualidade.

A Direcdo-Geral do Territério (DGT) e a Agéncia para a Gestdo Integrada de Fogos
Rurais (AGIF) tém vindo a propalar as potencialidades da Carta de Uso e Ocupagéo do
Solo Simplificada (COSsim) no ambito da monitorizacdo da gestdo de combustivel em
virtude da sua assidua atualizacdo cartografica.

Tendo em conta o longo periodo de revisao dos PDM’s e das suas respetivas plantas de
condicionantes, e face ao caracter dinamico da perigosidade de incéndio rural, a sua
articulacédo poderia passar, em sede de operacionalizacdo de politicas publicas, por uma
de duas opcdes: i) ndo integrar a perigosidade na planta de condicionantes, mantendo-se
a sua eficacia juridica dependente de uma carta de perigosidade (acessoria a planta de
condicionantes), sendo a sua atualizacao periddica realizada em funcdo da gestdo de
combustivel e das demais altera¢Bes de uso e coberto do solo, como decorreu até ao
momento; ou ii) integrar a perigosidade de incéndio rural mediante a condi¢do de tornar a
planta de condicionantes do PDM uma peca grafica de atualizacdo anual em fungéo da
série temporal da COSsim.

DEPRIVATION INCREASED FAR-RIGHT SUPPORT IN ITALY
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Abstract: Introducdo: O artigo "Geographies of Discontent: How Public Service
Deprivation Increased Far-Right Support in Italy” investiga a relacdo entre a privacédo de
servicos publicos e 0 aumento do apoio a extrema-direita na Italia.

Objetivos: O estudo tem como objetivo examinar como a privagdo de servigos publicos
influencia o apoio a extrema-direita, destacando a importancia da geografia na
compreensdo desse fenémeno.

Metodologia: Os autores realizaram trés estudos empiricos na Italia, incluindo a
introducdo de uma medida inovadora de privagéo de servi¢os publicos, a andlise de uma
reforma nacional de 2010 e a investigacdo de mecanismos individuais por meio de dados
de pesquisas geocodificadas.

Resultados: Os resultados indicam que a privacao de servigos publicos esta associada a
um aumento do apoio a extrema-direita, especialmente em &reas com maior presenca de
residentes estrangeiros. A falta de acesso aos servigos publicos gera preocupacdes
sobre imigracao e competigdo por recursos publicos, impulsionando o apelo dos partidos
de extrema-direita.

Conclusdo: Em conclusdo, a privacdo de servicos publicos desempenha um papel
significativo na formacéo do apoio a extrema-direita na Italia, destacando a importancia
de abordar as causas subjacentes desse fenbmeno para mitigar seu impacto.

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P.149 O ESTUDOPEMOGRAFICO POLACO: CAUSAS, DESAFIOS E
SOLUCOES PARA O DECLINIO POPULACIONAL
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Abstract: Os problemas demograficos sdo uma adversidade na Polonia.

De modo a perceber as causas, evolucdo e projecdes futuras do declinio populacional foi
imperativo recorrer a artigos cientificos para uma melhor percegéo e desenvolvimento do
estudo. Os artigos sdo modelados com base em estudos que recorrem a equacdes,
simulagdes, cenarios e gréficos.

Nas ultimas décadas, a Polbnia sofreu varias transformacdes demograficas, das quais se
destaca: o periodo pés Il Guerra Mundial, que correspondeu a estagnacgéo das taxas de
fertiidade e natalidade, intensa emigracdo de jovens e envelhecimento da populacéo
(Waligorska, Witkowski, 2016). O primeiro periodo de declinio populacional registou-se
entre 1997-2007 e o segundo em 2012. Nestes periodos detetaram-se mudancgas no
planeamento familiar, a entrada da mulher no mercado de trabalho e restricbes e controlo
ao aborto medicamente assistido, assim como a saida de jovens em busca de melhores
condi¢Oes de vida.

Com a crise migratoria de 2015 e o atual surgimento do conflito no oriente, avolumaram-
se os refugiados acolhidos pela Polonia, em busca de asilo. Porém, estas migracdes
afetam diretamente a populacdo autdctone, pois concentram-se sobretudo nos grandes
centros urbanos. Para além disto, a incerteza politica, associada a sua posi¢do
geografica, tem afetado economicamente o comércio e 0 investimento, produzindo
efeitos econémicos negativos que, a longo prazo, poderdo influenciar o crescimento
populacional.

Tudo isto contribui para um desequilibrio e declinio ndo s6 demogréafico como econémico.
No intuito de minimizar os impactos, € necessario inverter este cenario aplicando
medidas e politicas para tornar o pais atrativo, incentivando a natalidade e ao regresso
dos cidadaos emigrantes.

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P.168 A SYSTEM OF INDICATORS FOR THE CIRCULAR ECONOMY
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Abstract: The circular economy (CE) is an increasingly topical issue that promotes the
responsible and cyclical use of resources geared towards sustainable development.

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OP. 154 THE SHARED CITY. HOUSING AND TOURISM IN THE
METROPOLITAN AREAS OF LISBON AND PORTO
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Abstract: The metropolitan areas can be presently the most relevant actors for leadership
and competitiveness. They shape our present “way of life” and require a higher level of
coordination for regional planning and institutional governance. To improve it, previous
research has shown that changes in the institutional marks need to be balanced with
good results from the technical issues of planning practices.

Before the covid 19 health crisis, there was a huge transformation of the two Portuguese
major cities — Lisbon and Porto, causing conflicts that affected the urban environment,
their citizens, social and economic activities, and neighbourhoods. The global mobility has
changed specially their historical centres, producing different consequences: some
positives, like urban regeneration, the renewal of public space, employment, and
economic development, but other negatives, as the real estate gentrification, social
fragmentation and the loss of urban identities and their traditional character. And previous
research has shown also that there is some negative perception of residents concerning
tourism and urban landscape.

The need of balance to solve these kinds of problems is connected to the idea of shared
places, appropriate for both local inhabitants and tourists. This emerging concept in the
field of urban planning matches the contemporary way of business, referred as shared
economy. A larger scale approach may improve the quality of public realm, as the new
technologies’ applications, which share the access of goods and services, extending his
benefits to wider territories and communities.

OP. 178 TRAIN AND SUSTAINABILITY IN TOURIST DEMAND IN AGUEDA
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Abstract: The demand for more sustainable tourism practices has been increasing
worldwide, particularly in historically rich regions and smaller urban centres like Agueda,
Portugal, where the Historic Vouga Train significantly attracts visitors. This study aims to
analyse the intersection between the use of the historic train and sustainability principles,
focusing on tourist demand in the region.

The methodology adopted for this research was based on the analysis of news reported
by media outlets from 2020 to 2023 about the editions of the Historic Vouga Train. The
analysis covered journalistic coverage regarding the tourist impact, as well as the
frequency of news. Data from official reports by CP regarding passenger numbers were
also analysed to verify the train's impact on tourist demand and sustainable development
in the Municipality of Agueda.

Results reveal that the Historic Vouga Train has been a catalyst for tourism in Agueda,
attracting visitors interested in preserving historical and cultural heritage and experiencing
travel aboard a century-old locomotive. Furthermore, sustainable initiatives such as
promoting public transportation, minimising environmental impact, visiting the Museum
Centre, and participating in ethnographic groups have been increasingly valued and
highlighted in journalistic narratives.

This study contributes to a deeper understanding of how railway heritage preservation
can be integrated with sustainability goals, stimulating sustainable tourism and promoting
local economic development. Continuous efforts are recommended to maximise the
social, environmental, and economic benefits of the Historic Vouga Train, ensuring its
continued relevance as a sustainable tourist resource in Agueda, justifying the continuity
of this service by CP as well as investment in restoring the steam locomotive.

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OP. 180 WEATHER AND CROPS IN PORTUGAL IN THE EARLY 19TH
CENTURY, AS DESCRIBED BY FOREIGN CIVILIAN VISITORS AND
MILITARY TROOPS
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Abstract: Paper Discussions about climate changes and the global warming we are
already feeling are widely spread in our days. However, the earth has had other
changes, some quite dramatic, that happened millions of years ago.

However, from the 16th to the 19th centuries, what is known as the Little Ice Age, a
cooling of temperatures in the North Atlantic regions had repercussions in southwestern
Europe, as according to some authors there was for instance a sand invasion along the
Portuguese coast.

Taking in consideration this and other studies that deal with temperatures, rainfalls,
crops and prices, we would like to draw the attention to the weather Portugal faced in
this period. They will explain the narratives of the civilian visitors and of the soldiers who
invaded Portugal and Spain in these years, when they speak about the harsh and cold
weather conditions they had to face. This is quite different from nowadays, as due to the
massive human intervention we are experiencing a dangerous climate warming.

HERITAGE AND TECHNOLOGY: THE "ART NOUVEAU PATH" ON THE "EDUCITY"

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Abstract: We are living in the urgency of sustainability, which is one of today's
fundamental themes. The value of cultural heritage towards sustainable development is
perceived since the mid-20th century [1]. Built heritage as an enabler of identity and
memory [2], as well as a space for learning [3] [4], has gained new possibilities through
mobile technological solutions. The triad of Education, Heritage and Technology reveals
a set of potentialities linked to innovation and originality, which are essential for arousing
students' curiosity and involvement [5], [6]. This work aims to conceptualise the mobile
augmented reality game "Art Nouveau Path" in the "EduCITY" app. This game promotes
Education for Sustainability through Aveiro's Art Nouveau built heritage. This work aims
to i) present the EAUCITY project and its characteristics, and ii) present the "Art Nouveau
Path" and its educational resources in the development of competences for Education
for Sustainability. This explores the potential of Art Nouveau as a style linked to nature
and environmental concerns. Considering the characteristics of the EAuCITY application
and the "Art Nouveau Path", the role of Augmented Reality in Education will be explored,
associating it with curriculum development. To achieve this, a narrative literature review
was conducted to map information on these issues and stimulate new research. It
should be noted that the game is still under development, but the pilot project points to
its value in raising awareness of environmental and sustainable development issues
through the valorisation of heritage, digital literacy, and as an innovative educational
proposal.

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Abstract: No processo de urbanizacdo, a populacdo rural desloca-se para as cidades,
aumentando a populacdo urbana e alterando o tipo de ocupacdo do solo [1]. O
crescimento populacional e a intensificagdo das atividades econdmicas, levam ao
aumento da procura de solo para a constru¢do de edificios, redes viarias, e outras
infraestruturas [2]. A impermeabilizacdo dos solos é uma consequéncia do rapido
desenvolvimento socioecondmico da nossa sociedade [2].

O objetivo do trabalho compreende a andlise das probleméticas a impermeabilizacao
dos solos, numa perspectiva comparativa entre dois anos, para no final, apresentarmos
solugdes, tendo em vista a resolugdo ou minimizacdo do problema. A area de estudo
localiza-se no “coracdo” do Centro Histérico da cidade do Porto. Area esta que seria a
primeira a sofrer processos de urbanizagdo na cidade. A metodologia utilizada foi a
vetorizacdo das areas permeaveis (por serem menores), em 1892 e em 2022, de forma
a fazer uma analise comparativa. Posto isto, foram selecionados dois casos concretos,
onde a diminuicdo da area permeavel foi mais notoria, procurando as justificacdes.

Em 1892, as areas permeaveis (20,3%), eram maioritariamente, representadas por
grandes quintais, tipicos das residéncias dos séculos anteriores na cidade do Porto. Ja
em 2022, o valor é ainda mais preocupante, correspondendo a areas permeaveis,
apenas 5,1% da area de estudo, sendo elas bastante fragmentadas e apresentando um
tamanho bastante reduzido.

As solucdes propostas baseiam-se, sobretudo, em solugbes de base natural, tendo
em vista a sustentabilidade urbana da area de estudo.

Abstract: Este trabalho estuda as praticas de formacao profissional em instituicbes
particulares de solidariedade social, no periodo anterior a pandemia COVID-19, em
contexto pandémico e pds pandémico. A formacdo profissional no 3° setor, também
conhecido como setor ndo lucrativo, é tdo crucial quanto em qualquer outro setor, pois
permite que o0s profissionais adquiram 0s conhecimentos e as competéncias
necessarias para desempenhar suas funcdes de forma eficaz e eficiente.

Neste estudo, foram inquiridas 27 IPSS e instituicbes equiparadas, sendo obtidos
resultados de 24 instituicdes (88,8%). Foi adotada uma metodologia de natureza
guantitativa, um inquérito por questionario, com questdes fechadas, abertas e de
escolha mdltipla. A aplicacdo do questionario cumpriu 0s principios éticos em vigor a
nivel nacional. O questionario foi fornecido e preenchido online, utilizando a ferramenta
Google Forms, preservando-se 0 anonimato dos seus intervenientes, incluindo o das
IPSS. Para tratamento das informacfes reunidas nos questionarios, realizou-se a
analise através do programa estatistico R-Studio.

Embora com carater exploratério, este estudo possibilitou os seguintes resultados:
antes da pandemia, em 87,5% das instituicdes existia formacédo profissional aos
colaboradores. Em contexto pandémico, a maioria das instituicbes diminuiu a carga
horéaria de formacéo profissional, tendo o regime e-learning ganhado dimensao face ao
regime presencial. As teméaticas que em periodo anterior a pandemia eram variadas, em
contexto pandémico, reduziram-se e restringiram-se a temas relacionados com a
prevencdo, nomeadamente préaticas e procedimentos de combate a Pandemia COVID-
19, higiene e seguranga no trabalho e primeiros socorros.

Abstract: A Agenda 2030 é um plano que intenta equilibrar probleméticas mundiais
para garantir a sustentabilidade do planeta, possuindo 17 Objetivos de
Desenvolvimento Sustentavel (ODS). O Brasil aderiu a essa Agenda e muitas
universidades publicas tém buscado implementar agdes que contribuam com os ODS.
Objetivou-se neste trabalho, identificar as acfes de gestéo relacionadas aos 17 ODS na
Universidade Federal do Espirito Santo (Ufes), Brasil, apos a criagcdo dessa Agenda. A
metodologia foi um estudo de caso, ex post facto, com dados quantitativos e
gualitativos. Foram analisadas, por meio do método comparativo e estatistica descritiva,
as acOes de gestdo realizadas entre os anos 2016 a 2022. Os resultados foram: entre
2016 a 2019, ocorreram em média anual, 79 a¢cbes, com a mesma semelhanca entre os
ODS; em 2020, houve maior quantidade de ac¢bes (27%) principalmente relacionadas
ao ODS 3 (saude e bem-estar), em decorréncia da pandemia da Covid-19; ja em 2021,
houve menor quantidade de a¢des do ODS 4 (educacdo de qualidade) enquanto que,
em 2022 ocorreu 0 maior numero de agbes desse ODS para todo o periodo analisado
(37%), cujas acdes visavam a seguranga no retorno as atividades presenciais. O ODS 6

Abstract: Spain has numerous photogrammetric flights since the first one in 1956 (the
named American flight “Series B”, which cover the entire Iberian Peninsula, including
Portugal and Spain). The study of the evolution between 1956 and 2014 of “La Salvé”
beach in Laredo (North Spain) has been carried out through the photogrammetric
restitution of the coastline -in the limit of the dune system- to obtain a map at 1/5,000
scale. Previously, a ground control points with a high precision of 50 cm was carried out
to compensate the poor quality of the 1956 flight. The 2014 flight was chosen because in
February 2014 there were large storms that coincided with high tide, a tidal coefficient
greater than 100 and greater than 5 m high waves on the coastline that caused
important changes on the beachline. Since 2014, the beach monitoring has been carried
out using terrestrial laser scanner (TLS). Two uninterrupted annual surveys have permit
to obtain 17 measurements, every year one prior to the winter storms -October and
November months- and the other one in spring -March, April or May months-. TLS is a
technique that allows obtaining a large number of 3D points and precisions of 2 cm in
the measured points including the error of the GNSS and the instrument. Between the
years 1956 and 2014, the retreat of the coastline of the “La Salvé” beach was
determined to be 90 m, and between the years 2014 and 2024 the retreat of the dune
front was 20 m.

This research aims to demonstrate the integration between both techniques (aerial
photogrammetry and TLS), since historical photogrammetry allows us to extend the
study period (until 1956) and TLS allows us to add current measurements with great
precision.

Abstract: The outermost regions of the European Union are mostly considered under
its barriers, namely remote location, insularity and/or dependence on a certain products.
However, in the islands of the Autonomous Region of Azores because of seasonal
isolation, people and the local administration worked for the self-sufficiency in food
production and storage. Along with the cereals and the cattle, wine has historically been
one of the most important agricultural products. Therefore, the plantation of vineyards is
as old as the settlement of the 15th century. The traditional vineyards, locally named
currais are composed of small parcels bordered by dry stone walls and often the soil is
covered by a layer of stone. Being mostly located along the coastline, the vineyards are
part of the Nature Parks. These landscapes are therefore of high environmental,
aesthetic and historical value.

With this background, the Azorean viticulture is an inspiring example of traditional
practices that need few adaptations to be a in accordance to the present and future
environmental planetary needs.

Following a qualitative content analysis of policies at European, national and regional
level, the goal of this research is to show how the traditional small-scale viticulture of the
Azores Islands: i) created high quality landscapes and ii) its characteristics meet
agricultural, environmental and landscape policies at different territorial scales.
Furthermore, this viticulture is in accordance to the UN Sustainable Development Goals
regarding: i) responsible consumption and production and ii) life on land. Finally, it fits
the premisses of the UN Decade on Ecosystem Restoration.

Abstract: Under the terms of the Constitution of the Republic, the Armed Forces,
institutionally responsible for the country’s military defence, can collaborate in Civil
Protection missions. According to the conceptual and doctrinal framework of Civil
Protection, as this is an “all for all” activity, where public and private entities coexist, it is
also expected, and even required, to change the paradigm of citizen commitment, with a
view to greater intervention as the first Civil Protection agent. However, at the level of
public representation, there is a tendency to consider this participation as one of the most
serious flaws in the Civil Protection system. Therefore, differentiated social perceptions
emerge inthis panorama, which, due to their respective cultural idiosyncrasies, define the
characteristics and organization of the Armed Forces with a spirit and discipline that
enable them to have a greater capacity to respond quickly and effectively, filling
“shortcomings” and “deficits” usually attributed in this matter to civil organizations, given
the emergence of new dangers and threats. This work reflects on the implications,
advantages and disadvantages that would result from greater commitment by the Armed
Forces to Civil Protection. To this end, members of the Armed Forces and other agents,
personalities and different interlocutors linked to Civil Protection were interviewed. The
conclusions discuss the importance of this theme, particularly in light of paradigm shifts in
today's societies, opening lines of action for its understanding and possible development.

O artigo apresenta diferentes argumentos que sustentam o processo de
implementacdo de normas de seguranca e a formacédo em Técnicas de Sobrevivéncia e
Resgate em Incéndios e enfatiza a necessidade de entender os fatores que influenciam a
percecdo de seguranca dos bombeiros.

A adocao de abordagens sustentaveis e o aprimoramento continuo das técnicas de treino
sdo cruciais para desenvolver estratégias eficazes de gestao de risco, visando aumentar
a segurancga dos bombeiros e melhorar a eficicia das operag¢des de combate a incéndios
urbanos. Limitacdes incluem a escassez de informagdo nacional, a adaptabilidade do
modelo a outros corpos de bombeiros e a impossibilidade de medir a percecdo de
seguranca dos bombeiros e seu impacto nas novas abordagens, como as EIR. Estas
limitacBes sugerem novas linhas de investigacdo para expandir o estudo sobre o modelo
organizativo dos bombeiros e a integracdo nos planos de intervengdo para incéndios
urbanos.

Abstract: The current public agenda offers a great opportunity for research and in-
depth analysis of the repercussions of infrastructure and economic planning policies on
socio-territorial cohesion in Spain. The regional decentralisation framework has allowed
us to achieve great levels of well-being, but it also has its chiaroscuros. The ongoing
restructuring of our interurban system and the scalar decoupling between territorial
dynamics and its governance are generating huge eco-social challenges. On one side,
the continued extension of the peripheries of the metropolitan areas shows the
deficiencies in affordable access to dwelling and job stability for the youngest
households. Also, the reproduction in them of complex patterns of residential
segregation without control mechanisms and an entrenched delay in the adaptation of
public transport systems to the new needs of daily commuting. Today, less than half of
the population that operates in their labour markets lives in the central municipalities of
the metropolitan areas, so focusing ecological transition measures on them is inefficient
and generates a high level of social discontent for populations 'expelled' from centrality.
Other side, the ongoing depopulation of inner areas (which is already affecting also their
main urban centres) is leading to the consolidation of rural development policies that
perpetuate economic models of extractivism, hyperproductivism, and reappreciation in
value of environmental and heritage assets with negative environmental externalities,
insofar as they are subordinated to an increase in seasonal commuting. Paradoxically,
housing is also a major problem in rural areas, along with the lack of economic activity
that generates stable employment.

Abstract: O sistema educacional italiano, apesar da sua rica histéria e tradicao,
enfrenta diversos desafios que afetam a qualidade da educacgéo e o futuro dos jovens
do pais.

No que diz respeito & qualidade do ensino, ha preocupag¢fes em algumas escolas,
nomeadamente em relacao a falta de inovacao pedagdgica e a sobrecarga de trabalho
dos professores. A necessidade de investir na formacdo e no desenvolvimento
profissional dos professores é crucial para melhorar o ensino.

Muitas escolas italianas enfrentam problemas de infraestruturas, como a falta de
espaco e a existéncia de instalagcfes precérias.

E, pois, necessario investir na educacéo dos jovens para garantir que todos os italianos
tenham acesso a uma educacéo de qualidade.

Esta investigacdo, vinculada a area de estudo da Unido de Freguesias de Rio Torto e
Lagarinhos, municipio de Gouveia, pretende, em primeiro lugar, diagnosticar as
principais tendéncias socioeconémicas presentes nesta regido, de forma a que, numa
segunda etapa, seja delineada uma estratégia de dinamizacdo desta area,
fundamentada no aproveitamento dos seus recursos naturais e assente nas diferentes
formas de diversificar a sua base econ6mica, tornando esta unido de freguesias um
local de maior atratividade e assente segundo os ideais da resiliéncia e
sustentabilidade.

A multifuncionalidade e diversidade dos espacos rurais permite a elaboracdo de uma
estratégia a varios niveis, contemplando diferentes setores, e por isso, mais eficiente.
Aproveitar os recursos enddgenos de cada espaco rural, potencializando social e
economicamente a sua exploracdo € o ponto de partida de todo o processo de
desenvolvimento e revitalizacdo destes espacos. Portugal possui uma forte tradicdo
vinicola, onde se inclui a Unido de Freguesias de Rio Torto e Lagarinhos. Investir nesse
setor é crucial para o desenvolvimento socioecondmico local. A producdo de vinhos
nesta regido em altitude, destaca-se no mercado e emprega muita mao-de-obra. O
turismo associado a produgdo vinicola, com visitas a adegas e participacdo na vindima,
€ uma estratégia exequivel, com a tendéncia de acréscimo significativo de dormidas e
proveitos no turismo em Gouveia em 2022. Além do facto da unido de freguesias se
inserir no Parque Natural da Serra da Estrela, rico em patriménio cultural e natural,
assim como pela gastronomia. Sendo que é possivel explorar as potencialidades
histéricas e culturais presentes, como € o caso da Anta da Orca ou as iniciativas
simbdlicas das Terras de Transumancia. O turismo desportivo representa também um
significativo potencial de crescimento, com projecdes a apontarem um aumento de seis
vezes até 2030.

O turismo ndo pode nem deve representar a Unica fonte econémica da area, dai surge a
necessidade de aliar o tecido empresarial presente na area, fortalecendo sinergias e
criando orientagOes claras e coordenadas entre elas, como constante pelos diversos
exemplos de associativismo.

Abstract: O turismo rural é, cada vez mais, visto como uma forma de desenvolvimento
das areas mais rurais que ndo apenas se limita a impulsionar a economia local como
também preserva e valoriza o0 patriménio natural e arquitetdnico, e promove as
tradi¢cOes culturais. A presente composi¢do tem conta a freguesia de Vila Verde em Alijé,
distrito de Vila Real, que possui como entraves ao seu desenvolvimento problemas
como a falta de populacdo devido ao acentuado envelhecimento e progressiva
emigracdo para as cidades e para alguns paises da Europa como a Franca e o
Luxemburgo, o abandono de habitacbes e de servicos basicos como cafés e
mercearias, consequéncia da saida da populacdo. As fracas acessibilidades a freguesia
também sdo um entrave ao desenvolvimento assim como a falta ou inexisténcia de
emprego. Olhando para a freguesia de uma perspetiva positiva a mesma apresenta
potencialidades como a existéncia de pontes, vias e casas romanas capazes de
promover o turismo rural, também dentro do mesmo tépico as casas brasonadas que
promovem o turismo rural e a criacdo de emprego local; as crencgas e a as festas dos
Santos Populares que na sua maioria se realizam no verdo atraem muitos imigrantes
gue voltam a sua terra natal e também populacdo de aldeias envolventes para participar
nas mesmas; a vasta dimensao de terrenos agricolas para a possivel promog¢do de
atividades agricolas; a existéncia de apenas um lar em Vila Verde; o conjunto
arquiteténico do Santuario do Senhor de Perafita pois a mesma era conhecida na
antiguidade como a terra dos Judeus; a existéncia de um campo de futebol abandonado
em Souto de Escaréo e a tradicdo dos tapetes de flores para festejar o corpo de deus
gue atraem bastantes visitantes, que nao podem ser desperdicadas. Através da
realizacdo do estudo de campo, da leitura de bibliografia, do acesso a ferramentas
como Google Earth e o Maps e analise de dados através da recolha dos mesmos nos
censos INE 2021, foi possivel compreender as caracteristicas desta freguesia e desta
forma elaborar propostas para o seu desenvolvimento enquanto area rural. Através dos
problemas e potencialidades apresentadas pretendemos arranjar solugcbes e propostas
para promover a atracdo de populacdo para a regido investindo em algumas das
potencialidades existentes que nos parecem as mais atrativas tendo em conta a regiao
e 0S recursos existentes, tentando assim mitigar os problemas.

Estas propostas, centram-se no turismo rural, com foco essencialmente na promocéao
do patrimonio imaterial, como festas e celebracGes previamente existentes, e na
valorizacdo do edificado histérico. Propostas como o investimento na recuperacao,
reconstrucdo e reabilitacdo das habitacbes que se encontram ao abandono e
desabitadas e também nas que apresentam brasdo para a criacdo de turismo rural
através de alojamentos locais e hotéis. Para promover a atracdo da populagdo para
estes locais, € necessario investir nas infraestruturas basicas e também inovar em
aspetos que nado foram desenvolvidos, mas que sdo importantes nos dias de hoje, como
a internet.

P. 7 UMA APOSTA NO TURISMO RURAL EM VILELA SECA
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Pinho?®
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Abstract: O espaco rural ocupa uma parte significativa do territério portugués e nele
desenvolvem-se essencialmente atividades agricolas, mas também outras atividades
como o artesanato e o turismo. Como tal, a agricultura mostra-se como uma atividade
econdémica com grande importancia, uma vez que o seu principal objetivo consiste em
produzir alimentos e os alimentos sdo essenciais para a alimentacdo do ser humano.
Em Portugal, apesar da sua pequena dimensédo, existe uma grande diversidade de
paisagens rurais que refletem as carateristicas naturais de clima e de relevo, bem como
a evolucdo dos acontecimentos histéricos e das tradicbes locais. No entanto, a
realidade, é que a populacdo se distribui de maneira desigual no territorio portugués,
verificando-se uma clara tendéncia para a concentracdo da populacdo ao longo do
litoral e nos grandes aglomerados urbanos e por outro lado evidencia-se um interior
mais despovoado. No entanto, apesar do espaco rural apresentar inumeras
problematicas, também mantém potencialidades e especificidades que necessitam de
ser revitalizadas.

Neste contexto, o trabalho incide sobre Vilela Seca, uma freguesia pequena situada em
Chaves, com um foco na identificacdo do que la existe, a nivel de patrimonio material,
natural e gastronomia, bem como a nivel da agricultura e pecuaria e na posterior
elaboragdo de um conjunto de propostas para valorizar a freguesia e potenciar Vilela
Seca. Como tal, para execucéo deste trabalho recorreu-se a selecao de alguns artigos
cientificos sobre o tema abordado tanto a nivel nacional como a nivel europeu, ao
levantamento de dados estatisticos para Vilela Seca no Instituto Nacional de Estatistica
(INE) e para complementar foi realizado um trabalho de campo que incluiu a realizag&o
de um inquérito aos residentes da freguesia de Vilela Seca, com o objetivo de
compreender a viabilidade da implementagcdo do turismo em espago rural como
fendmeno de revitalizacdo da freguesia de Vilela Seca.

O turismo em espaco rural revela especial importancia no que diz respeito ao
desenvolvimento rural, assegurando a revitalizacdo do tecido econémico do espaco
rural através da valorizacdo dos recursos enddgenos, da histéria, das tradicdes, do
patrimonio e da cultura de cada regiéo.

Em sintese, combater o despovoamento na freguesia de Vilela Seca, mostra-se como
uma preocupacédo, onde a migracdo de populacdo para as areas urbanas, a falta de
oportunidades de emprego, bem como o envelhecimento populacional estdo a ter
grande impacto, sendo, portanto, relevante que se implemente um conjunto de medidas
para combater este problema e potenciar a freguesia e, como tal, consideramos a
aposta no turismo rural, mais especificamente no agroturismo como a ferramenta chave
para a revitalizacdo da freguesia.

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P. 9 FERREIRA: ALDEIA DO OURO VERDE
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Abstract: No nosso poster, comegamos por dar uma visdo geral do que vamos falar,
tendo um enquadramento geogréfico e contextual. A Freguesia de Ferreira, em Macedo
de Cavaleiros, destaca-se pela producéo de azeite, representando um pilar essencial na
agricultura local. Sob o clima mediterranico propicio, os olivais da regido prosperam,
gerando azeite de qualidade excecional. Além da sua relevancia econémica, a produgao
de azeite em Ferreira € uma expressdo auténtica da identidade e cultura da
comunidade preservando métodos tradicionais por meio de técnicas manuais,
autentificando o produto. A producdo de azeite tem portanto um relevante impacto
econOémico positivo, gerando empregos locais na agricultura e industria associada. O
azeite, profundamente enraizado na tradicdo e histria da regido mediterranica, vai
além da sua funcg&o culinaria para tornar-se um simbolo cultural e econémico.

Ao analisar o contexto cultural, econémico e agricola, pretendemos oferecer uma visao
abrangente do papel central do azeite na identidade de Ferreira, destacando a sua
importancia para a sustentabilidade da comunidade e o seu lugar na rica tapecaria do
patrimonio gastronémico portugués.

A metodologia refere-se ao conjunto de métodos, técnicas, procedimentos e regras
utiizados em uma pesquisa ou estudo para alcancar seus objetivos. Em outras
palavras, € o caminho ou abordagem adotada para realizar uma investigacao, coletar
dados, analisar informacdes e chegar a conclusdes. A metodologia é essencial em
varios campos, incluindo ciéncia, pesquisa académica, negdcios, engenharia, entre
outros.

Iniciamos o trabalho com a pesquisa de artigos cientificos referentes ao tema com o
apoio da consulta dos recenseamentos agricolas. ApoOs, executamos trabalho de
campo, que inclui a realizacdo de uma entrevista ao presidente da junta. O nosso
objetivo baseia-se no processo da producéo de azeite, mas também nos problemas que
a freguesia enfrenta e que estratégias poderdo ser adotadas para 0s resolver, assim
como as suas outras potencialidades e oportunidades para além do azeite, o seu ouro
verde.

O lagar de azeite conta com um formato tradicional, pequeno e familiar, situado no
centro da aldeia. O processo comeca pela colheita das azeitonas, que sdo entao
lavadas e moidas num moinho movido por energia hidraulica. Seguidamente, a pasta
resultante é espalhada em capachos que sdo empilhados uns sobre 0s outros para
formar uma "torta".

Posteriormente, as tortas sao prensadas em prensas hidraulicas para extrair o azeite. O
azeite resultante é decantado e filtrado para remover qualquer material sélido restante.
O azeite é entdo armazenado em tanques de aco inoxidavel até estar pronto para ser
engarrafado.

Os lagares de azeite séo estruturas historicas usadas para extrair 0 azeite das
azeitonas. Eles sdo uma parte importante da cultura e da economia de muitas areas
rurais, como é o caso da freguesia de Ferreira. O desenvolvimento de lagares de azeite
em areas rurais pode trazer beneficios significativos a comunidade. Ao longo deste
processo 0 azeite vai adquirindo outro valor tal como a freguesia em estudo e
simultaneamente é-lhe acrescido valor acrescentado através da sua transformacéo.
Nesta linha, a promoc¢édo e desenvolvimento da freguesia passa pela capacidade de
atracdo de turistas que a producéo do azeite promove.
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Por ultimo achamos mais importante falarmos dos problemas desafiadores de Ferreira e
citar importantes oportunidades para o seu desenvolvimento além do azeite. Sao
inimeros os problemas por esta pequena freguesia enfrentados, mas ela mostra-se
igualmente repleta de tantas ou mais oportunidades compensatorias. Um dos mais
relevantes desafios que a freguesia enfrenta diariamente estd relacionado com a
auséncia de transportes e a falta de servigos basicos na freguesia. Este desafio impacta
diretamente a qualidade de vida dos habitantes locais, que se vém privados de uma
acessibilidade a esses mesmos servi¢cos no seu quotidiano.

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Abstract: O objetivo do nosso trabalho centra-se na revitalizacdo de uma das mais
diversas areas deprimidas espalhadas por Portugal, muitas delas desconhecidas. Estas
focam-se essencialmente no interior, e tendem a ser aldeias (historicas ou néo), mas
vivem essencialmente da agropecuaria e do turismo rural.

Para a realizacdo deste trabalho foi necessaria uma saida de campo a Fornelo
pretendendo desta forma entender os motivos que levam ao despovoamento de muitas
aldeias e regides tal como, “Fornelo” tendo esta solos muitos férteis para a agricultura e
pecuéaria principalmente para as culturas de forragem para os animais e para a
producao de leite e de carne, e ainda para a producédo de chas. Por outro lado, vimos
gue devido ao elevado uso de tratores e de adubos quimicos os solos ndo se
apresentam na sua melhor condigao.

O caso da freguesia e aldeia de Fornelo nédo é diferente, e esta foi a nossa localidade
escolhida atendendo a sua potencialidade agricola, bem caracteristico do municipio de
vila do conde, proporcionando paisagens deslumbrantes, bem como o incremento do
turismo rural, muito embora se trate de uma é&rea sem investimento e com um
despovoamento crescente.

Com este trabalho pretendemos analisar a area ao pormenor de maneira a arranjar
ideias e solu¢des que permitam dinamizar a area de estudo através de ajudas da EU de
modo que estas areas deixem de ser completos desertos habitacionais, ou seja, aldeias
abandonadas e pondo estas certas regifées de novo no mapa de Portugal de maneira a
ganhar importancia nas tomadas de decisdo. Além disso, estas mesmas regibes devem
ser renovadas de maneira a preservar o patriménio histérico que certas aldeias tém.

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Abstract: No ambito da Unidade Curricular de Dindmicas Rurais da Unido Europeia foi
proposto o estudo das potencialidades de uma area do pais a escolha de cada grupo.
No caso do nosso grupo, a area escolhida foi a aldeia do Vale da Porca, situada no
municipio de Macedo de Cavaleiros, no distrito de Braganca. Através de uma breve
pesquisa pelos Censos sobre a histéria demogréfica desta aldeia, percebemos que ela
sofreu constantes quebras demogréficas desde meados do século XX. Exce¢do a esta
clara tendéncia foi a década de 80 do mesmo século em que o numero de habitantes
desta aldeia aumentou significativamente em mais de 40% em relacdo a década
anterior. O ano de 1950 correspondeu ao auge populacional em Vale da Porca, tendo
sido atingido o valor de 580 residentes e atualmente apenas possui 239 habitantes, o
valor mais baixo de que ha registo (de acordo com os dados provisérios dos Censos
2021). Percorremos as ruas desta aldeia e foi I que encontramos os habitantes mais
idosos e que melhor se recordam da sua localidade e das suas histérias, disseram-nos
gue antigamente havia mais juventude e animagdo naquelas ruas agora um pouco
vazias. O largo agora com casas em ruinas, antes era local de encontro e agitagéo,
com dois cafés movimentados e um terceiro noutra rua que acabou por fechar. Mas o
gue essas pessoas sentem mais saudades € do barulho do comboio a passar na
estacdo, a movimentagdo constante de pessoas a chegar e a partir. Contaram-nos
muitas histérias daquela estagdo, memorias engracadas em tom de saudade. Ficamos
a saber que naquele mesmo local existiu uma exploracdo de calcarios, onde
transformavam a pedra cal, depois de cozida nos fornos (agora abandonados). Junto ao
rio Azibo coziam esta pedra que posteriormente guardavam nos armazéns agora
destruidos. Este negdcio empregava cerca de vinte pessoas, que extraiam a pedra,
coziam e armazenavam para mais tarde ser vendida e levada em carrinhas que
transportavam o produto para os comboios. Perguntamos o motivo pelo qual todo este
negocio até lucrativo tinha sido acabado, e disseram-nos que o dono faleceu e mais
ninguém deu continuidade ao projeto. O que recordam que até hoje se mantém ¢é a
alegria do retorno dos emigrantes no verdo para a festa da aldeia sempre em agosto e
a festa do Santo Ambrdsio, um santuario um pouco afastado mas que pertence a esta
freguesia e atrai gente de todas as localidades para rezarem, comerem uma merenda e
ouvirem um pouco de masica, um dia de convivio e muitas emocdes. Ao fim da estacao
e mais tarde do negocio da cal, a freguesia comecgou a perder movimento e populagcéo
residente, algo que nos deixam a pensar que se aquela estacdo e aquele negécio
continuassem la a funcionar, talvez aquela aldeia tivesse crescido e hoje teria mais
habitantes.

Com base em todas as histérias, propusemo-nos a arranjar uma forma de resolver esta
problemética da falta de habitantes. O grupo encontrou como possiveis solu¢cdes uma
maior aposta no turismo rural, uma vez que a populagdo mostrou uma grande abertura
em receber novas pessoas e mostrar o que de bom h& nesta terra para oferecer. Esta
solucdo, na pratica, passaria pela utilizacdo e aproveitamento de uma infraestrutura ja
existente, criada com o intuito de ser um alojamento local a casa de montanha, com
vista para a barragem é um edificio equipado com quartos, bares e restaurante, que
desde a sua construcdo a cerca de sete anos até ao presente que nunca foi utilizada,
estando o projeto abandono e sem utilizacdo, este projeto foi criado pela camara
municipal de Macedo de Cavaleiros, e se for devidamente aproveitado possui muito
potencial. Para além disso, ainda € possivel a recuperacdo de vérias habitagbes no

centro da aldeia tendo como horizonte a criagdo de habitagBes para alojamento local
(AL). A recuperacdo da casa de montanha iria gerar postos de trabalho, economia e
habitantes na aldeia, algo que iria beneficiar ndo s6 a freguesia como todo o concelho.
Outra solucdo passaria pela criacdo de espacgos para a pratica de atividades de lazer,
como a pesca junto da barragem anexada a aldeia e a recuperacédo da linha ferroviaria
(desativada atualmente) onde poderiam ser reinstalados veiculos tipo Railbike, onde os
turistas poderiam usufruir de uma experiéncia de lazer e aprendizagem. Como foi
mencionado anteriormente, uma das grandes festividades desta aldeia é a Festa do
Santo Ambrésio. Por isso, uma outra solucdo para a problematica em questdo poderia
ser um maior investimento nesta festividade através da criacdo/melhoria de
acessibilidades até ao santuario ja que é uma época do ano que atrai muita populagcéo
a aldeia e seria importante melhorar as condi¢des do local. Finalmente, uma possivel
solucdo mais virada para a economia seria a recuperacdo dos armazéns onde
antigamente se explorava a pedra cal que posteriormente da origem ao calcario.
Antigamente, este projeto era um grande potenciador da economia local, sobretudo por
empregar boa parte da populacdo da aldeia. Hoje em dia, a populacdo ativa vé-se
obrigada a sair da aldeia em busca de oportunidades de emprego. Concluindo, estamos
perante uma aldeia que a imagem de outras tantas no nosso pais sofreu nas Ultimas
décadas um brutal decréscimo populacional, com um decréscimo superior a 50%
relativamente ao ano em que tinha mais populacdo. A populacédo local, em que boa
parte se encontra na faixa dos 65+ anos (aproximadamente 40%), considera que
fatores como a desativacéo da linha férrea e o encerramento do negécio da exploracao
do calcario foram fulcrais no abandono da aldeia de Vale da Porca. A solucao para esta
problematica, no entender do grupo, passa pela recuperacdo daquilo que em tempos
ndo muito longinquos fez desta aldeia um lugar autossuficiente.

Keywords: despovoamento rural, turismo rural, recuperacdo de habitacbes, atividades
de lazer
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Abstract: Os espacos rurais na Europa e em Portugal apresentam um quadro mdaltiplo
de problemas e desafios. Este quadro de probleméaticas nos espacos rurais leva a uma
necessidade de implementar medidas que potencializem os valores dos territorios
rurais, numa perspectiva de sustentabilidade e plurirrendimento. Posto isto, este
trabalho tem como estudo de caso a freguesia de Lagares e Figueira, localizada no
concelho de Penafiel. Numa primeira fase, procura-se caracterizar a freguesia,
evidenciando os seus desafios e potencialidades, através da analise bibliogréfica,
estatistica e através de uma entrevista realizada ao Presidente da Junta de Freguesia.
Numa segunda fase, procura-se delimitar medidas de mitigacdo, selecionando as
principais particularidades do territério e potenciando-as, através de um plano de agéo
para o desenvolvimento do turismo. A Freguesia de Lagares e Figueira é uma das 28
freguesias que compdem o concelho de Penafiel. Foi formada em 2013, pela fusdo das
antigas freguesias de Lagares e Figueira. Encontra-se no limite sudoeste do concelho,
cercada pelas freguesias de Fonte Arcada a norte e por Capela a sul. Esta freguesia
apresenta varios desafios, nomeadamente uma diminui¢cdo de populacao, de 2866 para
2780 residentes. Por outro lado, apresenta uma tendéncia para o envelhecimento da
populacdo. Em 2021, cerca de 16.45% da populacao total da freguesia tinha 65 e mais
anos. Em termos de atividades econdmicas, apesar da agricultura representar uma forte
componente da identidade da freguesia, tem sofrido uma reducdo no numero de
exploracdes agricolas, bem como um envelhecimento dos produtores agricolas.
Contudo, a freguesia de Lagares e Figueira possui um patrimoénio historico, cultural e
arqueoldgico que o tornam unico e diferenciado de outras freguesias. Para além de
possuir inUmeros vestigios que datam para antes do século XVIII, apresentam também
um conjunto de 8 moinhos que tiveram uma enorme importancia histérica na economia
da freguesia. Atualmente, encontram-se abandonados e sem uso associado, cada vez
mais degradados e esquecidos.

Assim, é importante adaptar o territério e apostar na multifuncionalidade. Ou seja, criar
atividades para além da atividade agricola e que se interligam, gerando
plurirrendimento. Numa freguesia com tamanho patriménio histérico, o turismo rural
surge como uma estratégia importante. Uma das medidas € a reabilitacdo dos Moinhos
de Rego, localizados ao longo da planicie de Mozinho, em Figueira, criando uma
iniciativa chamada “Rota dos Moinhos”. O principal objetivo € manter os principais
materiais de constru¢do e recriar as tradicdes e atividades anteriormente praticadas
nesses moinhos, mas com foco em ter a participacdo dos visitantes nas atividades.
Procura-se promover a participagdo dos visitantes na producéo local, ao mesmo tempo
gue exploram tradicbes e se conectam com a populacdo local. Para além disso,
promove-se também o marketing destes eventos, a criacdo de alojamento local e um
museu proprio de Lagares e Figueira, que consiga salvaguardar os vestigios histéricos
da freguesia. Para concluir, apesar dos grandes desafios encontrados nos espacos
rurais em Portugal e na Europa, é necessario ter em conta as especificidades de cada
territério e criar incentivos para apostar nas particularidades. S&o estas potencialidades
gue tornam o territério Unico e aumentam a sua atratividade nacional, conseguindo o
desenvolvimento sustentavel, multifuncional, e que possibilite um plurirrendimento.

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Abstract: Com uma rica e diversa histéria, o potencial de Gandra nao deve ser
desvalorizado. E uma freguesia localizada no municipio de paredes, na orla oeste do
concelho, pertencente & grande metropole do Porto e contém varios espacgos tanto
rurais como urbanos, constando, ainda, do titulo de cidade. Este poster ira explorar as
potencialidades da freguesia, bem como os seus pontos fortes e ird procurar expor isto
mesmo de uma maneira sintetizada.

A recolha de dados estatisticos, do estudo de artigos e multiplas visitas a freguesia
permitiram a elaboracdo deste poster cujo objetivo €, deste modo, explorar ndo sé o
potencial da freguesia, mas também as potencialidades da mesma.

O foco de Gandra ndo deve ser s6 no desenvolvimento agricola, mas sim em um
desenvolvimento multifuncional. E essencial para a freguesia o investimento ambos no
ambiente urbano, e no rural, o qual ndo deve ser negligenciado. Notavelmente, com a
presenca da cespu, Gandra € uma cidade universitaria. A cidade tem entdo a
capacidade de atrair estudantes e populacdo jovem e dindmica. O investimento no
ensino ira tornar a que a cidade se torne mais inovadora e competitiva a nivel nacional.
O turismo e a aposta em alojamentos locais também poderao ter um papel fundamental
para o crescimento econdmico regional, deste modo, é essencial promover atividades
locais como a festa S&o Sebastido. A populacdo imigrante ou turista na regido, pode
ainda contar com boas acessibilidades e conectividade com a cidade do Porto.

Notavel ainda a importancia de se ter um espirito de empreendedorismo no que toca &
freguesia, com, por exemplo, o0 investimento em pequenas start-ups turisticas, a
dinamizacdo e a procura pela diversidade nas atividades locais e a valorizacdo da
infraestrutura e os meios de transporte publico.

As medidas que procuramos tomar, visam, entéo, a fixacdo de jovens e o aumento do
interesse do publico no espaco rural, que se encontra afastado do stress e da confuséo
das grandes cidades. Jovens este que se iriam encontrar numa localizagéo estratégica
proxima da segunda maior area metropolitana do pais.

Para fins turisticos convém ainda mencionar o vasto patriménio religioso da regido, com
a Igreja matriz de S&o Miguel de Gandra, a Capela de Sao Sebastido, a Capela de N2
S@ da Conceicdo, o Cruzeiro e Monumento do Centenario, junto a Igreja, a Casa de
Retiros da Granja, a Casa do Commendador, a Ponte da Pica e a Capela-Monumento a
S. Sebastido, o que torna a freguesia também muito propicia ao turismo religioso.

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Abstract: A relacdo entre o ser humano e o meio natural tem sido um tema de
investigacdo importante nas ultimas décadas, sobretudo com uma énfase no equilibrio
entre protecdo ambiental e uso sustentavel dos recursos naturais. O conceito de
desenvolvimento sustentavel procura refletir sobre o equilibrio entre as necessidades da
sociedade, no presente, sem comprometer as necessidades das geracdes futuras. O
presente trabalho investiga a intersecdo entre a conservacdo da natureza e as
atividades humanas que ocorrem dentro das &reas protegidas, reconhecendo a
importancia desses espacos no equilibrio ecoldgico, em Portugal.

O objetivo é identificar e discutir os principais desafios e oportunidades que emergem
da presenca humana em areas protegidas, com o intuito de sugerir estratégias para um
desenvolvimento sustentavel e responsavel. Para atingir tal desiderato, a abordagem
adotada envolve uma revisdo de literatura sobre a evolugdo das areas protegidas, uma
analise de politicas de gestdo ambiental e estudos de caso que exemplificam praticas
de cogestao e envolvimento comunitario bem-sucedidas.

Os resultados demonstram que, apesar dos desafios consideraveis, como a pressao de
atividades extrativistas e a necessidade de gestéo dos recursos, existem oportunidades
importantes para a conservagao através da educacao ambiental, investigacao cientifica
e turismo sustentavel. A cogestdo surge como uma estratégia eficaz, promovendo a
participacdo local e integrando o conhecimento tradicional com o conhecimento
cientifico na preservacdo ambiental.

Em sintese, existe uma complexidade em gerir &reas protegidas de forma sustentavel;
sdo necesséarias abordagens que harmonizem a conservacdo da hatureza e a
preservacdo ambiental com as necessidades de recursos e 0 bem-estar das
comunidades locais.

Abstract: Em virtude do aumento do custo dos bens alimentares essenciais, motivado
pela instabilidade causada com a guerra na Ucrania e como consequéncia do aumento
da inflacdo, o Governo Portugués introduziu em abril de 2023 uma medida de isencao
do Imposto de Valor Acrescentado (IVA Zero) num cabaz de 46 produtos alimentares
saudaveis recomendados pelo Ministério da Saude.

Neste poster analisdimos o efeito da medida de IVA Zero que vigorou entre 18 de abril
de 2023 e 4 de janeiro de 2024 e compardmos o impacto nos precos de produtos
agricolas monitorizados pelo Sistema de Informagédo de Mercados Agricolas (SIMA) em
diferentes regibes e mercados.

Com esta reflexdo pretendemos comparar a evolucdo entre os mercados de produtores
e abastecedores procurando identificar as tendéncias e diferencas verificadas entre a
producdo e o retalho. Esta abordagem difere de outros estudos efetuados que
avaliaram o cabaz completo de produtos alimentares, sendo que a presente abordagem
metodoldgica analisa os precos médios (minimo, maximo e frequente) de cada um dos
produtos do cabaz incluido nos setores dos frutos frescos e horticolas que o SIMA
acompanha e disponibiliza para efeitos de ftransparéncia de mercado e
acompanhamento das politicas de mercado.

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Abstract: Neste poster iremos abordar a intersecdo entre economia e sustentabilidade
na Alemanha, destacando as praticas inovadoras que impulsionam um desenvolvimento
econdmico sustentavel. Analisaremos como as politicas governamentais, investimentos
em energias renovaveis e iniciativas relacionadas com a eficiéncia energética,
contribuirdo para uma economia mais verde. A Alemanha, que é lider na producéo de
energias renovaveis na Europa, destaca-se pela sua abordagem holistica, incorporando
tecnologias limpas e estratégias ambientais em diversos setores industriais.

Exploramos também as implicag6es econdmicas desta transicdo, examinando como a
sustentabilidade se tornou um motor para a inovagado e a competitividade internacional.
Com a pesquisa e revisao de artigos e dados cientificos, iremos analisar se tem existido
um crescimento robusto nos setores relacionados com a sustentabilidade,
demonstrando que o compromisso ambiental ndo beneficia apenas 0 meio ambiente,
mas também podera impulsionar a prosperidade econémica.

Além disso, abordaremos desafios enfrentados neste processo, tais como a opinido da
populacdo que perdeu o emprego devido a esta transicdo, o custo da transicdo das
energias fésseis para as renovaveis e quais as fontes de energia predominantes na
Alemanha. A pesquisa baseia-se em dados recentes e estudos de caso. Este poster ir4
sintetizar as conquistas, desafios e oportunidades que emergem da interagdo dindmica
entre economia e sustentabilidade na Alemanha, mas também quais os objetivos
previstos para o futuro relativamente a transicdo energética.

Com um papel proeminente na mitigagdo das mudancgas climéticas e nos
impactos das diversas fontes ndo renovaveis, a Alemanha foi pioneira na adog¢ao de
energias verdes. Uma mudanca de paradigma relativamente a uma época em que se
operacionalizou, assim como em tantos outros paises, os combustiveis fésseis. Estes,
associados a baixos custos de producdo, tiveram, em 1973, consequéncias
significativas devido ao primeiro choque petrolifero, ressaltando a necessidade de
diversificacdo de fontes, nomeadamente por meio da energia nuclear. A mesma que
tem vindo a ser questionada ndo s6 por movimentos singulares mas também por
partidos que emergiram na politica nacional.

O foco numa abordagem dominantemente conceptual, determinou assim, a leitura
integrada da politica energética alema, numa relagdo de complementaridade com
tratamento de dados objetivamente relacionados a producdo energética, resultando
numa perspetiva construida nos obstaculos e nas solucdes aplicadas.

A experiéncia alema destaca a importancia da politica consistente e de longo prazo, do
apoio do Estado e da inovagéo tecnoldgica na promoc¢do do uso de uma energia mais
limpa, sustentavel e resiliente. A transicdo energética deste pais ndo é apenas uma
resposta aos desafios ambientais, mas também uma oportunidade para estabelecer a
seguranga energética e, possivelmente, assegurar a equidade social.

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P. 67 EXPLORING THE LINK BETWEEN THEORY AND PRACTICE: THE
IMPACT OF INNOVATION STAGES ON THE LEARNING PROCESS
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Abstract: The traditional approach to higher education is based on a theoretical learning
strategy, where students are subjected to a context of being mere recipients of
information, with a low interaction and motivation, without experiencing practical
experiences in real-world settings. Students are shaped as if they were machines by an
educational system based on a backward structure that pays little attention to creating
professional skills attractive to the market, such as innovation, critical thinking, and
creativity, limiting itself to teaching theoretical competencies. To bridge this gap between
theory and practice, higher education institutions have adopted various strategies,
including internships. In this domain, the present article aims to analyse the experience
of the Polytechnic Institute of Braganca (IPB) in implementing its Innovation Internship
pilot programme, co-funded under the Plano de Recuperacdo e Resiliéncia (PRR). The
study explores the perspective of around 50 trainees who had the opportunity to
undertake an internship, as well as the perspective of the companies that hosted the
interns. Through semi-structured interviews and a focus group, we hope to analyse the
interns' perception of the benefits of their experience in the initiative, as well as the
relevance of the internship for the development of technical and transversal skills.
Furthermore, we also aim to identify the main challenges experienced to contribute to
the creation of similar initiatives in other contexts. From the companies' perspective, we
hope to observe whether the presence of interns contributes to the ecosystem of new
projects development and whether the internship is a means of obtaining qualified
human resources.

Vale a pena salientar que, apesar de este problema
ser de cariz social, ndo deixa de ser justo dizer que o envelhecimento da populacdo tem
impacto noutro tipo de matérias, como a economia ou até mesmo na saude. A
populacdo ativa ndo vai ter as mesmas caracteristicas do que em outros paises, por
exemplo.

Com a realizacdo deste trabalho prético, pretendemos caracterizar o envelhecimento
demografico em lItalia, quais sdo 0s seus impactos no restante da populagdo, o seu
impacto noutros aspetos da sociedade e de que forma esta localizada por todo o pais.

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P. 122 PAISES BAIXOS - UM PAIS ENVELHECIDO? ESTUDO E ANALISE
DO ENVELHECIMENTO POPULACIONAL.
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Abstract: O envelhecimento populacional é, atualmente, uma das maiores
problematicas na Europa, encontrando-se os Paises Baixos em décimo segundo lugar
entre 0s paises mais envelhecidos do continente (Pordata).

Para além dos multiplos impactos de cariz social e econémico que uma populacao
envelhecida projeta na estrutura de um pais, os efeitos do envelhecimento populacional
extrapolam esta dindmica puramente demogréfica/econémica, constituindo-se como um
fator impulsionador de grandes transformacfes nos comportamentos e relacdes da
populacéo.

Para este trabalho, foi necessario estudar o estado da arte, recolher informacgdes
diversas, analisar os resultados obtidos e concluir, com o objetivo de mostrar a
evolucao do envelhecimento populacional nos Paises Baixos.

Segundo a Pordata, o indice de envelhecimento nos Paises Baixos era de 30,0% em
1960 e em 2022 de 131%. Em numeros absolutos, em 1960 foram recenseados
aproximadamente 1 033 703 individuos com idade igual ou superior a 65 anos,
enquanto em 2022 havia 3 563 310, ou seja, registou-se um aumento de 345% no
periodo em andlise (seis décadas).

Como solugéo, a Unido Europeia tem vindo a implementar medidas de diferentes
tipologias e dimensGes como Politicas de Emprego e Formacao Continua, Politicas de
Saude e Bem-Estar, Pensfes e Seguranga Social, Politicas de Habitacdo e Transporte
e Inovacdo e Tecnologia. As medidas preventivas visam evitar um maior agravamento
dos indices de envelhecimento e problemas associados; enquanto as medidas
paliativas destinam-se a proteger e cuidar da crescente populacdo idosa que se
consolida nos territérios da Unido Europeia.

Conclui-se que uma sociedade envelhecida apresenta significativas diferencas, visiveis
do ponto de vista social, quando confrontada com uma sociedade predominantemente
jovem, constata-se que as dinamicas comportamentais, alteram-se profundamente,
registando-se fortes contrastes num periodo téo curto.

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Abstract: A tendéncia de envelhecimento demogréfico tem afetado toda a Europa,
refletindo-se também em Franca. Este fendmeno enfrenta implicacbes graves nas areas
socioecondémicas e politicas, designadamente na seguranca social. O objetivo deste
trabalho é compreender as causas e consequéncias deste desafio preocupante e
descobrir quais as medidas que devem ser tomadas para o0 mitigar ou atrasar. Para
isso, realizamos pesquisa e analise de diversos artigos cientificos visando obter
informacéo prestigiada e indispensavel na abordagem a este assunto.

O declinio da taxa de fecundidade e o aumento da esperanca de vida constituem os
principais fatores para este envelhecimento, contudo, esta mudanga demografica, com
o envelhecimento dos “baby boomers”, (ndo compensados atualmente), conduz a
existéncia de uma populacdo ativa sobrecarregada com os sistemas de seguranca
social e de saude. O aumento da dependéncia dos pensionistas pode levar a problemas
de sobrevivéncia destes sistemas.

Para garantir a sua sustentabilidade e encorajar uma reforma mais tardia, 0S sucessivos
governos franceses tém aumentado o nimero de anos de contribuicdes necessarios
para aceder a uma pensao social publica. (Béland & Marier, 2006) O aumento da idade,
agora nos 64 anos, induziu a uma onda de protestos, sentida principalmente na capital
francesa em 2023. O governo francés tem apostado também em medidas de incentivo a
natalidade e apoios diversos aos imigrantes de modo a permitir que os resultados
provenientes do saldo migratério, compensem o saldo natural negativo.

Concluindo, o envelhecimento populacional em Franca tem-se intensificado, visto que
as medidas oficiais referidas nao tém sido suficientes para inverter esta tendéncia.

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Abstract: Com o aumento da globalizacdo e da urbanizacdo nas areas urbanas, as
areas rurais ndo acompanham igualmente esta evolucdo, fazendo com que os
problemas nestas regides se multipliqguem e se agravem. Uma das areas que se verifica
este cenario é em Tarouquela. Esta freguesia, desde meados do século passado que
tem revelado um certo declinio demogréfico crescente, apesar de demonstrar ter varias
potencialidades pelo que se destaca o seu patriménio paisagistico, arqueoldgico e
cultural. No entanto, as principais problematicas sao as débeis acessibilidades e o
éxodo rural (Ferreira, 2018).

Deste modo, temos como intuito abordar as duas problematicas anteriormente
referidas, caracterizando-as e apresentando possiveis estratégias para o
desenvolvimento de Tarouquela, valorizando as suas potencialidades regionais, sem
perder a identidade e valor cultural.

Como materiais e métodos para a realizacdo deste trabalho, para a vertente teorica,
tivemos como base diversas fontes como o INE, artigos, revistas e jornais cientificos.
Para apresentar a colecdo de dados recolhidos do INE, recorremos a cartografia e a
elaboracdo de graficos de forma a consolidar os dados e as respostas, bem como, a
analise dos mesmos. Relativamente a parte pratica, entrevistamos o ex-presidente da
Junta de Freguesia, Alberto Vieira, e Célia Vieira, uma ex-residente de Tarouquela, com
vista a auxiliar o entendimento destas teméaticas neste territorio.

As infraestruturas béasicas sdo essenciais para a sobrevivéncia e o bem-estar de
gualquer populacado, e Tarouguela apresenta muitos lapsos neste aspeto. As redes de
transporte e 0 saneamento basico sdo muito pouco desenvolvidos e concentra-se
somente numa parte da freguesia, conhecida socialmente por “Pinheiro”- lado ocidental
de Tarouquela.

J& no que toca ao éxodo rural, Tarouquela tem vindo a registar um forte declinio
populacional, devido a multiplos fatores, entre os quais, a emigracdo da populagéo,
sobretudo jovem; a diminuicdo da natalidade; as inadequadas e insuficientes
acessibilidades; escassas de oportunidades de emprego; etc. Este cenario tem vindo a
ser uma tendéncia, tal como em outras zonas rurais, em constante despovoamento,
onde se vao perdendo, também cada vez mais, os valores patrimoniais e culturais,
como referem os habitantes de aldeia (César, 2014).

Como estratégias para a resolucdo ou mitigacdo destes problemas, deve haver mais
investimento nas infraestruturas; a aposta na preservacdo cultural e a potencialidade
turistica da area rural em estudo, na medida em que se valorize e promova a heranca
cultural e paisagistica, fomentando, assim, a criagdo de emprego através do turismo
rural; a mobilizacdo da comunidade e maior participacdo da mesma em reunifes e
eventos comunitarios; dar voz aos tarouquenses, através de inquéritos integrar a
populacdo nas politicas feitas na freguesia; a diversificacdo econdmica, fixando
empresas, facilitando a criagcdo de oportunidades de emprego; e, incentivo ao
empreendedorismo local, pois € de extrema importancia a criacdo de inovacdes de
forma a impulsionar os pequenos negécios, tendo como modelo uma “smart village”,
isto é, apoiar as empresas e atividades que gerem inovagao.

Em suma, Tarouquela tem que desenvolver a sua rede de transportes para assegurar a
gqualidade de vida da populacdo e garantir a coesdo territorial, e ainda, promover
atividades econdmicas com base nas potencialidades da regiao de forma a elevar o seu
dinamismo e atratividade.

Abstract: Aridity is a major constraint for the future of protected areas (Pas) in
Extremadura (Spain) caused, among other factors, by increasing temperatures and
rainfall variability. This study evaluates the spatial and temporal variation of aridity in the
Monfragiie Biosphere Reserve. The De Martonne Aridity Index (MDI) is used to
determine how these parameters evolve and what will happen to current environmental
values. This index was calculated from monthly mean values of precipitation and
maximum and minimum temperatures from 108 meteorological stations over a 30-year
period (1989-2018). The results showed that aridity conditions increased at different De
Martonne stages.

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Abstract: The origin of the Virgin Sanctuary of La Montafa (the patroness saint of the
city of Caceres) dates back to the early years of the 17th century. The Sanctuary's
founder, Francisco Paniagua, arrived with an image of the virgin and settled in a cave
near Caceres. The environment of the original cave (first chapel) has undergone several
extensions (second chapel or chapel of 1630, third chapel or main nave of the Church of
1715, chapel that hosts the Christ of 1760) and in the twentieth century, a lodging house
was built next to the sanctuary. For the geometric study of the Sanctuary, the following
geometric techniques have been used: Terrestrial Laser Scanner (TLS), Unmanned
Aerial Vehicle- UAV and the Global Navigation Satellite System -GNSS-. The TLS was
used to measure the interior and exterior dimensions of the Sanctuary, and
photogrammetry was used to map the exterior roofs of the buildings. The GNSS was
used to georeference the entire architectural survey in the official Spanish coordinate
system (UTM ETRS89, Huso 29). The information obtained in 3D (X,Y,Z) has been
integrated into the HBIM methodology (Heritage Building Information Modelling),
modeling the building with the "Edificius" tool based on the point clouds obtained. From
this model, a study of the construction systems is carried out, where the use of
traditional techniques typical of the region of Extremadura is analyzed, such as the
construction of the brick vault without formwork, characteristic of both the Extremadura
region and the Alentejo region (Portugal).

Abstract: Espanha é um pais com grandes contrastes geograficos e climaticos o que
coloca desafios ao governo e a sua populacdo na distribuicdo e manutencdo dos
recursos hidricos. Pais heterogéneo, subdivide-se em 3 unidades geomorfoldgicas:
Norte e Noroeste, Central e Mediterranica. Apesar de no seu territério existirem rios de
grande caudal como o Tejo, o Ebro e o Douro, para além de alguns reservatorios e
lagos, ainda assim, em Espanha enfrenta-se a escassez de agua, especialmente na
regiao Centro e Mediterrdnea (centro, sul e leste), onde o clima é mais arido. As
mudancas climaticas, o turismo e praticas agricolas intensivas, contribuem para a
pressdo sobre os recursos hidricos, especialmente no verdo, dado o escasso caudal
existente nessa época do ano naquela regido. Este problema ainda se agrava se
adicionarmos ainda o aumento do consumo associado ao turismo.

Sendo a agricultura em Espanha muito dependente da irrigagdo, especialmente em
regides como a Andaluzia, de facto uma grande produtora e exportadora, ja que
abastece o mercado interno, mas exporta também para a Europa. Isso significa que é
essencial a gestao eficiente da dgua para garantir a sustentabilidade dessas atividades,
da economia espanhola, bem como o0 acesso a um bem vital para populagdo, a agua. A
implementacao de algumas politicas e medidas para gerir os recursos hidricos de forma
mais eficiente ja estdo a ser implementadas pelas autoridades governamentais, o que
inclui investimentos em educacédo e infraestruturas associadas a distribuicdo de agua,
para além de programas de conservagéo e reutilizagdo de agua.

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Abstract: We evaluated the effect of logging, fire severity and microsite conditions in the
natural regeneration of Pinus pinaster Ait. Throughout fifteen years we monitored 1900
pine seedlings of natural regenerated distributed in 19 plots of 1600 m2. We differentiate
three post-fire management treatments: stands with early logging of wood before
seedling emergence; plots in which the logging took place after the emergence of the
seedlings; stands where post-fire work was not performed. We also differentiate
between stands affected by combusted crown, or extreme severity, and moderate
severity plots, where the pine needle was killed but not consumed during the fire.
Parametric and non-parametric techniques were used to carry out the analysis. Pine
seedling survival was 31% and mean density in 2020 exceeded 2000 seedlings/ha. At
the end of the study period, the early logging plots showed greater survival and density.
Delayed logging was negatively related to survival and density values. Stands of
extreme severity were associated with a lower initial density of natural pine regeneration.
Microsite conditions and fire severity were strongly related to initial density and seedling
establishment, influencing more than different post-fire management alternatives. If
among the objectives of ecosystem management and economic sustainability of the
area, the need to ensure the future presence of P. pinaster is contemplated, it is
necessary to undertake work focused on the measurement of competition, as well as
preventive forest fire work aimed at reducing the fuel load.

TO THE CREATION OF FIRE RESILIENT LANDSCAPES IN PORTUGAL
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Abstract: In recent years, the increasing frequency and severity of wildfires in Portugal
have posed significant challenges to rural communities and ecosystems. The "Village
Condominium Program” has emerged as a proactive initiative aimed at creating fire-
resilient landscapes and persons, fire-resilient landscapes and persons, inhabitants.
This study explores the program's contribution to mitigating rural fire risks and
enhancing landscape resilience through a detailed case study. Data were collected to
assess the "Village Condominium" to its effectiveness in creating fire-resilient
landscapes in otic of rural communities and local entities. The municipalities of Géis and
Seia (Center of Portugal) were chosen for their high scores in applying for the mentioned
program. The research methodology involved qualitative analysis, including surveys,
interviews, and site visits, conducted The findings indicate that the "Village
Condominium" has been well-received by the rural communities in the Municipalities of
Gois and Seia, but still not expressively. The program's implementation has led to
positive changes in land use, promoting agricultural and agroforestry practices as
alternatives to traditional forest management. These changes have resulted in a
reduction of fuel loads and the creation of more fire-resilient landscapes.

The case study underscores the positive impact of the "Village Condominium” on the
creation of fire- resilient landscapes in rural areas. By effectively engaging rural
communities and implementing sustainable land management practices, the program
has demonstrated its potential to mitigate fire risks and enhance landscape resilience.
Continued support and further expansion of the program can contribute to the long-term
safety and well-being of rural communities and ecosystems.

CLIMATE CHANGE CONCERN

Abstract: The environmental risks associated with coal waste spoil heaps are
multifaceted and interconnected. Spoil heaps resulting from coal mining activities have
been the subject of extensive research, particularly in ecological restoration, climate
change and future weather events impacts. The combustion of fossil fuels, including
coal, contributes significantly to environmental impacts such as air pollution,
groundwater contamination, and greenhouse gas emissions, which in turn affects
climate change. In light of expected climate changes, the first step of this study was to
identify potential factors related to weather changes and their impact on the coal waste
spoil heap. Then, risk analysis was performed for the selected site using “if—then”
method to construct future scenarios for three components of environment: air, soil and
water. As the next step, the risk evaluation matrix for each predicted scenario was
determined. The results showed that some of the factors may have a dual effect. For
example, expected more intense rainfall may, on the one hand, cool the material in the
landfill and reduce the fire risk. On the other hand, intense rain can lead to surface
erosion and thus facilitate access of oxygen to the material, which may increase the fire
risk.

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P.73 ENVIRONMENTALLY SENSITIVE AREAS MODEL: AN INTEGRATED
MAPPING APPROACH OF DESERTIFICATION RISK ASSESSMENT IN THE
RIF MOUNTAINS, MOROCCO
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Abstract: Northern Morocco has semi-arid characteristics, with limited rainfall and very
little vegetation, making it vulnerable to desertification and land degradation. To assess
these risks, the Environmentally Sensitive Areas -ESAs Model is adapted to this region
by integrating local data on climate, soil, vegetation, and human practices. The main
objective of the study is to map areas at risk of desertification and to identify the main
pressure factors.

The methodology involved a combination of remote sensing approaches, geospatial
analysis, and field data collection. Satellite images are used to assess changes in
vegetation cover and land use over time. Soil and climate data are integrated into ESAs
models to predict future desertification trends, also, field surveys were carried out to
validate the model results and gather information on local land management operations.
The results of applying the ESAs model in northern Morocco revealed several important
findings. Firstly, the mapping of areas susceptible to desertification identified high-risk
areas, mainly concentrated in the Prerif zone. These areas were associated with a
combination of factors such as land over-exploitation, deforestation, soil erosion and
climate change. Second, the analysis of past trends showed a progressive deterioration
in vegetation cover and an expansion of degraded land over time.

Estando os paises da UE obrigados a respeitar as regras e normas impostas para
poderem conservar o estatuto de qualidade dos seus ecossistemas associados a
massas de aguas, ao abrigo da normativa Quadro da Agua tém-se realizado inimeros
projetos, um dos quais selecionamos para este trabalho. Trata-se do Pargue Nacional
de Dofiana no sul de Espanha, onde as alteracdes climaticas e a agricultura intensiva
ameacam a sua zona humida.

Efetivamente, da exploracdo de aguas subterrdneas, resultou um declinio nos niveis
freéticos, com a reducdo ou desaparecimento dos caudais de riachos, lagoas e areas
de vegetacao higrofila, além de mudancas quimicas devido ao uso de agroquimicos e a
infiltrag@o de residuos agricolas e urbanos.

Para a realizacdo desta andlise, apoiamo-nos na pesquisa e consulta de diversos
artigos cientificos sobre esta tematica, tendo em vista reunir os dados necessarios,
incluindo cartografia.

Pretendemos analisar os recursos hidricos e a sua variabilidade, avaliar os impactos
das alteragGes climaticas no abastecimento dos aquiferos e as a¢bes politicas atuais
tendente a correcdo dos problemas detetados.

Na apresentacao dos resultados, através de andlises técnicas e recursos cartograficos,
perspetivando representagfes graficas, de modo a quantificar e avaliar esses efeitos,
como o derrame de produtos quimicos no Parque Nacional de Dofana.

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Abstract: Nos tempos atuais, é cada vez mais comum o debate acerca das alteracfes
climéticas, com efeitos j4 sentidos em todo o mundo. A par disto, os efeitos da crise
energética na Europa impulsionaram o retorno a combustdo do carvao, agravando a
situacdo nas regides mais industrializadas e poluidas do continente.

Apos
a queda do regime comunista, 0 governo procurou reabilitar as areas mais afetadas,
nomeadamente a Boémia. No entanto, a rapida e recente industrializagdo da Silésia
(Pol6nia) e da Moravia fizeram ressurgir debates semelhantes aos concretizados na
década de 80 do século passado. A crise energética que a Europa enfrenta é outro
desafio, uma vez que o carvdo supre as falhas russas. A vista disto, serdo as “energias
verdes” a solucao? Qual a implicagdo da poluicdo atmosférica, tendo em vista cidades
sustentaveis?

Apenas com cooperacdo e compromisso com a sustentabilidade ambiental e social,
poderemos enfrentar estes desafios e construir um futuro melhor para todos.

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P. 181 SURFACE WATER QUALITY ANALYZES IN THE TESSALA
MOUNTAIN WATER TABLE (ATTOUCHE, TAFAKSITE AND MERICE),
WILAYA OF SIDI BEL-ABBES, ALGERIA

Abstract: Water is today threatened by pollution as a result of such degradation of
water resources. Knowledge of water quality is an essential condition for establishing a
management system that will help to secure water supply in the future.

Our research consists first of all to determine the water quality of Mount Tessala, based
on physicochemical and bacteriological analyzes of the water from three surface
sources, (Attouche, Tafaksite and Merice). We have studied the effect of some
physicochemical parameters which are mainly: temperature, pH, electrical conductivity,
TDS, salinity and turbidity; as well as the bacteriological parameters, which are based on
the detection and enumeration of total germs (total coliforms, E-coli, and fecal
streptococci).

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Abstract: Cities worldwide are increasingly vulnerable to climate change (CC) impacts,
presenting complex challenges that require urgent attention and strategic planning [1,2].
In response, many municipalities are adopting Local Climate Change Adaptation Plans
(LCCAP) [3,4,5]. The successful implementation of LCCAP relies on collaborative efforts
and coordination among diverse stakeholders [6,7], including the population, private and
public sectors, such as the Municipal Civil Protection Services (MCPS). Given that civil
protection action, spanning prevention, preparation, response, and recovery, constitutes
a pivotal facet of municipal climate adaptation, it is imperative to understand its role in
managing and implementing of strategies to combat CC. Thus, a survey was conducted
among Portuguese MCPS coordinators, utilizing Google Forms®. The survey, collected
between 10/24/2022 and 06/09/2023, gathered 279 responses, representing 90.6% of
total Portuguese MCPS. Statistical analysis was conducted using SPSS®. Findings
revealed that 53.4% of MCPS coordinators are aware of some form of adaptation
strategy to address CC within their municipality. Among these respondents, 59.1%
identified the preparation and implementation of LCCAP. Concerning the potential
aggravation of risks due to CC, 63.4% of MCPS coordinators acknowledged the
anticipation of such circumstances in their Municipal Civil Protection Emergency Plans
(MCPEP). However, an evident lack of alignment between LCCAP and MCPEP was
observed. This gap can compromise an effective response in both adaptation and
mitigation efforts against CC, which stands as one of humanity's greatest current
challenges. Only through concerted efforts can municipalities effectively confront the
burgeoning impacts of CC and ensure the well-being of their communities.

Abstract: No processo de urbanizacdo, a populacdo rural desloca-se para as cidades,
aumentando a populacdo urbana e alterando o tipo de ocupacdo do solo [1]. O
crescimento populacional e a intensificacdo das atividades econdmicas, levam ao
aumento da procura de solo para a construcdo de edificios, redes viarias, e outras
infraestruturas [2]. A impermeabilizacdo dos solos é uma consequéncia do rapido
desenvolvimento socioeconémico da nossa sociedade [2].

O objetivo do trabalho compreende a andlise das problematicas a impermeabilizacao
dos solos, numa perspectiva comparativa entre dois anos, para no final, apresentarmos
solucdes, tendo em vista a resolu¢cdo ou minimizacdo do problema. A area de estudo
localiza-se no “coracdo” do Centro Histérico da cidade do Porto. Area esta que seria a
primeira a sofrer processos de urbanizagdo na cidade. A metodologia utilizada foi a
vetorizacao das areas permeaveis (por serem menores), em 1892 e em 2022, de forma
a fazer uma analise comparativa. Posto isto, foram selecionados dois casos concretos,
onde a diminuicdo da area permeavel foi mais notéria, procurando as justificacdes.

Em 1892, as areas permeaveis (20,3%), eram maioritariamente, representadas por
grandes quintais, tipicos das residéncias dos séculos anteriores na cidade do Porto. Ja
em 2022, o valor é ainda mais preocupante, correspondendo a areas permeaveis,
apenas 5,1% da area de estudo, sendo elas bastante fragmentadas e apresentando um
tamanho bastante reduzido.

As solucdes propostas baseiam-se, sobretudo, em solu¢cBes de base natural, tendo
em vista a sustentabilidade urbana da area de estudo.

Ao aplicar-se uma perspetiva de justica climatica interseccional e abordagens mistas,
serdo identificadas as necessidades especificas das populagdes mais vulneraveis
(designadamente os mais jovens e idosos). Este estudo revela que as vulnerabilidades
sociais e climaticas, como a pobreza energética e a inadequacdo habitacional,
exacerbam os riscos climaticos para os residentes de rendimentos mais baixos,
procurando estruturar-se a rede de abrigos em areas de proximidade a estes locais.

Os resultados destacam a necessidade de reflgios climaticos, estruturados em
diferentes niveis de prioridade, que oferecam abrigo durante eventos climaticos
extremos, mas também abordem as desigualdades estruturais subjacentes.

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Abstract: Este estudo apresenta uma analise de modelacdo geoestatistica para a
estacdo do verdo no Funchal, Madeira, com base numa rede de 16 data loggers da
Froggit, instalados em diversas escolas a uma altura de 3,5 metros, conforme as
diretrizes preconizadas por Oke (2017). As observac¢Ges de temperatura e humidade do
ar foram registadas, em termos horéarios, desde 2021 e procuram estimar a evolugéo a
médio e longo prazo dos efeitos das ondas de calor, tendo em consideracdo os
cenarios de alteracdes climaticas (RCP 4.5. e RCP 8.5.).

A escolha do Funchal para estudo de caso revela-se fundamental pela auséncia de
estudos neste dominio.

Para andlise
geoestatistica, foram selecionados os verdes climatologicos entre 2021 e 2023. Os
sensores foram estrategicamente posicionados para capturar a heterogeneidade
geografica e da cobertura e uso do solo do Funchal. Foram consideradas
caracteristicas como distancias a costa atlantica, as classes de uso e ocupacao do solo,
a elevacao e a exposicao topografica dos quatro quadrantes principais (norte, sul, este
e oeste). A analise dos dados recolhidos procura compreender os padrbes de
temperatura e humidade do ar em relagdo as caracteristicas geograficas e urbanas de
Funchal, provendo contributos para a gestdo ambiental e o planeamento urbano.

Abstract:

Este estudo investiga a aplicabilidade de Solugdes Baseadas na Natureza (NBS) para
combater a obesidade infantii em &reas urbanas, com especial incidéncia nas
freguesias de Valadares e Vilar de Andorinho, em Vila Nova de Gaia. Reconhecendo a
obesidade infantil como um desafio multifacetado, este trabalho propde uma abordagem
inovadora que integra a requalificagdo de espacgos urbanos com a promocao de habitos
saudaveis entre as criangas.

Através de andlise de dados epidemioldgicos, avaliagdo do espacgo urbano e consulta
com stakeholders locais, desenvolvemos um conjunto de intervencdes focadas no
aumento da atividade fisica e na educacgao alimentar. Estratégias especificas incluiram
o desenvolvimento de "natural playgrounds" e a implementagéo de jardins comestiveis
em escolas, visando aumentar o contato das criancas com ambientes naturais e
promover o consumo de alimentos saudaveis.

As intervencdes propostas demonstraram potencial para melhorar significativamente os
niveis de atividade fisica das crianc¢as e reduzir indicadores de obesidade. Observou-se
também um aumento na consciencializacdo sobre alimentagdo saudavel e
sustentabilidade ambiental entre a comunidade escolar.

LABORAIS POR TRABALHADORES DE UMA ERPI

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Abstract: O envelhecimento populacional exigiu novas respostas de apoio, pelo que
surgiu uma necessidade de criar mais valéncias sociais e recrutar trabalhadores para
apoio da atividade. A medida que as profissdes desenvolvidas nas Estruturas
Residenciais para Pessoas Idosas (ERPI) amadureceram, compreendeu-se que
existem riscos laborais a que estes trabalhadores estdo expostos e que tém potencial
para afetar a saude mental, fisica e social dos mesmos. Assim, importa melhorar a
gualidade de vida no trabalho destes profissionais e prevenir 0s riscos a que estao
expostos através da andlise de riscos e da avaliacdo de riscos. Face a esta
problematica, o estudo tem enquanto primordial objetivo evidenciar os riscos a que 0s
trabalhadores de uma ERPI estdo expostos e conceber medidas de prevencdo como
vista a um controlo mais efetivo destes riscos. A metodologia que caracteriza o estudo
baseia-se na definicao do problema de investigacdo e nos objetivos gerais e especificos
definidos. Assegurou-se uma metodologia qualitativa, centrada num estudo de caso,
através do qual se obtiveram as informacgdes recolhidas. As técnicas de pesquisa de
recolha de dados utilizadas sdo a observacéo direta, a entrevista e o inquérito. Estas
sdo aplicadas a trabalhadores de diferentes setores numa ERPI, assegurando
diferentes fontes de informacdo. Perspetiva-se que os resultados digam respeito a
identificacdo de novos riscos e conseguir elimind-los ou controla-los, objetivando reduzir
0 numero de acidentes de trabalho que existem na ERPI. Espera-se, que os resultados
permitam aferir melhor qualidade de vida no trabalho destes profissionais e extrapolar
as medidas para aplicar noutras ERPI.

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P.107 THE 'SAFE VILLAGE, SAFE PEOPLE' PROGRAMS IN CARREGAL DO
SAL, PORTUGAL

Abstract: Rural fires emerged as a recurring research topic in Portugal in the late
eighties of the last century. After the year 2017, a tragic year in terms of the number of
deaths and material and environmental damages, profound legislative changes were
introduced. For example, creating the "Safe Village, Safe People" programs aimed at
providing the populations of rural clusters with the necessary knowledge for self-
protection and preparation for fires.

The current work aims to evaluate the implementation of the "Safe Village" and "Safe
People" programs in the municipality of Carregal do Sal in the Central Region of
Portugal. To this end, an online questionnaire was administered, composed of closed
guestions that used the Likert scale to the populations of the parishes in the municipality.
To deepen the analysis, 15 national-scale experts from various entities with
responsibilities in civil protection were also consulted.

Preliminary results indicate that most individuals have a very superficial knowledge of
implementing the programs. A considerable percentage of respondents residing in the
municipality of Carregal do Sal are not aware of the existence of the programs and their
objectives. Among the experts, the majority consider the two programs necessary in
preparing populations for rural fires. It is hoped that these results can contribute to
improving the implementation and management of the programs.

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P.23 A DIFICULDADE NO ACESSO A HABITACAO NA UNIAO DAS
FREGUESIAS DE SAO MAMEDE DE INFESTA E SENHORA HORA
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Abstract: A baixa oferta habitacional, € um problema atual, particularmente visivel nas
areas metropolitanas. A area de estudo é a freguesia de Sdo Mamede de Infesta e
Senhora da Hora, onde existe uma elevada pressao habitacional devido a proximidade
ao Porto, a boa oferta de servicos, transportes publicos e acessibilidades, aliada a baixa
oferta de habitac&o, principalmente para arrendamento.

Este trabalho apresenta os seguintes objetivos: (i) analisar a oferta, distribuicdo e
caracteristicas do mercado imobiliario; (ii) cartografar o mercado imobiliario; (iii) analisar
as medidas adotadas e sugerir possiveis solucdes.

Assim, recolheram-se dados do site “Idealista” (10 a 16 Out 2022) relativos a oferta
habitacional por tipologia de edificio, estado de conservacao, precos meédios, precos por
m2, e finalidade de compra e arrendamento. As informacdes foram representadas por
prédio e subsecdo no SIG. Por fim, foi realizado trabalho de campo para validacdo dos
resultados.

O preco médio da habitacdo para compra € de 330.460€ e para arrendamento é de
1.188€, enquanto o salario médio em Portugal em 2021 era de 1.326€, e o salario
minimo nacional ¢ de 760€ este ano. Observa-se que MatosinhosHabit tem sido
ineficaz no combate a pressdo do sector imobiliario, conduzindo a segregacgdo
econdmica e a gentrificacao.

Para combater a dificuldade de acesso a habitacdo, propomos: (i) promover o
arrendamento de casas devolutas para aumentar a oferta e diminuir os precos dos
arrendamentos; (ii) reabilitac&do urbana; (iii) reforcar o MatosinhosHabit para promover o
arrendamento, a reabilitacdo e a divulgacdo dos programas e planos nacionais de
arrendamento e financiamento.

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WHEN AND WHERE DID EXTREME WILDFIRE EVENTS (EWE) OCCUR AT THE
EUROPEAN SCALE, WITH AN ANALYSIS OF THE POTENTIAL INFLUENCE OF
VOLATILE ORGANIC COMPOUNDS

The occurrence of extreme wildfire events (EWE) has increased dramatically in Europe,
particularly in the Mediterranean region. In a first study (deliverable 1.7, FIRE-RES project)
we aimed to identify pre-fire landscape composition, dynamics and configuration associated
with the occurrence of EWE in Europe in 2000-2022. A set of 137 EWE were compiled into a
database. Corine Land Cover (CLC) data was used to analyze landscape characteristics of
selected EWE and corresponding unburned buffers, divided into distinct categories: outliers
in fire size at European scale (= 7400 ha), fires with extreme behavior or operationality
issues, and historical anomalies in fire size/impacts at the national scale. We found an
increasing EWE trend in Europe in 2000-2022. EWE occurrence was associated with lower
agricultural land area, higher scrubland area (for southern countries), and higher peatland
area (for northern countries). Unburned perimeters presented higher land cover diversity and
larger patches of agricultural lands for most countries. Wildland-urban interface was higher
in burned perimeters than in surrounding unburned buffers in southern countries.

The occurrence of EWE could also be associated with flammable gases released by
vegetation (in particular, volatile organic compounds, VOCSs) that accumulate and cause an
explosion by rapid ignition. In a second study, we aimed to assess: (i) the release of VOCs
from the leaves of some of the main Portuguese forest species (Pinus pinaster Aiton,
Eucalyptus globulus Mirb, Quercus suber L. and Quercus robur L.) after being heated to
different temperatures; (ii) the possible concentrations of these gases in the volume of a
forest stand; and (iii) the distribution of VOCs in the atmosphere of forests using remote
sensing. Preliminary results indicate that species such as P. pinaster and E. globulus have
higher concentrations of VOCs per unit mass of leaf, and higher values of mass per unit
volume of crown, indicating that forest with these species are more prone to the possibility of
EWE.
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PLANNING FOR FIRE RESILIENT LANDSCAPES

José G. Borges and WP2 FIRE RES team
Instituto Superior de Agronomia (ISA)/CEF

Traditionally, addressing wildfire risk has focused on simplistic and eventually unsuccessful
approaches targeting total fire exclusion. Moreover, the response to fire threats has been
mostly focused on fire suppression. Nevertheless, even the most modern and qualified
suppression systems are challenged by the high intensity and spread features of extreme
wildfire events (EWE) and fail to circumscribe burnt areas and fire impacts under such
conditions. This talk will outline research developed in the past targeting the integration of
forest and fire management. It will discuss the FIRE-RES project approach to extend this
research in order to address the specificity of EWE. The emphasis will be on adaptive
territorial management innovations that may encapsulate novel practices, namely fire
management models and adaptive management strategies, to mitigate the impacts of EWE
on forest ecosystems, and the provision of ecosystem services. Specifically, the talk will
focus on innovative actions to design pre-fire (prevention and preparedness) and post fire
(adaptation and restoration) landscape mosaics that are less prone to the occurrence of
EWE and that can facilitate detection and suppression in case an EWE does occur.
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DESIGNING WEARABLES FOR THE NEXT FIREFIGHTER GENERATION
MANAGEMENT

Firefighters (FFs) are a high-risk occupational group that is constantly exposed to different
hazardous environments (e.g. toxic gases, high temperatures) and severe stress and fatigue
with a negative impact on their health and performance, issues that are being raised at the
EU Parliament. Furthermore, existent firefighting operation management systems are usually
based on geography, fire spreading and resources information, lacking local and individual
FF status, behavior, and exposure. FIRE-RES has a specific area of research and
development that is working to try to mitigate this gap and provide real time data in a user-
friendly dashboard to be used during fire suppression.

INESC TEC is working specifically on the Internet-of-Things (loT) system and the wearable
devices that are going to be used by the FFs during fire suppression scenarios. INESC TEC
objective is to research and develop new wearable devices to monitor both physiology and
body-area environment and share in real time that information geolocated for visualization in
Tecnosylva web dashboard. Such system aims then to trigger alarms and deliver data for
better operational management during fire suppression but also afterwords for debriefing
analysis.

New wearable devices have been developed and tested successfully in controlled fires. The
next objectives within FIRE-RES are to integrate with Tecnosylva and test the full system in
a real operational scenario to collect feedback and understand the improvements that must
be done to totally fit the technology to the end-user needs.

RISK COMMUNICATION: WHAT SOCIETY WANTS TO KNOW?

Wildfire communication on the Internet is extensive, with a vast number of credible sources
distributing information on the topic. However, most of the information available is targeted
towards specialists, researchers, and stakeholders, failing to engage wider non-specialized
audiences.

Integrated into the FIRE-RES Project, we aim to address this gap by developing a Fire
Education Platform that aggregates information on Fire Resilience and directed towards
different target audiences: Researchers and technicians, Educators, Teachers and Students.
Our goal is to enhance wildfire knowledge dissemination by integrating scientific information,
risk communication strategies, user experience design methodologies, and interactive
technologies. The implemented methodology involves the analysis of existing fire platforms
and user research methods, including a survey and user-centered design exercises.

The effective communication of fire knowledge is vital for wildfire prevention. We expect to
improve it through the creation of the Fire Education platform. Our approach combines a
participatory design process combined with the implementation of multimedia techniques
such as interactivity and gamification.

We propose the joint action of these elements to foster engagement and knowledge
retention, and thus making the Fire Education Platform accessible and tailored to its user
needs and expectations, in both content and interaction, making essential fire information
more engaging and intuitive for all audiences.

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STRENGTHENING AIGP AND VILLAGE CONDOMINIUMS IN THE COIMBRA
REGION THROUGH COMMUNITY’S EMPOWERMENT

RESIST is a five-year EU-funded project, aiming to develop innovation strategies targeting
climate change adaptation across four European regions. Portugal is one of these regions,
with different case studies in Central Region (Coimbra Region and Médio Tejo). At Coimbra
Region, RESIST targets landscape resilience to wildfires, while contributing to the
socioeconomic dynamic of rural areas. Portugal has in place several policy instruments to
foster new land use and land cover practices, such as the Integrated Landscape
Management Areas (AIGP) and Villages Condominium. These instruments will also
contribute to overcoming constraints related to small-scale forest ownership, contributing to
land consolidation, and promoting joint interventions.

Greater use of participatory approaches in policy-making drifts from failures of top-down
policies and an increased perception of a better performance of participatory and bottom-up
decisions. The AIGP and Villages Condominium instruments benefit from stakeholder
engagement, strengthening a shared vision regarding the aims, activities, roles, and
responsibilities.

At the Coimbra region, stakeholder engagement includes technical visits and meetings with
municipalities and parishes councils, involving other relevant local stakeholders. These
activities were crucial to identify the main barriers hampering landscape transformation and
opportunities to promote territorial resilience to wildfires and climate change. Several
participatory workshops with local communities were held to identify forest owners and
involve them in the co-definition of the intervention plans for landscape transformation. The
interventions are being implemented by the CIM Regido de Coimbra in the first pilot areas,
and include fuel management and land use transformation, with species more adapted to
climate change and fire risk.
