GENERAL CONDITIONS FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE AGREEMENT 
LEGISLATIVE FRAMEWORK
ARTICLE 1 – LEGISLATION
This agreement is subject to the cotutelle legislation/regulation in force in each of the signatory institutions, namely:

· the University of Porto’s Regulation for International PhD Thesis Co-supervision (cotutelle) Agreements, of  February 21st, 2019;

· the General Regulation of Third Cycles of the University of Porto, as amended by Rectoral ruling of October 3rd, 2018;

· the Decree-Law 74/2006, of March 24th, in its version established by the Decree-Law 65/2018, of August 16th;

ADMINISTRATIVE TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
ARTICLE 2 – REGISTRATION
1. The doctoral student must be regularly registered in a doctoral programme at his home university and must register in a doctoral programme at the host university.

2. Both doctoral programmes must be recognized by the universities signing the present agreement as similar doctoral programmes.
ARTICLE 3 –SCHEDULE OF THE WORK PERIODS AT THE PARTNER INSTITUTIONS 
1. The doctoral student must undertake a work period at each one of the institutions, as indicated in the article 20 of the present document. 
2. The work period undertaken at U.Porto must have a minimum duration of 1 academic year (corresponding to at least 9 months of effective presence), and this must necessarily take place after the signature of the present agreement.
ARTICLE 4 – STUDY PROGRAMME
1. In accordance with the scheduling of the periods of stay, the student must carry out the training/research (by attendance or credit recognition) that ensures the compliance with the minimum duration of the study cycle required in each university for the defence of the thesis. Despite of this requirement, the deadline for completion of the study cycle may be extended until the expiration date of the thesis registration.
2. The several academic and research activities of the doctoral student must meet the requirements of both programmes in which the student is enrolled and must comply with the regulations in force in both institutions. 
3. When applicable, each institution will recognize, based on the information detailed in article 21 of the present agreement, the seminars, courses and research work successfully completed by the doctoral student at the partner institution. Each party will be responsible for transmitting, in a written form, to the other institution the results of the exams and the research papers.

PEDAGOGICAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS
ARTICLE 5 – PHD THESIS 
1. The cotutelle agreement must identify the subject of the PhD thesis – at the University of Porto, it is not required to specify the final title – proposed by the doctoral student and approved by the supervisor(s).   
2. The PhD thesis will be written in a widespread European language (Portuguese, English, Spanish, French, Italian), approved by the supervisors and must include an abstract in Portuguese or English. The protection of the research work results of the doctoral student, as well as its publication, are guaranteed and subject to the legislation in force in both countries and must comply with the procedures established in each institution involved in the cotutelle. 
ARTICLE 6 – SUBMISSION, DESCRIPTION AND REPRODUCTION OF THE PHD THESIS
1. The submission, description and reproduction of the thesis must respect the legislation in force in both countries.  
2. In the case of Portugal, in accordance with the national legislation, the PhD thesis are subject to a mandatory digital deposit in the Open Access Scientific Repository of Portugal, managed by the Fundação para a Ciência e Tecnologia (Decree-Law 65/2018, article 50, paragraph 1), and also a paper copy in the National Library of Portugal (Decree-Law 65/2018, article 50, paragraph 4).
3. In the case of XXXXX, in accordance with national legislation, the PhD thesis are subject to XXXXX.
4. The PhD thesis must necessarily mention the cotutelle (“PhD Thesis Co-supervision between the University of Porto and the University of XXXXX”), as well as, whenever possible, the inclusion of the logo of both institutions.

ARTICLE 7 – THESIS SUPERVISORS
1. The doctoral student will undertake the studies and research work under the co-supervision of a Doctoral supervisor at the University of Porto and a Doctoral supervisor at the University of XXX, as indicated in article 23.  
2. Both thesis supervisors commit to fully undertake their duties as tutors of the doctoral student and will provide their complementary expertise as thesis directors in their respective institution.
ARTICLE 8 – JURY AND PUBLIC DEFENCE
1. The nomination of the jury must comply with the regulations in force at both institutions and must be carried out by the competent authorities of the partner institution where the defence will take place and formally approved by the other institution. In case the conciliation of the rules in force in each one of the institutions is not possible, the principle of territoriality shall apply (in line with the regulation of the University of Porto), without prejudice to the necessary presence of at least one member of the partner institution. The doctoral student will be present to public defence only once, in one of the Universities, according to the established in article 24 of the present document.  
2. The institution where the defence will take place shall formally communicate the results of the defence to the partner institution through the issuing of an official document. Whenever applicable, it should be complemented by the minutes of the defence.

ARTICLE 9 – DOCTORAL DEGREE AND DOCTORAL DIPLOMA
1. The doctoral degree will be awarded by the two institutions in the field of study of the doctoral programme in which the doctoral student is enrolled, and after the approval of the PhD thesis defence.
2. At the University of Porto, the doctoral certificate and, if requested, the doctoral diploma (‘Carta Doutoral’), recognizing the doctoral degree, is issued with the mention of the ‘PhD thesis under co-supervision with the University XXX’. Additionally, a diploma supplement shall be issued following the terms and for the purposes set by the decree-law number 42/2005, of 22nd February, and the University of Porto’s Third Cycle General Regulation.
3. At the partner University, the doctoral certificate recognizing the doctoral degree shall also mention the PhD thesis co-supervision with the University of Porto and, when applicable, a diploma supplement will be issued or any other document foreseen in the applicable legislation/regulation.

ARTICLE 10 – INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
1. The legislation of both signatory countries protect any intellectual property rights resulting from joint research projects/activities.

2. In addition, the results of the joint research projects cannot be patented or commercially used by either party, without the express written consent of the other. However, if the partner institution does not respond to the request for commercial use or patent, within 90 days, the institution may file a patent under its name.

FINANCIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

ARTICLE 11 – TUITION FEES AND OTHER ACADEMIC TAXES
1. It is the doctoral student’s responsibility to pay to both institutions, whenever applicable, the required administrative fees to ensure its enrolment as a regular student, in particular those referred to the registration and academic insurance.
2. The student shall pay to the University of Porto, the tuition fees related to his/her status (national or international), according to the periods of stay (annual or semester) and according to the applicable fees in the respective academic year. 
ARTICLE 12 – TRAVEL AND ACCOMMODATION EXPENSES
1. The doctoral student will be responsible for the travel and accommodation expenses as required by the programme of studies, including those related to the PhD thesis defence, if applicable.
2. Each institution, through its involved faculties and/or departments will be responsible of the payment of all travel and accommodation expenses of their own jury members, without prejudice to the possibility of participation by videoconference.

ARTICLE 13 - VISA AND HEALTH INSURANCE
1. The doctoral student will be responsible, prior to the implementation of the mobility period, for ensuring all the procedures and for paying all fees related to visa issuing and health insurance coverage. Both must be valid for the whole duration of the stay.

LEGAL TERMS
ARTICLE 14 – CHANGES
1. Any changes to any article of this agreement must be formalized by means of written addendum agreed between both institutions and signed by the same signatories of the present agreement.

ARTICLE 15 – PERSONAL DATA PROTECTION
1. The dissemination or transfer of personal data by the institutions involved in the present agreement must comply with the legislation in force, ensuring the necessary technical and organizational measures applicable. 
2. In case of doubt, the Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of individuals, with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, must apply.
ARTICLE 16 – DURATION
1. The present agreement shall remain in force throughout the duration of the study cycle and completion of the degree, or until the expiration date of the PhD thesis registration. Its period of validity may be extended through an addendum, with the written consent of the institutions involved.
